Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Art History 91183. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it. 

Context/setting 

This activity requires students to create a fictitious interview with Honore Daumier. Students will conduct research into the effects of media and process in 3 artworks by Daumier which use different media. This information will be used to construct interview questions and answers. 

To ensure that students are constructing interview questions that elicit responses that demonstrate critical understanding, you will need to check their questions before they develop the answer portion of their interview. 

Conditions 

This assessment activity will take place over approximately 3 weeks of in- and out-of-class time. Adjust the time to suit your students and context.

Student instructions 

Introduction 

French Realist Artist Honore Daumier was a print maker, caricaturist, painter and sculptor whose expansive works made commentary on political, as well as social life in France in the nineteenth century. 

This assessment activity requires you to examine the effects of different media used by Honore Daumier. You will write a fictitious interview with the artist and your questions and answers will examine and evaluate the use of media and specific effects that were created by the different media used and manipulated by Daumier.

Teacher note: You can adapt this activity to suit any artist whose work is extensive and who uses a range of different media in their art works. You might also require a different mode of presentation, such as a catalogue featuring works by the selected artist. 

This is an individual assessment activity that will take place over three weeks of in-class and out-of-class time.
Teacher note: Adjust the time to suit your students and context.
You will be assessed on your descriptions of the specific effects created by the use of media and your explanations and evaluations of how and why the different media used, applied and/or manipulated by Honore Daumier create specific effects in three art works.
Task 

Part One – Research

Choose 3 art works by Honore Daumier.   Each art work should use a different medium, for example painting, lithograph, drawing, engraving, sculpture.
Teacher note: You could provide students a list of possible art works by the chosen artist to select from.

Make a research chart for each art work

At the top of your chart, note the title, size, date and media of the work
Underneath the title, note the purpose or intention of the work

Stick a copy of your selected image in the box in the centre of the sheet

Fill in the boxes around the image to explain how media have been used and draw lines from each box to specific details in the image which show the effects of the media used in the selected image.

At the bottom of the page, suggest reasons why Daumier selected the media used in this art work.

Teacher note: You could create a chart or resource sheet to help students to organise their information. 
Part Two – The interview

Write the interview questions
Using your completed worksheets write 10 -15 questions which will help you evaluates how and why the different media used by Honore Daumier create specific effects in three art works. Your questions can refer to all 3 art works or you can write questions which specify particular art works. 

Check your questions with your teacher before you write your answers to make sure your questions will lead to answers that will show how and why different media in each of the art works are used, applied, and/or manipulated, to create specific effects.
Honore Daumier's Answers
Use the information you gathered, and your questions, to write answers that explain and evaluate how and why Daumier used, applied and/or manipulated different media to create specific effects in his art works. 

Your answer should refer to specific details in the art works to support your explanations and evaluations of the use of different media to create specific effects.

	For each of three art works by Honore Daumier, the student has provided an examination which describes how media are used, applied and/or manipulated and describes the specific effects created by the use of media, using supporting evidence from the art works.

For example:

Interviewer: How did you go about creating your lithographs of legislative scenes?

Daumier: I spent hours in the press gallery carefully studying the characteristics and mannerisms of politicians. I was not allowed to draw in the gallery so I had to work from memory to create clay models which I used when making caricatures for publication. For my lithograph Le Ventre Legislatif (Legislative Belly), 1834, I drew the image onto a soft stone then I rubbed ink onto the stone and pressed the paper over the stone to collect the image. 

Interviewer: What effects were created by the media you chose for your legislative scenes?

Daumier:  Well,  it meant I could make lots of copies and because it was made from a drawing on a stone the final image looks like a crayon drawing and makes it look like a quick sketch ... 


	For each of three art works by Honore Daumier, the student has provided an in-depth examination that explains how media are used, applied and/or manipulated to create specific effects, using supporting evidence from the art works.
For example:

Interviewer: How did you go about creating your lithographs of legislative scenes and what effects were you trying to achieve?

Daumier: I was trying to show the human nature of the politicians in the press gallery. Using lithographs meant that I could draw freely and create the exaggerated expressions of the characters in my lithograph Le Ventre Legislatif (Legislative Belly).. Making clay models helped me work out the poses and features I wanted to draw. Then I could work from the models to make spontaneous drawings in the lithograph to show the spirit of the political figure. The black and white line and texture of the final print meant that it wasn't at all decorative or beautiful so that its effect was more factual and focused attention on what happened in the legislative assembly.. 
	The student has provided a perceptive examination that evaluates how and why media are used, applied and/or manipulated to create specific effects, using supporting evidence from the art works.

For example:

Interviewer: You have created many art works in different media, so why did you choose particular media for particular types of art works?

Daumier: Making busts of clay really helped me work out how to get the faces twisted and distorted to bring out character. Then I could use those forms in drawing on the stone for the lithograph.  The distorted lines of the lithograph exposed the personality and weakness of the subjects with their big hooked noses and leering eyes.  This was a really good way to get the faces I needed to make satirical comments on the daily scenes of the gallery. 

I Gargantua is one of my social satires, and which are more compassionate than my political ones but the use of black and white line is still really important because it makes it look like a documentary.  

 In Third Class Carriage, 1850-55, the loosely handled, thick impasto paint creates strong chiaroscuro which is important because it makes the carriage look gloomy and tired and draws attention to the hum-drum banal lives peasants and clerks lived in this the beginning of the commuter age.. 


Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
