Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

You need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Dance 91206. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it. 

Context/setting 

This activity requires students to choreograph a solo dance to communicate an intention based on an idea, feeling, mood or image developed from a painting.  The student is not assessed on the quality of their dancing in the performance, but on the ability to communicate a choreographic intention
Conditions
This assessment task will take place over approximately six weeks. The dancer needs to perform the choreographed dance to enable the teacher to assess how effectively and imaginatively the student has choreographed the dance to meet the intention. The student choreographer may choose to perform the dance but his/her performance is not assessed.
Resource requirements 
· The following paintings:
· Neo-Classical: Jacques-Louis David Oath of the Horatii
· Romanticism: Theodore Gericault The charging chasseur
· Impressionism: Édouard Manet Banks of the Seine
· Realism: Francois Millet The Gleaners
· Abstract: Kandinsky The Flood 

· The following pieces of music or the teachers choice of era-appropriate music:
· Neo-Classical: Beethoven 5th Symphony in C
· Romanticism: Romanze in F minor or Chopin Prelude #24
· Impressionism: Prelude to an Afternoon of a Faun or The Carnival of the Animals – the Swan
· Realism: The Song of the Indian Merchant
· Abstract: Schoenberg works.
· Information on each era, artists, paintings etc and/or invitation to a guest lecturer (e.g. art history teacher).

Student instructions 
Introduction 
This assessment activity requires you to individually choreograph a solo dance to communicate an intention based on an idea, feeling, mood or image from a painting. 
Teacher note: The stimulus could be visual, auditory, kinaesthetic, tactile, or ideational. Examples include a poem, a newspaper story, a piece of music, and/or observations of something (e.g. an event).
You may also change the paintings (e.g. to being all from one era) and adapt the task to suit.
The completed dance will be 1–2 minutes long.  
This task will take 6 weeks to complete and the final product will be performed by yourself or another dancer in class for assessment.  
Teacher note: Alter the suggested time allowance and assessment date to suit your conditions.
You will be assessed on how effectively and imaginatively your choreography communicates your stated intention.
You will not be assessed on the quality of the performance. However, the performance will need to accurately present your choreography.

Task 
Choreograph and perform a solo dance that communicates an idea, feeling, mood or image based on a painting you have selected from a range offered by your teacher. 
You will be shown five paintings from five stages in the history of painting: Neo-Classical (late 18th century), Romanticism (early 19th century), Realism (mid 19th century), Impressionism (late 19th century) and abstract expressionism (early 20th Century).  
Choose one of the five paintings to compose a 1–2 minute choreographed dance sequence based on what you consider to be the main idea, feeling, mood or image of the painting.
See the Student Resource A for further guidance to assist you in this process.
Develop your choreographic intention
Using the painting of your choice, brainstorm and develop ideas for a possible intention (to present the main idea, feeling, mood or image of the painting). 
Your intention needs to describe an idea, mood or image from the painting.
Write a statement that describes your choreographic intention and hand this in to your teacher when you present your dance for assessment.
OR Write a statement that describes your choreographic intention. Review and change your statement of intention as you develop and explore movement ideas, and hand in your statement to your teacher when you present your dance for assessment.

Develop and explore movement ideas 

Using improvisation, explore possible movement that might present your intention.
Use ideas and aspects of the painting to assist you with this.
Develop a motif that encapsulates your understanding of the main idea of the painting.

Develop phrases by manipulating the dance elements and choreographic devices.
See the Student Resource A for further guidance to assist you in this process.
Select movement ideas and structure your dance
Choreograph and refine your movement sequences and phrases to structure the dance. These may come from your previous exploration of movement.  
See the Student Resource A for further guidance.
Refine and rehearse your ideas
As you work through this process, continually ask yourself if your dance fully communicates your intention. 
Consider what more you might need to do to ensure that your intention is presented more clearly and your choreography is effective and original. 
You may present the choreographed dance yourself or ask another student to perform it.  
Teach the dance

Clearly convey your ideas for the dance to the dancer so they are able to use the appropriate technique, focus and expression related to this and convey your intended mood, feeling, idea or image.
Negotiate and confirm a rehearsal schedule for the teaching and learning of the dance. Make sure your dancer has rehearsed the choreographed dance prior to assessment.
Present your choreographed dance for assessment

When you have fully developed your choreography, present your choreographed solo dance for assessment.

Make sure you have also provided your teacher with:

· the title of the painting you based your choreography on

· a written statement that describes your intention (the idea you intended to convey). This will not be assessed but will support and clarify your choreographic ideas to your assessor.
Student Resource A: Further Guidance

Developing your choreographic intention
To help you develop ideas for your dance you might:

· Brainstorm ideas or images that come to mind when you first look at the painting
· Reflect on aspects related to the elements of dance (e.g. lines, shapes, pathways, qualities, moods) that you observe in the painting
· Research the artist and his other works.  What words would you use to describe his works?
· Using your interpretation of these aspects, write an ‘essence statement’ which will act as the basis for your dance. This is your choreographic intention.
Hand your planning in to your teacher prior to assessment.  This will not be assessed. However, it will support and clarify your choreographic ideas to your teacher.
Exploring movement ideas
Use improvisation to develop a motif that encapsulates your idea of the painting. Use the information that you gathered from your development of ideas to assist you with this.  
Keep the motif simple. For example, you might develop a motif that just uses the hands.

