Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are designed to ensure that teachers can carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource. 

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Social Studies 91282. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Context/setting 

This activity requires students to plan and execute a social action that will support the work of an organisation, such as Women’s Refuge. 

Students will plan and execute their action in groups.

However, students will individually complete a log that:

· describes their personal involvement in both the planning and execution of the social action 

· reflects on and evaluates the action once it has been undertaken

The written log should also provide specific examples of how the student planned and participated in the action.

As the teacher, you will take a facilitating role. The chosen action must be student-driven in both planning and execution.

This assessment activity uses the context of the organisation Women’s Refuge and their work for Christchurch community after the February 2011 earthquake. Ensure that the context, whether international or local, is both topical and relevant to your students.

Conditions

This assessment activity will take place over a period of 3–4 weeks of in and out-of-class time. Students will work in groups to plan and execute the social action, but you will assess students individually.

Resource requirements 

Students will require:

· Internet access

· access to a camera, or video camera, to take photographs or make a video recording of their social action. Make these photographs available to all students on a school network, or print them for student use.

Student instructions 
Introduction
This assessment activity requires you to plan and complete a social action that will help the organisation Women’s Refuge to support women and their children in the aftermath of the earthquake. 
However, you can adapt the activity to suit your students’ needs and to suit different contexts, for example: 

 “Lend-a Hand”, a project that raises money for survivors of the Haiti earthquake

Canteen, a project that raises funds to support young people living with cancer

World Vision 40-hour famine

Red Cross reconstruction work after the Samoan Tsunami

Re-introduction of fast food to a school canteen

Change from uniform to mufti at school

Increase in parking meter fees

Building of a skate ramp.

Ensure that the context, whether international or local, is both topical and relevant to your students.

You will work in a group of 4–5 people to plan and carry out your social action. You will work individually to complete a written log that describes your social action. Your teacher will use your log to assess your work individually. 
Adapt the conditions to suit the selected context. This may involve a change to the timing and the need for students to work in groups. This could be completed working with the entire class on the one social action.

Your log could take the form of: 

· an electronic journal, such as a blog or wiki 

· a written journal or diary

· any other method where written information can be stored and retrieved.

In your log you must include Social Studies concepts, for example, social justice, change, rights, groups/ organisations, roles, responsibilities, family, community, society, resources, and the environment. You must also include specific evidence of how you participated in the social action.

You have 3–4 weeks of in-class and out-of-class time to plan and execute your group’s social action as well as to write your individual log. Remember to submit your log by the due date.

Task

Part 1: Plan your social action

With your group, plan a social action that considers the rights and responsibilities of others. In your log:

Describe the plan for your social action. To do this, consider the following questions:

· Identify and outline the social issue your group is focusing on

· What action is your group going to take?

· When and where will you carry out your social action? 

· What tasks does each group member have to complete?

· What are the reasons for selecting this action?

· How will this action ensure that the people involved can exercise their rights and meet their responsibilities?

Describe your personal involvement in the planning process:

· What tasks did you have to complete?

Part 2: Participate in your social action

In your log describe how you participated in the social action 

· What did you do to carry out the social action?
· Provide evidence of your participation – you might use a camera to take pictures of what you did

· Justify the social action you took by clearly describing your point of view (personal position) on this issue.

Part 3: Reflect on your social action

In your log:

· Describe in depth the strengths and weakness of your personal involvement in both the planning of and participating in the social action in relation to the rights and responsibilities of those involved

· Describe comprehensively how your personal involvement in both the planning of and participating in the social action could have been more effective. Explain how this could improve the social action taken in relation to the rights and responsibilities of those involved.

Resources

Your teacher will provide internet access and access to a digital camera or video camera to take photographs or make a video recording of your social action.

	The student has comprehensively described personal involvement in a social action related to rights and responsibilities. This means that the student has integrated Social Studies Concepts and detailed supporting evidence to:

· describe clearly the issue 
· describe in detail their personal involvement in the planning and participation of the social action

· give detailed reasons for the social action 

· justify their personal position by describing in detail their point of view in relation to the action taken

· describe in detail the strengths and weaknesses of their personal involvement in the planning and participation of the social action and relate this description to the rights and responsibilities of those involved 

· identify more effective means of personal involvement and explain how this could improve the social action in relation to the rights and responsibilities of those involved.

Example of more effective means of personal involvement statement

The first thing I would change about my participation is that I would find out more about the organisation that I was supporting before I started the social action. Once I had done that I would recommend that we start our social action by doing a week of educating the school about women’s Refuge and also about the underlying issue for society “domestic violence”. This change would make my contribution more effective because it would create an atmosphere in the school that would give the social action direct applicability to the students because they would understand why we were doing it and would feel like they are part of the solution.
