Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Latin 91510. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it. 
Context/setting 

This activity requires students to produce a newspaper article analysing a custom/practice/tradition/event today, such as a wedding ceremony, and linking it with a similar custom/practice/tradition/event that derives from ancient Roman times. 

Before using this resource you will need to select a context that will engage your students, work out exactly how the assessment will be applied to this context, create or finalise any additional student resources that are needed, and ensure that the assessment schedule aligns with the activity in its final form.

Conditions

This assessment activity will take place over two weeks of in-class and out-of-class time.

Students may work in groups of two or three to access and research material, but will write their own feature article for individual assessment.

Resource requirements 
You will need to provide short passage(s) in Latin to read and study in class that this activity might derive from, for example, the “wedding” of Dido and Aeneas in Virgil Book 4, and/or an excerpt from the improbable wedding of slaves in Plautus’ play Casina.

Student instructions 
Introduction 
This assessment activity requires you to produce a feature article for a newspaper  analysing thoroughly marriage customs today and linking them back to the marriage customs in ancient Roman times. 

This assessment activity will take place over two weeks of in-class and out-of-class time.

You may work in groups of two or three to access and research material but will write your own feature article for individual assessment.

You will be assessed on how thoroughly you analyse the influence of marriage customs in ancient Roman times on marriage customs today.
Teacher note: The wording could be changed to suit a different practice, tradition, or event from today. Possible adaptations could be the organising and running of a funeral, a victory parade for winners, a sports event, journey(s) by sea or land, a trial, an invasion or a revolt, an election, the opening ceremony/dedication of a building/monument, a jubilee celebration.

The topic chosen, for instance a sports event, could have as its basis Horace’s hymn sung at the opening ceremony of the secular games under Augustus and could explore the propaganda reasons behind such an event, linking it with, for example, the song chosen for New Zealand’s hosting of the Rugby World Cup, and the value that event brings to New Zealand. 

Task 
You are to produce a feature article for a newspaper that examines marriage customs today and show how they relate back to ancient Roman marriage customs. 

To analyse both the modern and ancient customs and to make links between them and inferences about any attitudes and ideas in regard to them, you may refer to:

· a short passage(s) in Latin that you have read and worked on in class

· other resource material (maybe primary source material in Latin or English or secondary source material) 

· images of Roman artworks used as the basis for modern art.

Points of comparison or difference that you may like to explore in your feature article are:

· legal requirements

· engagement

· day selected for the wedding

· the venue

· the wedding ceremony itself

· the celebrations afterwards

· the status and responsibilities acquired with being married.

Teacher note: The bullet points should change to suit the topic chosen. 

Make sure that you:

· have read together in class, before you start your assessment, the relevant passage(s) selected in Latin and English and provided by your teacher

· establish links between the modern and ancient customs 

· expand on the particular points you select as fully as you can

· use Latin references and quotations to support what you say and provide an English explanation 

· include evidence that is appropriate and unambiguous

· produce a feature article of sufficient length for full completion of the task.

The student uses linguistic and cultural knowledge to break down the Latin written text(s) and to identify and explore particular points, connections, inferences, themes, ideas, and/or attitudes and how they link from the past to subsequent cultures(s). Resources are used to support the analysis.

For example (an excerpt from a possible answer):

In the scene in the Aeneid when Dido and Aeneas find shelter in the same cave Juno is referred to as the pronuba “… et pronuba Iuno …” (Vergil, Aeneid iv, 166–167).

The Roman pronuba had special duties to perform for the bride, just like a modern bridesmaid or matron of honour in New Zealand today. For example she would help to dress the bride in her special dress and veil. The same might be true in a modern New Zealand wedding and the bridesmaid might also help the bride to change into her going-away outfit after the festivities.

The examples above relate to only part of what is required, and are just indicative.


	The student has analysed clearly the influence of Latin text(s) on subsequent culture(s).

The student uses linguistic and cultural knowledge to break down the Latin written text(s) and to expand unambiguously on particular selected points, connections, inferences, themes, ideas, and/or attitudes and how they link from the past to subsequent cultures(s). Resources are used to support the analysis.

For example (an excerpt from a possible answer):

In the scene in the Aeneid where Dido and Aeneas find shelter in the same cave Dido imagines that the deities and nature supply some of the elements of a formal Roman wedding Juno is referred to as the pronuba “… et pronuba Juno …” (Vergil, Aeneid iv,166–167). The Roman pronuba was a woman who had been married only once. Among her duties was helping the bride to dress, giving the bride to the bridegroom and accompanying her in the procession to her new husband’s house after the ceremony. In New Zealand a married female attendant is referred to as the matron of honour and an unmarried one as a bridesmaid. The modern attendants might help the bride to dress and farewell her after the ceremony but they do not give her away. That is traditionally the bride’s father’s job. However, they might act as witnesses to the marriage in the same way that Dido imagines the air (conscius aether) witnessing her union with Aeneas.

The examples above relate to only part of what is required, and are just indicative.


	The student has analysed thoroughly the influence of Latin text(s) on subsequent culture(s).

The student uses linguistic and cultural knowledge to break down the Latin written text(s) and to fully expand on particular selected points, connections, inferences, themes, ideas, and/or attitudes and how they link from the past to subsequent cultures(s) using Latin references and/or quotations from resources to support analysis. The Latin evidence is unambiguous and has an English explanation. 

For example (an excerpt from a possible answer):

In the Aeneid Juno imagines that nature and the deities supply some of the elements of a formal Roman wedding, for example:

“… prima et Tellus et pronuba Iuno dant signum. fulsere ignes et conscius aether” (Vergil, Aeneid iv,166,166–167).

(Both primeval Earth and Juno as matron of honour give the signal. The lightning flashed and the air is witness.)

The Roman pronuba had various duties to perform, for example, to help to dress the bride and accompany her in the procession to her new home where she would help to undress her. Most importantly, she gave the bride away by joining the couple’s right hands (iunctio dextrarum). The modern practice is for the father of the bride to give her away. A Roman father might already have “given his daughter away” when he arranged her marriage. Today it is a symbolic gesture as most women choose their own husbands. The modern attendants still have duties to do for the bride. They might help the bride to dress and hold her train if the dress has one and help the bride to change out of it after the ceremony. Sometimes they might witness the couple’s signature. Vergil writes of conscius aether in a reference to the Roman custom of having ten witnesses to the marriage contract.

The examples above relate to only part of what is required, and are just indicative.


Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
