analysis and critical thinking requires authoritative evaluation of the performance  opportunities present in challenging drama text.
·  
integration, synthesis and application of highly developed knowledge, skills and understanding to complex situations involves using a range of theory and performance skills to create original drama.
·  
logical development, precision and clarity of ideas involves shaping the material of drama coherently and concisely.
·   
perception and insight is demonstrated by a clear awareness of wider drama practice and theory as well as evidence of independent thought in a new context.
·  
sophisticated integration and abstraction involves identifying and resolving key challenges in performance and applying appropriate theory.
·  
independent reflection and extrapolation requires assured and convincing ability to reconfigure drama material.
·  
convincing communication requires fluent oral and performed evidence which conveys strong conviction using appropriate drama terminology and conventions.
