Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Dance 91592. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it. 
Context/setting 

This activity requires students to perform a repertoire of three contrasting dances during their involvement in the major school musical production, in this case, Joseph and the Amazing Technicolour Dreamcoat. 

As cast members in the production, students will be required to learn and perform several dances, which contribute to the show overall. For assessment purposes, three dances from the production (‘One More Angel’, ‘Go Go Go Joseph’ and ‘Song of the King’) have been selected to make up the repertoire, which students will learn and perform.

While the three dances are all derived from the same broad genre of dance (musical theatre), they each require different movement vocabularies and will therefore include distinct stylistic differences in the performance of each dance.

Conditions 

As the school production is commonly an extra-curricular event, it is suggested that this assessment activity will take place over 10-12 weeks of (mostly) out-of-class time. Adjust this to suit your students.

The students will learn and perform the dances as a whole group (cast/ensemble) but will be assessed individually.

Each dance in the repertoire will need to be at least two minutes in length.

The performances will be filmed for moderation purposes.

Resource requirements
· Joseph and the Amazing Technicolour Dreamcoat (piano/vocal score)

· a pianist (if not using the CD soundtrack during rehearsals)

· Joseph and the Amazing Technicolour Dreamcoat (CD/soundtrack)

· Joseph and the Amazing Technicolour Dreamcoat (DVD, 1999) 

· costumes, stage/sets, props (as/if required)

· rehearsal space

· performance rights: these are a legal requirement and available from a range of agencies in both New Zealand and Australia. · a video camera and tripod to record assessment evidence.
Song lyrics

Access the following lyric charts and either print them off or copy them into a word document or digital portfolio. Students could then annotate the lyrics with specific choreography instructions/requirements to help them to prepare for the performance of the repertoire.

Additional information 

It is important for teachers to modify and change the context of this assessment resource to suit their own students or local circumstances. 

If Joseph and the Amazing Technicolour Dreamcoat is not a musical that you think will work within your school environment, then adapt the task to suit the production you are doing. The production you choose needs to provide the opportunity for students to be actively involved in dance performance for at least two minutes in each of three musical/dance numbers to meet the intended outcomes of the Achievement Standard. A selection of possible modifications and adaptations to suit different school or student circumstances are suggested on the student instructions sheet below.

Each dance needs to EITHER contrast stylistically OR clearly contrast the movement vocabulary students need to perform.

Teacher and student feedback on each stage of the learning and rehearsing of the dances is encouraged.

It is important to note that the students’ “understanding of the distinct stylistic requirements of the dances” for this standard is assessed through the observation of their physical performance. The collection, handing in or recording of written or verbal explanations or commentaries where students justify that understanding, whilst potentially being a helpful additional task activity, is not required for assessment purposes. The understanding will be clear through their performance.

Student instructions 
Introduction 
This assessment activity requires you to perform a repertoire of three contrasting dances in the upcoming school musical production of Joseph and the Amazing Technicolour Dreamcoat. 
As a cast member in the school production, you will be taught several dances which will contribute to the production as a whole. Three dances have been selected for assessment in this activity. While each dance will be based broadly on the musical theatre genre, within the production they will require different movement vocabulary and distinct stylistic changes. For assessment, you will aim to show (through your performance) an in-depth understanding of these stylistic requirements.

The three dances, which you will learn and perform in the production, for assessment are: 

· Dance One: ‘One More Angel’ (stylistically influenced by line dance and country/western hoe-down) 

· Dance Two: ‘Go Go Go Joseph’ (stylistically influenced by the mid-1970s disco era of music and dance)

· Dance Three: ‘Song of the King’ (stylistically influenced by 1960s rock ‘n’ roll and the music of Elvis Presley).

Each dance will be approximately 2-4 minutes long. You will perform all three contrasting dances at the appropriate time within the performance of Joseph and the Amazing Technicolour Dreamcoat. You will not receive a grade for each dance – your teacher will assess your performance across all three dances, as a collection or whole body of work.  

