Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Art History 91183. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it. 

Context/setting 

This activity requires students to investigate the effects of media used by 19th century French Artists. Students will produce an individual script for a group audio-visual presentation which will be part of a collaborative class presentation on prominent French Artists.

Group work is required for two components of this activity and can be adapted to suit your students’ needs. Students will independently investigate the effects created by the media used in 3 art works. Ensure art works are different to elicit a range of responses.

Students will be assessed on how perceptively their script examines the use and effects of the media chosen and applied by the artist, using specific examples from the art works. They will not be assessed on their group work skills, nor the creativity or production of their audio-visual presentation. 

Before using this resource you will need to select or negotiate a context that will engage your students, and ensure that the assessment schedule aligns with the activity in its final form.

Conditions 

This assessment activity will take place over three weeks of in-class and out-of-class time. Adjust the time to suit your students and context.

The students could work in groups of 3–4 for planning and creating the audio-visual resource but will be assessed on the quality of their individual examination of the use of media in art works.

Resource requirements 

Students will require a video recorder and may require access to:

· other audio-visual equipment such as editing software

· a data projector to show visual exemplars while students are recording

· computers and the internet.

Student instructions 

Introduction 

This assessment activity requires you to examine the effects of media used by 19th century French Artists. You will produce a script to be used for an audio-visual presentation that you will create in a group, and present as a part of a collaborative class presentation on French Artists. 

Teacher note: This activity could be adapted to suit other topics such as Māori, Gothic or Samoan Art.

Students investigate the methods and materials used in 3 art works for an artist selected in their group. 

You could adapt the mode of presentation. For example, you might require a group production of a website or a catalogue. 

You will work in a group to determine individual areas of investigation and to create the audio-visual presentation. 

This activity will take place over three weeks of in-class and out-of-class time.
Teacher note: Adjust the time to suit your students and context.
You will be assessed on how well your individually produced script explains how media are used and describes their specific effects in art works and evaluates how the use, application and/or manipulation of  media creates effects in  art works.

You will not be assessed on your group work skills or the creativity and quality of your audio-visual presentation.
Task 

Part One
Group Planning

In your group:

· select one of the following styles: Neo-Classicism, Romanticism, Realism, Impressionism, Neo-Impressionism, Post-Impressionism.
· determine what artist(s) your group will examine from your chosen style.
· select 3 artworks for each member to examine from at least 2 different artists

· find resources to use for individual investigation.

Teacher note: You could assign a specific topic and/or artist to each group to ensure that a range of styles is covered throughout the class.

Part Two

Individual Investigation

· Gather and organise the information you will need for your script. 

· Determine what media the artist used, how the artist used the media and created different effects, and why. 

· Evaluate the links between the artist’s choice of different media, and the specific effects of the media on the art works.

· Ensure that you include specific evidence from your 3 art works to support your answers. 
Part Three
Writing the Script

Using the information you have gathered, write a script for your audio-visual presentation that explains how media are used and describes their specific effects in art works and evaluates how the use, application and/or manipulation of  media creates effects in  art works.
Refer to specific effects in each of your 3 selected art works to provide supporting evidence of the points you make. 

Your script should cover the follow points:

· for each work, identify the type of media used and explain how it was used, applied and/or manipulated.
· for each work, describe specific effects created by these media.  (These may include texture, colour, movement, emotion, scale, etc).
· an evaluation of how particular media are used, applied and/or manipulated and an evaluation of why particular media were used to create specific effects .
Hand in a copy of your script before making your group audio-visual presentation. 

Part Four
Production of Audio Visual Presentation
In your group, exchange information and use content from the scripts to create an audio-visual presentation on your selected artists.

Your group presentation will need to use images of the art works to support the descriptions of effects and explanations of media in the scripts. 

Use the audio-visual equipment provided by your teacher to record your presentation.

