Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are designed to ensure that teachers can carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource. 

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by the Achievement Standard Art History 91185. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Context/setting

This activity requires students to record their interpretation of and personal response to four art works and present this in a journal.

The student’s response could be presented in any medium that allows information to be recorded and communicated, for example, a website, blog, or podcast.

Art works may include but are not limited to paintings, drawings, sculptures, installations, prints, collages, architecture, handcrafted objects, film, animation, photographs, digital images, whakaairo, kowhaiwhai, tukutuku, tapa cloth.

Conditions

Students will be assessed on their interpretation of the features of the art works. They will also be assessed on their convincing and perceptive response (personal and research-based) to the art works. 

This is an individual assessment activity. Students have three weeks of in and out-of-class time to complete it.

Resource requirements

Students will require access to:

· art works, for example, art exhibitions, public art displays, whare whakairo, museum displays, art performances, art objects existing in the student’s home or school environment

· research sources, for example, art work captions, exhibition catalogues, books, magazines, internet etc.

Additional information

This assessment resource could be integrated with an ongoing journal or blog where students keep a record of their personal responses to art works.

You may also wish to integrate a field trip to an art gallery or public space.

Student instructions 

Introduction

This assessment activity requires you to record your personal response to four art works and provide an interpretation of the features of the art works. This will be presented in a journal.

You will be assessed on your interpretation of the features of art works and your evaluative responses to the art work. You will also be assessed on your reasoned response (personal and research-based) to the art works. 

This is an individual assessment activity. You have three weeks of in-class and homework time to complete it. 

Task

Select four art works for this assessment activity. Choose a range of art works (different artists, locations, purposes, media).

Teacher note: The selection of art works may be guided by a particular theme or concept, for example, Art in my neighbourhood, Art that challenges me.

Create an image of each art work for your journal. This could be a photograph or sketch of the art work.

Teacher note: An audio or video recording might be appropriate for a website or podcast.

Annotate the images in your journal, for example, with notes, diagrams, close-ups of the art work, and sketches. Identify:

· the stylistic characteristics of each art work, for example, ways of using line, colour, scale, media 

· the meaning of each art work, for example, the ideas or themes conveyed though subject matter such as icons, symbols, and emblems

· the contextual links, for example, the intentions of the artist, or the characteristics of other works by that artist

· your personal response to each art work.

You may wish to undertake further research to support your annotations.

Write a summary paragraph (about 200 words) for each art work that explains and evaluates your ideas and/or interpretation of the features of each art work, using reasons based on evidence from the art works and/or your research.
Add your summaries to your journal, with a bibliography that lists any sources you have used to complete the task.

Hand in your journal when you have completed the task.

	The student provides a considered personal response to each of three art works. They do this by:  

· expressing ideas, views, opinions, information, and/or interpretations of the features of each of 3 art works 

· using evidence from the art works and/or other sources.
For example:

Lisa Reihana, Mahuika (From the Digital Marae series), 2001, digital photograph on aluminium, 2000 x 1200mm, Collection of Museum of New Zealand, Te Papa Tongarewa

· Lisa Reihana has depicted Mahuika the Maori goddess of fire in a new and modern way.

· The metal chair and the costume look modern. The fabric looks like shiny plastic lace. It is not what I would expect a Māori Goddess to be wearing.

· The strong shadows on her face create a dramatic effect.

· The large size made the work seem imposing.

· The dark clouds create a moody effect. 

· Digital photography is a new form of art.

· I liked the way it is dramatic.
	The student provides a convincing personal response to each of three art works. They do this by:

· explaining personal responses to each art work based on supporting evidence from the art works and/or other sources.

For example:

Lisa Reihana, Mahuika (From the Digital Marae series), 2001, digital photograph on aluminium, 2000 x 1200mm, Collection of Museum of New Zealand, Te Papa Tongarewa

· Mahuika looks like a modern, fashionable goddess. Her clothes are very dramatic; her skirt looks like lava or fire glowing through rocks.

· This work is one of a group of five photographs of Māori goddesses who sit together in the gallery. The gallery becomes like a marae or meeting house.

· Reihana challenges tradition by depicting Mahuika in a new and modern way.

· The digital photograph has been manipulated to have very strong contrast and dramatic effects. She has tried to make it look unnatural on purpose.

· The sky has been manipulated to look unnatural. It helps create the effect of a supernatural world where a goddess would live.
	The student provides a perceptive personal response to each of three art works. They do this by:

· using evidence from the art works and/or other sources to support their evaluative personal responses to the art works.

For example:

Lisa Reihana, Mahuika (From the Digital Marae series), 2001, digital photograph on aluminium, 2000 x 1200mm, Collection of Museum of New Zealand, Te Papa Tongarewa

· Usually a Māori goddess would be depicted in a carving which would sit inside a Whare Whakairo (carved meeting house) on a marae.

· Reihana has made a bold statement, as ancestors and goddesses are usually depicted only by men in traditional Māori culture.

· Reihana uses the computer and digital photography as new tools to create her own version of a marae. She is trying to bring old traditions into the 21st century.

· By making the gallery into a marae she makes us look at the gallery space in a new way. It can be somewhere for people to meet and talk.

· I am not used to seeing this kind of art work, I found it hard to like it at first because the surface is so glossy and the colours are very heavy. 

· Once I learned more about the Reihana’s ideas, I really understood what she is trying to convey and found it interesting.


Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
