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The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Context/setting:


Students are asked to examine how techniques create different effects and convey meaning.  This will be examined through study of landscape painting in New Zealand.  

For this achievement standard, the definition of techniques is “a particular way or method of using tools or materials to achieve specific effects”.

Conditions:

The activity is to be completed over two weeks in class time and for homework.

	One technique is identified and described for each of four paintings.

e.g. McCahon The Northland Panels,1958

Media and/or materials: monocoat on unstretched canvas

Use of tools: broadly brushed zones combined with finer over-painting

One effect is described for each of four paintings. 

e.g. McCahon The Northland Panels,1958

Description of effects: 

Sweeping brushstrokes describe the scouring of land. Spontaneous effects through gestural brushstrokes.


	As for Achievement.

For two pairs of paintings one important difference in the effects created by different techniques is discussed.

e.g. Sharpe’s A View of Wenderholm 1880 compared with Siddells’ Balcony, 1986

Soft translucent effects of watercolour in Sharpe’s painting contrast with bright and clear effects of acrylic in Siddell’s painting. Use of delicate brushwork on foliage in Sharpe contrasts with firm brushwork and delineated forms of the palms in Siddell.

Evidence from this task may be used to supplement the evidence given in Task Two to meet the criteria for Achievement with Merit.

An explanation is given for 

· how a range of  techniques create differences in effects, and
· how techniques convey meaning about the New Zealand landscape. 

e.g. Cotton’s View, 1995 and Karaka’s Ka Awatea, 1991

Horizontal paint application in Cotton’s work echoes the strata of the landscape and suggests the ancestral layers of whakapapa while the highly textured surfaces created by mixed media and varied brushstrokes in Karaka’s painting reinforces the complexity of her political messages. The use of fishing nets refers to the importance of fisheries to Māori.
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
