Teacher Guidelines:

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Context/setting:


This activity assesses understanding of how techniques create different effects and convey meaning.  This is examined using representative techniques of nineteenth century French art.  Using a range of typical painting techniques, students are asked to design postage stamps featuring the Eiffel Tower. Students are also required to provide a written description of the techniques and the effects created by techniques. 

For this achievement standard, the definition of techniques is “a particular way or method of using tools or materials to achieve specific effects”.

Conditions:

Task One– research to identify techniques and produce painted designs.  To be done over four one-hour periods of class time.

Tasks Two and Three – Description, comparison and explanations of the effects of techniques and how they convey meaning.  To be done as a homework activity taking approximately three hours.

Resource requirements:

Images of the Eiffel Tower, for students to view. Paints, brushes, palette knives, art paper, collage materials and research materials on painting techniques.

Additional information:
In Task One students are being assessed on their ability to demonstrate their understanding of the different techniques, not their artistic skill.

This activity could be modified for design of a poster, postcard, web page, T-shirt etc.

Introduction

You are an artist entering a painting competition to mark the anniversary of the building of the Eiffel Tower in 1889.  The competition is being sponsored by Bureau de Poste (the French Post Office) who want to use a painting of the Eiffel Tower as the basis for a series of postage stamps to glorify the great age of French modernism in the nineteenth century. 

You are to paint postage stamps featuring the Eiffel Tower for Task One (a), write a description of techniques and their effects for Task Two, and write a commentary comparing and explaining how the techniques create different effects and convey meaning for Task Three. 

Conditions

For Task One you will have four periods of class time for research, planning and painting the postage stamps. For Tasks Two and Three you will have approximately three hours of homework.

Task One – Painting postage stamps 

Produce three postage stamps, A4 in size featuring the Eiffel Tower.  Use 

the techniques of three artists selected from different art movements listed 

below to make the three paintings.

Sign each painting with the name of the artist whose work you have imitated.  (You will not be judged on your artistic ability).

· Neo-Classicism.
· Romanticism.
· Realism.










· Impressionism.
· Neo-Impressionism.
· Post-Impressionism.
Task Two – Describing techniques and their effects 

Bureau de Poste requires that you write an explanation to accompany each of your postage stamps. 

This explanation will describe the techniques used in each of the three works and describe the effects created by the techniques. 

(Write c. 200 words for each of the three postage stamps).

Task Three – Comparing and explaining how the techniques create different effects and convey meaning

Write a commentary (c. 400 words) which

· compares the effects of the different techniques, and

· explains how the different techniques create different effects, and

· explains how techniques contribute to the meaning of the works.

	Evidence of the identification and description of techniques may be taken from either or both Tasks One and Two.

Techniques of three artists are recognisable in the postage stamp paintings of the Eiffel Tower.

e.g. Impressionism – Monet - the student has applied short dabs of paint and the texture is visible. 

The explanation to accompany each postage stamp describes a technique for each of the three artists.

e.g.

· Neoclassicism – “licked finish” - smoothly applied paint.

· Romanticism – loose or energetic brushstroke.

· Realism – impasto, palette knife application.

· Impressionism – short dabs of paint, light-coloured ground.

· Neo-Impressionism – separated divisionist brushstroke.

· Post-Impressionism – brushstrokes follow form (Van Gogh), flat areas of colour (Gauguin), blocks of directional brushstrokes (Cézanne).

The explanation to accompany each postage stamp describes an effect of the techniques for each of the three art works.

e.g.

· Neoclassicism –smoothly applied paint creates idealisation and order.

· Romanticism – loose or energetic brushstroke creates dramatic effects.

· Realism – impastoed texture suggests immediacy.

· Impressionism – short dabs of paint, light-coloured ground suggest spontaneity, freshness and movement.

· Neo-Impressionism –divisionist brushstrokes separate the forms and promote optical mixing of colour.

· Post-Impressionism – brushstrokes follow form to create energetic patterns(Van Gogh), broad areas of colour flatten form, create decorative patterns and non-naturalistic effects (Gauguin), blocks of directional brushstrokes create sense of three-dimensional form (Cézanne).

	Evidence from this task may be used to provide additional evidence for Achievement. 
	The effects of techniques are compared.

e.g. Neoclassical works seem orderly and firmly outlined due to the smooth paint application whereas Impressionist dabbed brushwork  makes the subject appear softer and more changeable but still whole.


	An explanation is given of how different techniques create different effects and of how techniques contribute to the meaning of the works.

e.g.

· Neoclassicism – the “licked finish” conveys the effects of order and control to convey restraint, national pride and promotes the Eiffel Tower as a symbol of French patriotism.

· Romanticism – loose or energetic brushstrokes make the tower dramatic and heroic.

· Realism – impasto, palette knife application emphasises the grubby reality of urban life.

· Impressionism – short dabs of paint and/or light-coloured ground dissolve form and gives the tower a fragility and transience.

· Neo-Impressionism – separated divisionist brushstroke emphasises both colour relationships and the tower’s impact on the skyline of Paris.

· Post-Impressionism – brushstrokes follow form making the tower seem expressive and energetic (Van Gogh), flat areas of colour remove the tower from the naturalistic world and make it seem exotic (Gauguin), blocks of directional brushstrokes emphasise the Eiffel Tower’s three-dimensional structure  (Cézanne).
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
