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Teacher Guidelines:

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource. 

Context/setting:


This activity involves designing a scenic tour of local landmarks. Students are to identify landmarks in the local environment, produce a map to show a tour route and write accompanying descriptions of the landmarks.
While the map and the tour route are not directly assessed, they facilitate the assessment of the final task.

Conditions:

This activity may involve a field trip or individual research in class and/or as homework. The activity is to be completed over three weeks.

Additional information

This is an activity which is designed for examining art works within any local environment e.g. a town, a suburb, a park.  Teachers may wish to limit the genre e.g. only sculptures, only buildings, only signs etc.
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Student Instructions Sheet

Introduction

This activity involves designing a scenic tour of local landmarks. You are to make an illustrated map for a scenic drive or walking tour and write accompanying descriptions of the landmarks.

Conditions

This activity is to be completed over three weeks.

Task One – Selecting Landmarks and Making a Map

(A preliminary task that is not directly assessed).
a) Select at least six local landmarks (made by people - not natural features) for the tour. 

Examples of landmarks are:

· war memorials

· monuments

· fountains

· murals

· architectural landmarks (churches, notable buildings)

· architectural features (stained glass windows, building interiors)

· cemeteries

· public gardens

· local features (letterboxes, bridges, signs).

After selecting your six landmarks, check with your teacher to ensure that they are appropriate choices.

(b)  Make a map on A2 sized paper which contains:

· the route to take to view the landmarks

· illustrations of each landmark drawn or pasted on its site. These may be sketches, photographs or photocopies.

Task Two – Writing Descriptions
Around your map, write descriptions (approximately 120 words each) for each landmark. 

For each description:

· draw attention to the key features of the landmark, e.g. size, materials, style, form, content

· describe the environmental context in which the landmark exists

· identify and explain the functions of the landmark, taking into account the environmental context of the landmark

· explain the influences evident in the landmark, e.g. historical, cultural, social, stylistic influences 

· evaluate the relationships between the landmark, its environmental context, the influences upon the landmarks and their functions. 

For Achievement you will need to describe the landmarks and their environmental contexts, and identify their functions in relation to their environmental contexts.

For Achievement with Merit you will need to explain the influences evident in the landmarks and explain how the landmarks reflect their functions.

For Achievement with Excellence you will need to evaluate the relationships between environmental contexts, influences, functions and the landmarks.

Four of the landmarks are described. Each description includes:

· significant features of the landmark (e.g. size, materials, style, form, content) 

· an aspect of the environmental context of the landmark

· identification of a key function of the landmark.

e.g. Friedrich Hundertwasser, Public Toilets, Kawakawa, 1998-9.
Features: A highly decorative toilet block in Kawakawa. Designed as an organic structure with no straight lines. It is decorated with brightly coloured ceramic tiles and glass set in cement. Designs are based on local flora (e.g. Northland Kauri forest). 

Environmental Context:  Located, in Kawakawa, among the shops in a single main street shopping strip typical of New Zealand small towns. Sited in a central position for ease of access.

Functions: a public toilet block and tourist attraction.
	In four of the descriptions 

· the influences evident in the landmarks are explained, and

· an explanation is given of how the landmarks reflect their functions. 

e.g. Friedrich Hundertwasser, Public Toilets, Kawakawa, 1998-9

Influences: The design was influenced by Hundertwasser’s colourful Austrian heritage and experience of Jugendstil (Art Nouveau) – hence its decorative features. Influenced by the native New Zealand bush and its organic form reflects the surrounding environment.   

Includes reference to Kawakawa as Hundertwasser’s chosen NZ base. It also recognises his desire to do something special for Kawakawa. 

Functions: it is designed to function effectively as a public toilet block but also functions as a tourist attraction because of its world renowned designer and its unique decorative aspects.
	In five of the descriptions the relationships between the landmarks, their environmental contexts, the influences upon them and their functions, is evaluated.

e.g.  Friedrich Hundertwasser, Public Toilets, Kawakawa, 1998-9

This unique structure has captured the imagination of New Zealanders and it has become a major tourist attraction, so popular that the Council have needed to install additional portaloos on occasions. It has also become a memorial to Hundertwasser and his Austrian heritage following his death in 2000. Kawakawa is a typical NZ small town which has been made notable through this building, which successfully combines utility and art.
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
