Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

You need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Dance 91207. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it. 

Context/setting 

This activity requires students to perform an ethnic dance to communicate an understanding of African Gumboot Dance. This will be choreographed collaboratively by the teacher and students. 
You will need to have taught and given students some opportunity to explore and practise the elements involved in African Gumboot Dance prior to this assessment. The Student and Teacher Resource provide you with some guidance about the dance, which you could also provide to students.
Conditions
This preparation work and assessment task will take place over approximately seven weeks. 
Resource requirements 
· Gumboots
· Ankle chains
· Collection of African music/percussion instruments
· Gumboots: An explosion of Spirit and Song DVD 

· Stomp the yard DVD.
Additional information
You are expected to build on key African Gumboot dance steps and characteristics and work collaboratively with students to build a dance.

It is suggested that the teaching and assessment of this assessment activity take place in conjunction with preparation for the externally assessed achievement standard, e.g. Dance 2.8 Demonstrate understanding of a dance genre or style in context.

Teacher Resource
Ideas for structuring the dance work

The teacher and students might use the learn technique and characteristics of the African Gumboot dance to construct a collaborative choreography. They could, for example:
· working with the element of body shapes, try to resemble miners moving down a crowded mine shaft together to get to work

· explore the idea of STIMELA (“train” in Zulu) and create group body shapes to gain an understanding of the importance of the train as a means of transport for miners
· explore different ways of SHAYA (“to slap” in Zulu). Examples include slapping the fronts and sides of gumboots and using other body parts to create body percussion
· explore the element of time by using basic rhythms already established to change the tempo, place emphasis on certain beats and experiment with duration
· explore the element of relationships with other dancers (miners/workers), using unison and non-unison, group work and canon. Students need to develop an understanding of the ability to establish relationships with other mine workers
· integrate solos, duets and small group sections. Students need an understanding of competitive gumboot teams and competitions in the mines
· using a salute hand motif, manipulate the elements and devices of dance to create phrases. Students need an understanding of the importance of the motif in relation to the miners respecting their boss(es)
· collaboratively manipulate basic teacher choreographed gumboot dance phrases using the elements and devices of dance

· use stepping excerpts from Stomp the yard to inspire students to incorporate modern styles of gumboot dance in their routine

· explore ways to integrate traditional African music, modern music with an African flavour, percussion instruments, and body percussion in the routine.

Student instructions
Introduction 
This assessment activity requires you to learn and perform in an ethnic dance known as the African Gumboot Dance which you have been taught and have spent some time exploring.
Teacher note: The dance could be adapted to another type of ethnic dance such as Tinikling, Chinese Fan dance, Indian dance – Bharatanatyam or Bollywood.
The student could also perform a social dance such as Waltz, Cha Cha, Rock ‘n’ Roll or Lindy Hop.
You will be assessed on how clearly your performance communicates your understanding of the emotion and style of the African Gumboot style.

The complete work will be 1–2 minutes long and will be performed by the whole class.  
This task will take seven weeks to complete and the final product will be performed in class for assessment.

Teacher note: Amend the performance date to suit your course context.
Task 
Use the specific technique and characteristics of the African Gumboot dance that you have learned in your class teaching programme and rehearsals to choreograph, with your teacher, a dance sequence in this style.  You will not be assessed on your choreography.
Read the Student Resource at the end of this task to find out more about the African Gumboot style.  
Your teacher will provide specific instructions and further guidance and you will develop the dance sequence collaboratively, based on and clearly communicating your understanding of the emotion and style of the African Gumboot dance.

Rehearse the dance sequence. 
Gather an appropriate costume (e.g. gumboots, bandana, t-shirt, and overalls). Make gumboot chains as part of your costume. Make your gumboot chains in class time.
Perform the dance sequence in a manner that clearly communicates your understanding of the African Gumboot dance style.

Student Resource A
Characteristics of African Gumboot Dance
The intention of this ethnic dance is to convey enjoyment, and to emphasize and enjoy the rhythm through the sounds produced with the feet, claps and slaps, and the rhythms dancers communicate with the voice. Some characteristics of African Gumboot dance include:
Technique
· uniformity and accurate foot movements

· grounded stance with bent knees

· emphasis on strong percussion e.g. clapping, stomping, slapping

· a strong sense of rhythm and accurate timing.
Focus

· generally up and out

· interaction with fellow group members and the leader.
Expression
· projection of enjoyment of the piece through facial expression

· very energised performance
· playfulness.

	The student performs a 1–2 minute African Gumboot dance.
The student recalls and reproduces the practices and stylistic characteristics of the African Gumboot dance as required by demonstration or description. 
Their performance demonstrates some appropriate focus on reproducing the mine-working context and African Gumboot style in the dance.
These aspects combine to create a performance of a Gumboot dance that communicates understanding of the style.
For example: 
The student performs the hand-clapping, boot-slapping, foot rhythms, and body percussion as required for the choreography although there may be  a lack of strength in some movements.  
There is some sense of timing and rhythm evident. Gumboots-style grounded stance with slightly bent knees and relaxed shoulders is evident in some parts of the performance.  
The student’s eyes are generally focused on the audience or other group members where required, with occasional instances of wandering.  
The student interacts with other dancers and at times shows a joyful expression with calls added where needed or expected by the choreography. However, there is a lack of confidence evident.

	The student performs a 1–2 minute African Gumboot dance.
The student recalls and reproduces the practices and stylistic characteristics of the African Gumboot dance as required by demonstration or description.
The performance involves clarity of movement, appropriate posture for the dance style, appropriate focus, generally accurate timing and an appropriate sense of rhythm or musicality of the African Gumboot dance style and its origins.

These aspects combine to create a performance of an African Gumboot dance that communicates an in-depth understanding of the style.
For example:

The student performs the hand-clapping, boot-slapping, foot rhythms and body percussion clearly as required for the choreography.  
Their timing and rhythm and is generally accurate and their grounded Gumboot stance with slightly bent knees and relaxed shoulders is appropriately applied throughout the dance work.  
The student’s eyes are consistently focused on the audience or deliberately fixed on other group members where required.  
The student interacts with other dancers when required, smiling and showing a sense of enjoyment.  
Overall the performance is confident: the student’s expression is joyful with strong calls, whistles, and jeering where needed or expected by the choreography.
	The student performs a 1–2 minute African Gumboot dance.
The student recalls and reproduces the practices and stylistic characteristics of the African Gumboot dance as required by demonstration or description.
The performance involves clarity of movement, appropriate posture for the dance style, appropriate focus, generally accurate timing, an appropriate sense of rhythm or musicality,  details of the style such as defined hand and head movements, and conveying the emotional content of the style.
These aspects combine to create a confident and controlled performance of an African Gumboot dance that communicates a comprehensive understanding of the style.
For example:

The student performs the hand-clapping, boot-slapping, foot rhythms and body percussion with clearly as required by the choreography, for example the strong sense of percussion that is required.  
They show a strong sense of timing and rhythm and their gumboot stance of grounded with slightly bent knees and relaxed shoulders is consistently controlled and applied throughout.  
The student’s eyes are consistently focused on the audience or deliberately at other group members throughout the dance.  
The student shows a high level of interaction with the leader and other dancers, smiling and showing a clear sense of enjoyment throughout.  
Their performance demonstrates consistent, sustained focus on reproducing the atmosphere and actions associated with the mine working origins of the dance.

Overall the student’s expression is consistently joyful with strong and confident calls, whistles, encouraging and jeering where needed or expected by the choreography.



Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
