Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

You need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Dance 91209. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it. 

Context/setting 

This activity requires students to perform a repertoire of three dances from a Musical Theatre dance style.
Conditions
This preparation work and this assessment task will take place over approximately ten weeks.
Each dance is expected to be at least 1 minute in duration.
The dances used for assessment of this achievement standard may not be used for assessment of Dance 2.3 or 2.4.

Resource requirements 
· DVD resources of musicals to suit the 3 dances being performed and to assist in understanding the storylines (e.g. Hairspray, Cats, High School Musical)

· History of musical theatre DVDs such as Broadway, The American Musical and History of Broadway to assist in developing an in-depth understanding of the stylistic requirements of musical theatre.

Student instructions 
Introduction 
This assessment activity requires you to perform a repertoire of 3 group dances from the Musical theatre style/genre as part of a Musical Theatre variety show. 

Teacher note: Change the genre/style of dance to suit your students or course.  Other styles that could be used include ballet, tap or hip hop,
This task will take ten weeks to complete.

You will perform the full repertoire of dances for assessment in Week 10, Term 3 before an invited audience at the musical theatre variety concert.  
You will be assessed holistically across all of your dances on how well your performances demonstrate an in-depth understanding of the stylistic requirements of the Musical Theatre dance genre.

Task
Perform three dances from different musical theatre shows. Before the final performance you will need to:
· Learn each dance sequence

· Rehearse the sequences in and out of class time – make movements clear, controlled and accurate.
Work carefully on developing understanding and control of the stylistic features of each dance.  This includes:
· Showing a clear differentiation of the timing, focus and expression required for each dance
· Clearly communicating the underlying emotional content or concepts of each dance
· Sustaining appropriate performance energy over the series of dances.
Dance One: Status Quo
Perform a dance to the musical theatre song ‘Status Quo’ from High School Musical.  
· You will learn some aspects of the dance from the film version. Other aspects will be developed as you find out more about the characters in collaboration with your teacher in class
· The complete work will be approximately 2 minutes long and will involve small groups, larger groups, solos and duet work

Dance Two: Jellicle Ball
Perform a dance to the musical theatre song ‘Jellicle Ball’ from Cats.  
· A guest choreographer will teach you the dance
· The complete work will be approximately 2 minutes long and will involve small groups, larger groups, solos and duet work
· See Student Resource for further guidance.
Dance Three: You can’t stop the beat)
Perform a dance to the musical theatre song ‘You can’t stop the beat’ from Hairspray.  
· Your teacher will teach you the dance
· The complete work will be approximately 2 minutes long.
Teacher note: You may adapt this activity to use dances from other musicals and/or to use different teachers, as appropriate to your students and course. Dances could include any combination of styles and genres, e.g. all solos, all duets, all trios, all group dances or a mixture.

Teacher note: Modify the stylistic features below to suit your dances.

Dance One: Status Quo

The song comes within High School Musical after Troy (a popular school basketball player) and Gabriella (a shy new academic student to school) get call backs for the school’s winter musical.  
The students begin sharing their secret passions: Zeke likes to bake; Martha loves hip-hop, etc. 
As they share these dreams there is a group of students who insist that they stick to the status quo, which means not to change (status quo is a Latin phrase meaning "as things were before"). 
The message is that people will usually tell you to stay the same and play it safe, and it's up to you to follow your dreams. 
Conveying this message is the intention of the dance.
Within the dance your teacher will either allocate you one of the named roles or a member of a group/specific clique (e.g. braniac, jock or thespian).  
Stylistic features within the dance include:

· portrayal of an allocated character

· conveying of the message/intention of the scene
· spoken/mimed dialogue where required 

· lip-syncing to words of song

· clearly defined movements

· large stylised movements.
Dance Two: Jellicle Ball
The song is one of a number of songs from the musical based on Old Possum’s Book of Practical Cats by T.S. Eliot. This particular song is based on T.S. Eliot’s poem, ‘The Song of the Jellicles’.  
It is the night of the annual Jellicle Ball, an event in which Old Deuteronomy (the eldest and wisest Jellicle cat) chooses the cat who will be given a new life (Invitation to the Jellicle Ball). Several cats are given the opportunity to persuade Old Deuteronomy and the rest of the tribe that should be chosen to be reborn. 

