Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are designed to ensure that teachers can carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource. 

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Making Music 91272. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Context/setting

This activity requires students to demonstrate their ensemble skills by performing a substantial piece of music as part of a group. They do this in the context of presenting a concert to raise money for a charity. 

The activity should come at the end of a unit of teaching and learning about instrumental techniques, ensemble skills, and musicianship skills. This unit should include formative performances and plenty of opportunity for the students to gain feedback on their progress.

Introduce the activity as early in the year as possible to allow students time to select and prepare the appropriate music and also to allow for teaching and ongoing formative assessment.

Conditions

The assessment occurs in a concert situation. The concert programme could be augmented with solo performances and performances by other school and community groups.

The preparation for the concert is not assessed in this standard.

A quality audio-visual recording of the performance is required for assessment. While the entire group needs to be visible, the student(s) being assessed and their instrument must be clearly seen in the video recording. Where possible, this should include performance details such as fingering, embouchure, breath control, and posture. It is important that the position of the music stand does not obscure the view of the performance.

Resource requirements 

· Practice rooms for rehearsals

· Instruments and other musical performance equipment, as required (for example, a PA system and music stands)

· A venue for the performance (for example, a school hall)

· An appropriate audience

· Audio-visual recording equipment.

Make sure that the performance complies with New Zealand copyright laws and that your school has a current APRA performance license.

Groups can consist of performers outside of the class and also outside of the school.

Student Instructions 

Introduction 

This activity requires you to demonstrate your ensemble skills by performing live to an audience a substantial piece of music as part of a group. Groups can consist of performers from outside the class or school. The performance must demonstrate ensemble skills appropriate to at least a fourth year of instrumental study through group itinerant tuition. Improvisation skills will be assessed where appropriate to the musical style.
You will perform as part of a class-organised fundraising concert for a local charity. Although your performance in the concert will be assessed, preparation for and organisation of the concert will not be assessed.

Preparatory activities 

Organising the concert

See the student resource for some suggestions about how to do this. 
Teacher Note: You will need to guide the students in their preparations and make any necessary final decisions that impact the assessment quality or the theme of the concert.
Deciding on the makeup of your group

In consultation with your teacher, decide on the other members of your group. Ideally, your group should have three to seven members. Each must play a separate or uniquely identifiable part. 

Consider whether any of the groups that you currently belong to could perform in the concert (for example, a band or a cultural group, such as kapa haka, a Pasifika group, or a gospel group). Think about whether the group could meet the requirements of this task, or if the group or piece could be adapted to meet the task requirements.
Choosing the music

In consultation with your teacher, your instrumental teacher, and others in your group choose the piece of music you will play. This choice is important, as the piece needs to be substantial enough for this level of assessment. The music must have some significance and/or complexity in the repertoire for the genre.
The performance should be approximately 4-6 minutes, to allow time to demonstrate the musicianship and ensemble skills required. “Ensemble skills” refer to your individual contribution to the cohesive sound of the group. They include attention to intonation, blend and balance, feel, style, and accuracy.
Task

With your group, perform your piece for the audience. In a quality group performance, the performers will:
· enthusiastically interact with each other
· respond to each other musically
· respond to the space in which they are performing
· respond to the audience
· display self-assurance
· perform fluently, with any errors making little or no impact on the overall audience response.
Your performance will be recorded on video for moderation purposes.

Organising the concert 

The programme of music for the concert must allow every member of the class to present as a member of a group at least once to fulfil the requirements of the assessment. It’s important that each person performs as a member of a group and not as a featured soloist.

When preparing for the concert, consider the following:

· The evening will require advertising, a programme, and a venue.
· You will need to set an appropriate door charge that covers any costs, is appropriate for the quality of the event, raises money for the charity, and still attracts a potential audience.
· Who else will you need to involve (for example, to operate lighting, to be on the door, or to help out backstage)?

· Who will introduce the concert? 

· Will the concert include a welcome and a blessing? 

· Might you have a shared supper afterwards?

· The concert should be an appropriate length – many concerts last from about one and a half to two hours. There may not be enough group performances from the class for this, so others could be asked to perform. These might include other soloists, groups, or classes from within the school, or musicians from the wider community. Everyone who performs needs to understand the charitable nature of the event and choose music appropriate to this. 

(You will not be assessed on the organisation of the concert.)

They play a separate or uniquely identifiable part in a piece of music that has some significance and/or complexity in the repertoire for the genre, effectively demonstrating ensemble skills through their consistent and musically responsive contribution to the cohesion, balance, intonation, feel, style, and accuracy and confident presentation.

For example, the student displays the following skills:

· intonation: the student is able to consistently play in tune
· cohesion and balance: the student is clearly heard in the group and responds to other group members musically
· accuracy: the student performs fluently, with any errors not significantly impacting the performance
· style: the student is able to perform the music with sensitivity to the composer’s intention and effectively communicates presentation, articulation, tempo, dynamics and the feel of the period and genre in which it was written. This should include:
· some response to the space in which they are performing
· some response to the audience.
	The student performs a substantial piece of music as a member of a group. They play a separate or uniquely identifiable part in a piece of music that has some significance and/or complexity in the repertoire for the genre convincingly demonstrating ensemble skills through their sustained, musically responsive, and assured contribution to the cohesion, balance, intonation, feel, style, and accuracy and confident presentation.

For example, the student displays the following skills:

· intonation: the student is able to consistently and securely play in tune
· cohesion and balance: the student is clearly heard in the group, and responds to other group members confidently and musically
· accuracy: the student performs fluently, with any errors making little or no impact on the performance
· style: the student is able to perform the music with sensitivity to the composer’s intention and effectively and confidently communicates presentation, articulation, tempo, dynamics and the feel of the period and genre in which it was written. This should include:
· enthusiastic interaction with other members of the group
· response to the space in which they are performing
· response to the audience
· displaying self-assurance.


Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
