Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are designed to ensure that teachers can carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource. 

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Visual Arts Achievement Standard 91325. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Context/setting

This activity requires students to make a limited edition of three personal adornments, based on elements of their personal and/or cultural identity. 
To demonstrate control of skills appropriate to cultural conventions, students will need to spend some time learning about the techniques, materials, symbols, motifs, and emblems appropriate to the cultures they belong to.

For the purposes of this assessment, “cultural conventions” refers to the conventions associated with the making of objects of adornment and jewellery (for example, the fine and detailed carving of a particular material).

Students need to be exposed to a broad range of artists and/or jewellers. Some suggested artists, jewellers, and galleries are listed in Resource A. 

Conditions

None. 

Resource requirements

Consider what equipment is available and adapt this activity accordingly. If jewellery workshop equipment such as Dremels and vices is not readily accessible, then your students could use a less high-tech approach.

Additional information

This activity could be adapted in a variety of different ways. For example:
· students could “gift” a brooch to someone and document the gifting photographically;
· students could develop a badge as a highly portable vehicle for political messages, featuring an issue that concerns them; 
· instead of a limited edition, mass produce a work (maybe hiring a badge-making machine);
· build in development of conceptual attitudes by exploring notions of high and low art or limited edition versus mass production;
· introduce other ways of working, such as making leis (looking at the work of artist Niki Hastings-McFall);
· require students to produce only one, more complex, object.
Another possibility would be to produce just one or two jewellery items and a wakahuia to contain them.

Student instructions 

Introduction

This activity requires you to demonstrate control of skills appropriate to cultural conventions by producing a limited edition of three personal adornments. The outcomes should express elements of your personal and/or cultural identity.

Teacher note: This resource could be adapted to a context of any small sculptural object such as wire animals or icons (Jacqueline Fraser) or model machines or buildings (Anthony Caro, Manfred Pernice, Neil Dawson). 

You will be assessed on your handling of materials and how you display fluidity and control of the cultural conventions explored. 

You have 6 weeks of class and homework time to complete this activity.

Teacher note: Adjust this timeframe as necessary to suit the needs of your students.
Task

Research

Select three of these artists (see Resource A for details): Joe Sheehan, Areta Wilkinson, Kara Walker, Niki Hastings-McFall, Ani O’Neill, Fiona Hall.
Select a representative sculptural object by each of these artists and glue pictures of these in the centre of an A3 page. Using books and the Internet, research each artist and make brief notes around the pictures, answering these questions:
· What is the size of the work and how is it intended to be displayed?

· What materials and construction processes have been used?

· What is the value of the object and how has it acquired this value? (Cost of materials, time and skills taken to make it?)

· What does the work represent or signify? How has this meaning been communicated?

· How does the work relate to the personality of the artist and cultural context?

· How does the audience react to the work? (You may include your own response).

Brainstorming and planning

Brainstorm ideas for how you will make your personal adornments, and on an A3 page, record this information in an appropriate format, such as mind maps or annotated drawings. Your ideas may relate to:
· techniques and materials, for example, casting techniques (Areta Wilkinson), wool (Ani O’Neill), or silhouette and planar materials, such as spray-painted metal or cardboard, Perspex, and Mylar (Areta Wilkinson and Kara Walker)

· symbols relating to your own culture and identity.

When you have completed your brainstorm, write a brief proposal outlining your design intentions. This will guide you as you make your jewellery and ensure that you resolve your ideas in the final works as per your plan. The proposal is, however, only a guide. You can deviate from it to utilise discoveries that you make along the way.
Making your jewellery
Complete your first piece according to your plan. Glue a photograph of this piece onto an A3 page. Identify the strengths and weakness of the work in terms of:

· selection of materials (visual qualities, value)

· construction and binding processes used (skills level, permanence)

· functionality as a worn item (durability, ease of use)

· symbolic meaning of contents and arrangement (personal, cultural).

On the same page make new drawings that revise your designs for your second and third pieces, using the insights gained from this evaluative process. 

Make pieces two and three. When doing so, ensure that you are in control of your materials and techniques and that you use them to resolve your ideas in ways that are appropriate to the conventions of jewellery making. 

This will mean, for example:
· selecting materials that are suitable for realising your design intentions  

· using processes and techniques that are in keeping with the cultural conventions you are investigating (conventions associated with objects of adornment and jewellery making).
To ensure that your finished work realises your intentions, refer regularly to your proposal.
After you have completed your pieces, write an artist’s statement (2–3 paragraphs) explaining:

· how the final work resolves your ideas

· any discoveries that you made along the way, and how you changed your plan to take advantage of them.
Teacher note: Students could photograph their work and annotate the photos instead of (or in addition to) writing 2–3 paragraphs explaining their work.

Joe Sheehan

Joe Sheehan’s use of pounamu, carving techniques, and motifs of popular culture may assist students when it comes to selecting imagery that relates to their own identity. Reference: Tim Melville Gallery (Auckland) http://www.timmelville.com/. 
Areta Wilkinson
Areta Wilkinson is known for her jewellery. In her work, she questions the idea that jewellery is only something to be worn, creating silhouetted planar forms that become emblems of her personal identity and a wider narrative about contemporary Māori. 
Wilkinson also produces 3-dimensional forms using casting techniques.

This might require the student to do things such as reflect upon their progress as they work and adjust management processes accordingly.
	Student presents three jewellery items which are finished and realise the intention of conveying aspects of identity, as articulated in the proposal (that is, there is a clear relationship between the proposal and the work produced).

Imagery, motifs, and symbols selected by the student are consistently and thoughtfully related to the concept of identity and incorporate the artist ideas which, are implicit to this assessment activity in a thoughtful and perhaps unpredicted manner and aid the student in realising the intentions for their work.

The materials and techniques selected by the student show insight and are thoughtfully selected and highly specific to the particular ideas the student wishes to convey, as articulated in their proposal. The student has weighed up the appropriateness of a range of materials and techniques before settling on the specifics of this.

Throughout the stages of working, the student shows facility with skill in their on-going management and selection of materials and techniques and this is also visible in the final work. This might require the student to do things such as reflect upon their progress as they work and adjust management processes accordingly. The student thoughtfully brings together all aspects of the conventions implicit in the process, and the student’s own ideas.


Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