Begin developing possible phrases using manipulation of the elements and devices.  For example, you might:
· use your motif to develop a phrase that manipulates the motif to explore other possible movements using the same and different body parts
· use the device of augmentation to make this phrase larger in time or space
· change your body base when performing the phrase (e.g. perform it with your knees)

· retrograde the phrase

· change the level or direction of the phrase 

· fragment the phrase

· begin extending the phrase, using these developments and appropriate transitions

· combine your best movements, adding transitions where needed.
Create new motifs and phrases and begin to plan how other elements of dance such as level, pathway, shapes or repetition could be manipulated to communicate your intention in an effective and original manner.
Consider how various choreographic structures may be purposefully used in your dance to create a sense of unity and logical sequencing.
Selecting movement ideas and structuring your dance
In selecting movement ideas, aim to:

· select unusual movement material and unexpected combinations of movements to assist in making your choreography imaginative
· include complementary and contrasting movements

· consider building the dance to a climax
· use motif and development while keeping a sense of unity
· create an overall structure (e.g. AB to clearly convey the contrasting tones in the painting)

· combine choices to create a sense of unity and that clearly convey the idea, mood or image. Movements and phrases may build to a climax to emphasise the intention
· create smooth transitions that smoothly connect to movements before and after and that produce a sense of flow throughout the dance
· select a piece of music or extract from a piece of music that will enhance the way your choreographed dance presents your intention. Your teacher will provide you with some music choices that reflect the era of your painting.

	The student has:

· chosen one painting from a range offered by the teacher to base a choreographed dance on;

· developed and described an intention (the main idea in the painting that they wish to communicate in their choreographed solo dance) in a written statement;

· developed movement material relating to the idea conveyed in the painting, using processes such as improvisation, applying choreographic devices and manipulating the elements of dance;

· chosen specific movement from the material, and developed and ordered these movements for a solo dancer. 
The choreographed dance is a 1–2 minute series of structured movements that together produce a sense of unity and communicate the stated intention.
For example, the student has choreographed their dance based on the image that explores the concept of despair.
They have used processes such as improvisation, applying choreographic devices and manipulating the elements of dance to develop movement material related to the concept.

The student selects specific movements from the material developed and orders these movements to a solo dancer considering repetition of movements and phrases having a clear beginning and ending, and appropriate energy qualities in the dance.

The choreography produces a sense of unity and conveys the stated intention, ie mood or feeling of despair.

	The student has:

· chosen one painting from a range offered by the teacher to base a choreographed dance on;

· developed and described an intention (the main idea in the painting that they wish to communicate in their choreographed solo dance) in a written statement;

· developed effective movement material relating to the idea conveyed in the painting, using processes such as improvisation, applying choreographic devices and manipulating the elements of dance;

· chosen specific movement from the material, and developed and ordered these movements for a solo dancer. 

The choreographed dance is a 1–2 minute series of structured movements that together produce a sense of unity and communicate the stated intention effectively. The choices made in the choreography clearly relate to the idea the student intends to convey.
For example, the student has choreographed their dance based on the image that explores the concept of despair.
They have used processes such as improvisation, applying choreographic devices and manipulating the elements of dance to develop movement material related to the concept.

The student selects specific movements from the material developed and orders these movements to a solo dancer considering a variety of non-locomotor and non locomotor movements, using motif to develop the idea, smooth transitions to connect movements, and appropriate energy qualities to convey the  mood of the dance.

The student orders the movement material for a solo dancer effectively to using repetition and variation.
The choreography produces a sense of unity to connect movements and conveys the stated intention, ie the mood or feelings of despair.

	The student has:

· chosen one painting from a range offered by the teacher to base a choreographed dance on;

· developed and described an intention (the main idea in the painting that they wish to communicate in their choreographed solo dance) in a written statement;

· developed and selected effective and unusual movement material relating to the idea conveyed in the painting, using processes such as improvisation, applying choreographic devices and manipulating the elements of dance;

· chosen specific unusual movements from the material, and developed and ordered these movements for a solo dancer, using unexpected combinations of movements. 

The choreographed dance is an effective and imaginative 1–2 minute series of combined and structured movements that demonstrate choices that are clearly related to the intended idea or mood. The choices made in the choreography combine together to create an overall structure, produce a sense of unity and communicate the idea the student intends to convey clearly, effectively and imaginatively.
For example the student has choreographed a dance based on an image that explores the concepts of despair.
They have used processes such as improvisation and exploration, applying choreographic devices and manipulating the dance elements to create unusual movement material and unexpected combinations of movements.  
The student effectively uses motif and development to imaginatively integrate these aspects into the dance to reflect the overall feeling and mood of despair.

The student imaginatively considers the use of motif, builds the dance to a climax, uses complementary and contrasting movements, variations in tempo and smooth transitions to produce a sense of flow throughout the dance, and orders movement material imaginatively using a choreographic structure which enhances and unifies the communication of the intention.
The choreography produces a sense of unity and conveys the stated intention, i.e. the mood or feelings of despair effectively and imaginatively.



Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