This activity will take place over the 12-week school production period. You will learn each dance at difference stages in the rehearsal schedule, with the full repertoire of contrasting dances being performed and assessed during the five-night performance season in Week 9 of Term 2. The performance of each dance will be filmed for moderation purposes.

Teacher notes:

While this task focuses specifically on students’ learning and involvement in a school production of Joseph and the Amazing Technicolour Dreamcoat, the task can easily be modified to suit any school production/musical context involving dance as part of its musical numbers. Other possible suggestions include:

Fame: ‘Hard Work’; ‘There She Goes/Fame!’; ‘Dancin’ on the Sidewalk’
Westside Story: ‘America’; ‘Cool’; ‘Dance at the Gym’
For Today: ‘I See Red’; ‘I Love My Leather Jacket’; ‘For Today’
Oliver!: ‘Food, Glorious Food!’; ‘Consider Yourself’; ‘Be Back Soon’ 
This assessment activity is intended to assess students who are involved in the school’s musical production. Some students may be involved in several different extra-curricular activities but may only have a small role in the school production, or they are not on stage for all three dances. This should not limit their ability to meet this Achievement Standard. For such students, an alternative could be to collect three examples of their performances from a variety of extra-curricular dance activities, identifying the stylistic differences, and assessing the full range of evidence against the standard. For example:

Dance One: ‘Go, Go Go Joseph’ (the student played the baker in Joseph and so they were on stage for this dance).
Dance Two: ‘Hip Hop Competition’ (the student also performs in the school’s hip hop dance team and competed at a local or regional event).
Dance Three: ‘Sasa’ (the student is a member of the school’s Samoan cultural group and performed at an annual cultural festival in the school’s local region).
Where it is not feasible or possible to offer or produce a full school production, you may choose to offer an exploration of the musical theatre genre as part of your regular, in-class Level 3 Dance programme. You could look at Joseph and the Amazing Technicolour Dreamcoat as an example of this, and could still use the three dances identified in this assessment activity.

Task
As a cast member in this year’s school musical production, you will learn and perform three dances which contribute to the show overall. Before the final performances, you will need to complete a series of important tasks, outlined below:
Preparation and rehearsals

· attend a series of scheduled rehearsals (you will be provided with a rehearsal schedule)

· learn each dance from the show as instructed by the choreographer

· rehearse the dances in and out of rehearsal time – make your movements clear, controlled, and accurate

· develop a clear character and apply your character’s emotions and attitudes to your performance in each dance

· consider and apply the contrasting aspects of each dance to your performance. For example: the different movement vocabulary in each dance; the variations in dynamics; the speed and timing; the body parts, bases or levels used; the pathways used and negotiated around the set; the changes between locomotive and non-locomotive movements; the communication of different parts of the show’s overarching narrative; considering the use of and practising with props (if required).
Performance

· perform the full repertoire of three contrasting dances in the school production as part of the cast/ensemble
· show your understanding of the different stylistic requirements for each dance in the repertoire by physically demonstrating these in your performance.
Dance One: 

‘One More Angel’ 

· Reproduce the movement vocabulary taught to you by the choreographer with clarity, control and consistent accuracy. During rehearsal stages you may be asked to contribute ideas to the choreography, or particular gestures/movement, which are appropriate to your character.

· Perform in character as either one of Joseph’s brothers or one of the brothers’ wives.

· Communicate the narrative aspects and emotional content of the dance: breaking the news of Joseph’s ‘death’ to Jacob; a (mocking/fake) sadness for Joseph having died; and recalling all of his positive contributions to the family. 

 Dance Two:

‘Go Go Go Joseph’
· Reproduce the movement vocabulary taught to you by the choreographer with clarity, control and consistent accuracy. During rehearsal stages you may be asked to contribute ideas to the choreography, or particular gestures/movement, which are appropriate to your character.

· Perform in character (this may be the same or a different character to the one you played for ‘One More Angel’) as either Joseph, the narrator, the butler, the baker, other prisoners or townspeople.

· Communicate the narrative aspects and emotional content of the dance: a celebration of thanks for Joseph interpreting the dreams of the butler and the baker with the other prisoners and townspeople, encouraging Joseph to overcome current obstacles and leading to eventual success. 