	For each of 3 appropriate art works, the student has provided an examination which describes how media are used, applied and manipulated

And describes the specific effects created by the use of media, using supporting evidence from the art works.
For example: 

Media and Effects created by Post Impressionist Artists Van Gogh and Paul Gauguin 

Van Gogh

Colour was used in Starry Night, 1889, to create mood and emotion rather than a realistic effect. Van Gogh choose bright colours which he squeezed straight out of the tube and swirled around with coarse brushes and sometimes a palette knife .In Starry Night, 1889 the swirls  of paint show the energy he used and how he was really emotional when he painted.  This can also be seen in the bold strokes which have been pushed into the paint in what look like angry jabs.. The bright colours stand out and contrast so they seem to vibrate and create movement and energy.

Gauguin

The Landscape in The Vision after the Sermon, 1888, has been simplified and broken into simple shapes. Brush loads of black paint have been used to make black outlines which make it look a bit like a child's painting.  Gauguin uses bold colours and didn't mix them so they look flat and it makes the whole painting look like a decorative pattern which is what he wanted because he was working in the islands.
	For each of three art works, the student has provided an in-depth examination that explains how media are used, applied and/or manipulated to create specific effects, using supporting evidence from art works.
For example: 

Media and Effects created by Post Impressionist Artists Van Gogh and Paul Gauguin 

Van Gogh, Starry Night, 1889 displays a thick impasto effect.  You can tell that Van Gogh squeezed the paint straight out of the tube onto the canvas because you can see the thick lines of paint and this makes you aware of the rapid painting and makes you feel really close to the painter so you have a sense of immediacy, as if the painting has just been finished and you are looking at it while it still shiny and wet,  which makes the stars seem to shine in this painting. Van Gogh wanted to express ideas and feelings in his art and this is why he had such an expressive style and used his paint and brushes fast and furious without bothering to smooth or blend them. All his colours are straight out of the tube – Prussian blue and citron yellow which is why they are so bright and bold. 

Van Gogh didn't care about making things natural because he thought the colours were beautiful by themselves,: “I don’t mind so much whether my colour corresponds exactly, as long as it looks beautiful on my canvas, as beautiful as it looks in nature.” So he just squeezed on the colours and plastered them over one another in big, textured masses or what we call impasto, like on the roofs in this painting. Gauguin also used bold colours to express ideas and feelings and he also used his colours straight out of the tube and unmixed because he liked the primitive feel of unmixed colour and he didn't use tonal gradation because he wanted a flat patterned surface, like the cotton dresses the native people wore. He also used vivid colours because bright colours like red and orange have sensual effects on viewers and Gauguin used them to show the sexy way of life he liked in the islands.   Sometimes his bold vivid colour, like the crimson in The Vision after the Sermon, 1888, has a spiritual effect. The flat colour often used by Gauguin reflects his love of tribal art forms.


	The student has provided a perceptive examination that evaluates how and why media are used, applied and/or manipulated to create specific effects, using supporting evidence from art works.

For example: 

Media and Effects created by Post Impressionist Artists Van Gogh and Paul Gauguin

Van Gogh varied his choice of colour depending his moods.  If he was feeling excited he might use bright cheerful colours like red and orange while if he was feeling contemplative he used more blues and greens.  These colour choices had an impact on how his works were read and interpreted so that the melancholic  mood Van Gogh was in when he did a blue/green painting had a similar melancholic effect on the viewer. His frequent use of unnatural colour, for example in Starry Night, 1889, combined with his energetic application of paint creates a  strong energetic effect which helps the viewer share in his emotional frenzy.  The swirling lines he used in the sky are important because they really make his confused, tortured mind apparent to the viewer and the viewer can feel the effects of Van Gogh's emotional nature in his paintings. H. Gauguin’ deliberately used ideas from Japanese prints and African and Polynesian wood carvings in his paintings to create simple, primitive effects.  These techniques were an important aspect of Gauguin's work because he wanted to challenge European ideas about art and culture.  The bright colours he used and his bold simple patterns were unfamiliar and shocking to Europeans and therefore had a challenging and exciting effect on viewers. 

Both Van Gogh and Gauguin deliberately choose and used their media to create paintings which would have a strong effect on the European public.  As Gauguin stated, “it is the eye of the ignorant that assigns a fixed and unchangeable colour to every object,” and these artists wanted to use their art to challenge traditional perceptions.




Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