Presentation of the cat personalities and their persuasive cases is the intention of the dance.
Within the dance the guest choreographer will include group dance sections, solos, duets, and entrances and exits to reflect the intention of the song.  
Stylistic features within the dance include:

· portrayal of a cat (e.g. abstract representation of a cat in movements)
· spoken/mimed dialogue where required and lip-syncing to words of the song
· clearly defined movements
· symmetrical and asymmetrical body shapes

· uniformity in unison sections
· extension during hops/leaps.
Dance Three: You can’t stop the beat

The song comes within the musical after Tracey (the lead female in the show) is announced winner of the Miss Teenage Hairspray competition.  As part of the celebration, Tracy and Link cement their love with a kiss and finish by performing ‘You Can’t Stop the Beat’ with the rest of the Corny Collins show cast.
The intention of this dance is to convey the romance and happiness of the moment.
Within the dance you will play the role of a member of the Corny Collins show cast.
Stylistic features within the dance include:

· portrayal of allocated character
· conveying of the message/intention of the scene
· spoken/mimed dialogue where required 
· lip-syncing to words of song
· clearly defined movements
· large stylised movements.

	The student:

· performs a repertoire of 3 dances of at least one minute each in duration from the musical theatre genre
· reproduces the movements required by each dance, differentiates the timing and focus required for each dance and conveys aspects of the intended idea behind each dance.
The performances holistically demonstrate many of the stylistic requirements of the musical theatre dance style.

For example, the student:
Reproduces the movements required of the musical theatre dance genre by displaying the details of each learned dance in the repertoire, as specified in Student Resource A. 
The student is able to perform the repertoire of dances and shows differentiations in timing, posture and alignment, and qualities of movement. 
However there is limited understanding of the variations required by each dance.  
The student demonstrates the focus required and conveys aspects of the idea behind each dance.

	The student:

· performs a repertoire of 3 dances of at least one minute each in duration from the musical theatre genre
· reproduces the movements and demonstrates clarity of movement and body shapes required by each dance
· varies posture appropriately for each dance, differentiates and maintains the timing, focus and expression required for each dance, and conveys the intended idea, mood or feeling of each dance.

The performances holistically demonstrate understanding of the stylistic requirements of the musical theatre dance style.

For example, the student:
Reproduces the movements required of the musical theatre dance genre by displaying the details (as specified in resource A) of each learnt dance in the repertoire. 
The student generally shows an understanding of the varying posture and alignment, use of breath, safe dance practice, quality of movements, and differentiation in timing that applies to each specific dance.

The performances show their understanding of the variations in performance required by each dance.
The student demonstrates the focus and expression required and conveys the idea, mood or feeling of each dance.
	The student:

· performs a repertoire of 3 dances of at least one minute each in duration from the musical theatre genre
· reproduces and demonstrates clarity of movement and body shapes required by each dance and reproduces details of the movements of each dance (e.g. defined hand movements, use of the breath)
· varies posture appropriately for each dance, differentiates and maintains the timing, focus and expression required for each dance and clearly communicates the intended idea, mood or feeling and the underlying emotional content or concept/s of each dance in the series
· sustains focus and performance energy over the series of three dances.

The performances holistically demonstrate in-depth understanding of the stylistic requirements of the musical theatre dance style.

For example the student:
Performs the movements required of the musical theatre dance genre by clearly displaying the details (as specified in resource A) of each learnt dance in the repertoire. 
The student consistently shows an in-depth understanding of the specifically defined hand movements, use of the breath, posture and alignment, safe dance practice, and quality of movements that apply to each specific dance and is able to vary these specific aspects confidently in performance to differentiate the technique required for each dance.
The student demonstrates sustained focus and performance energy over the repertoire of dances and clearly communicates the emotional content or concept/s of each dance in the repertoire.



Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