Dance Three:

‘Song of the King’
· Reproduce the movement vocabulary taught to you by the choreographer with clarity, control, and consistent accuracy. During rehearsal stages you may be asked to contribute ideas to the choreography, or particular gestures/movement, which are appropriate to your character.

· Perform in character (this may be the same or a different character to the one you played for ‘One More Angel’ and/or ‘Go Go Go Joseph’) as either Joseph, the narrator, pharaoh, the butler, or other Egyptian servants/citizens.

· Communicate the narrative aspects and emotional content of the dance: an explanation of the dreams Pharaoh has had for Joseph to interpret.

	The student performs a repertoire of contrasting dances. This means, as required by the choreography, the student:

· demonstrates generally accurate timing and spatial awareness in each of the three dances

· conveys aspects of the different ideas, such as the narrative features, behind each of the three dances.

For example, in Dance Two: ‘Go Go Go Joseph’, the student:

· recalls the steps/movements taught in rehearsals

· moves with some sense of the rhythm with the music

· executes the movements taught 

· displays controlled co-ordination of the arms and legs most of the time

· shows some accurate disco musicality and timing 

· shows changes in energy/timing between the fast and slower movements 

· the performance conveys some ideas of encouragement not to give up towards the character Joseph.
The examples above relate to only part of what is required, and are just indicative.


	The student performs a repertoire of contrasting dances showing understanding of the distinct stylistic requirements of the dances. This means, as required by the choreography, the student:

· performs three contrasting dances from the musical Joseph and the Amazing Technicolour Dreamcoat and each dance is at least two minutes in length
· reproduces the movement vocabulary for each of the three dances with clarity and control, including contrasting body shapes, and adjusts posture as appropriate to each dance
· demonstrates consistently accurate timing and spatial awareness in each of the three dances
· performs with clear focus and expression appropriate to each of the three dances
· conveys the different ideas, mood and feelings, such as the narrative features and characterisation behind each of the three dances.

For example, in Dance Two: ‘Go Go Go Joseph’, the student:

· recalls the steps/movements taught in rehearsals; the movements are precise and have appropriate emphasis
· moves with a sense of the rhythm with the music; the changes in timing are clear

· executes the movements taught effectively 

· displays controlled co-ordination of the arms and legs
· shows accurate disco musicality and timing 

· shows clear and effective changes in energy/timing between the fast and slower movements 

· dances in character and the performance conveys clear ideas effectively, relating to encouraging Joseph not to give up.
The examples above relate to only part of what is required, and are just indicative.


	The student performs a repertoire of contrasting dances showing in-depth understanding of the distinct stylistic requirements of the dances. This means, as required by the choreography, the student:

· performs three contrasting dances from the musical Joseph and the Amazing Technicolour Dreamcoat and each dance is at least two minutes in length
· reproduces the movement vocabulary of each of the three dances with clarity control and consistent accuracy, including contrasting details such as the use of embellishments and body isolations
· demonstrates a consistently accurate sense of time and spatial and ensemble awareness in each of the three dances
· performs with consistently clear focus and expression appropriate to each of the three dances, demonstrating the use of varied dynamics and flow appropriate to each dance
· clearly conveys the different ideas, moods, feelings, the narrative features and the emotional content of the three dances with convincing characterisation in each one. 

For example, in Dance Two: ‘Go Go Go Joseph’, the student:

· recalls the steps/movements taught in rehearsals; the movements are consistently accurate and executed with assurance 

· moves with a sense of the rhythm and confident musicality 

· demonstrates seamless changes in dynamics, varying the flow and energy quality of sequences within the dance 

· displays controlled co-ordination of the arms and legs and an awareness of the head and eyes to project movements up and out to the audience

· shows clear and effective changes in energy/timing between fast and slower movements 

· performs convincingly in character and consistently conveys clear ideas effectively, relating to encouraging Joseph not to give up.
The examples above relate to only part of what is required, and are just indicative.




Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
