Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource. 

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Te Reo Māori 91086. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

This resource has been provided in English to ensure that all students, including second-language learners, understand the instructions. If you feel that your students should have the instructions in Māori, you may provide them in Māori. 

Context/setting

This assessment activity requires students to present a speech and participate in a conversation. 
Part 1 is a prepared speech.
At this level, students are required to give short talks in familiar contexts on familiar topics that relate to the past and present.
This task is a presentation on a topic of the student’s choice. A variety of contexts and scenarios are possible, and the selection will depend on your teaching programme and the interests and needs of your students. The focus for the presentation is on quality not quantity, however in order to be able to measure the quality of the presentations they should be at least two minutes in length.
Students can begin their presentation with a mihi but this should not be included within the two minutes. 
Part 2 is a conversation between two people. 
At this level, students are required to be able to initiate and sustain a conversation in formal and informal contexts. 
In this task students demonstrate they can contribute to and maintain a conversation. Their total personal contribution should be at least one minute in length. Each person needs to contribute as equally as possible to the conversation, and each will be assessed individually. 
Before beginning this assessment, ensure that your students have had: 

· multiple opportunities to practise speaking in te reo Māori for different purposes
· exposure to vocabulary and language structures expected at level 6 of Te Aho Arataki Marau mō te Ako i Te Reo Māori – Kura Auraki/Curriculum Guidelines for Teaching and Learning Māori in English-medium Schools: Years 1–13.
Conditions
Preparation for these activities will take place during class time and at home.
As students plan their presentation and conversation, you may ask them questions or make suggestions with a view to ensuring they will be able to meet the requirements of the standard.

The presentation and conversation will be videotaped as assessment evidence and for moderation purposes. 

Resource requirements
Video camera and possibly a data projector if required for presentations.

Follow your school’s internal guidelines for storing student work for moderation purposes.

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Student instructions
Introduction 
This assessment activity is in two parts. 

Part 1 is a prepared presentation to the class on a topic of your choice. A variety of contexts and scenarios are possible (see below for suggestions). 
You may use pictures, props or other visual prompts to support your speech. Cue cards are permitted. However, you must not read your presentation. If you do, you will not achieve the standard. 

Your presentation should be approximately two minutes in length.  Remember, quality is more important than quantity.  
Part 2 is a conversation between you and another person. Each of you need to contribute as equally as possible to the conversation. You will be assessed individually. Your total personal contribution should be at least one minute in length. 
Your presentation and conversation will be videotaped for assessment and moderation purposes. 
Preparation for this assessment will take place during class time and at home.

Part 1: Spoken presentation
Suggestions for a presentation include (but are not limited to):
Tohutohu
Give a series of instructions to complete a task (for example, a simple recipe, a treasure hunt, how to get from one destination to another, the rules of a game).
Whakaaturanga

Describe a person or place (for example, your school, your dream holiday destination, your favourite celebrity).
Pakiwaitara

Tell a story (it could be an original story or the retelling of a story you know) in your own words.
Teacher note: Adapt and/or enlarge these suggestions to suit your students and context.

When preparing your presentation, make use of language resources such as dictionaries and grammar texts. Discuss your ideas and draft presentation with your teacher, who may ask questions or make suggestions that will help you ensure that you meet all the requirements of the standard.
When speaking, ensure that you:

· present your information and ideas in a logical sequence 

· communicate key information and ideas 

· develop your ideas, for example, by giving explanations, opinions and/or examples 

· use language and vocabulary appropriate for level 6 of the curriculum 

· speak clearly and audibly with accurate pronunciation and fluency (includes stress, rhythm and intonation

· engage the listeners.
Part 2: Conversation
Participate in a coversation with one other person.

Possible topics include (but are not limited to):
· making plans (for example, for a birthday party, to attend a sporting or cultural event, for a school event, for buying a gift)
· a problem and a solution (for example, a teenage health issue or a school-wide issue like litter, cafeteria food, uniforms)
· the first day back of a new term (what you did in the holidays)
· family (for example, how much you see of them, what you do together, upcoming events).
In your conversation, ensure that you:

· participate actively

· clarify meaning where necessary

· encourage the involvement of the person you are speaking to

· use a range of interactive strategies such as fillers, questions, agreeing, disagreeing and prompting.

· The student uses mostly correct pronunciation, stress, rhythm and intonation.
· Communication is achieved overall, although errors in language hinder understanding in places.
Indicative example:

Part 1
I tū te whakataetae i te 24 o Haratua i te taiwhanga hākinakina o Te Raki Paewhenua.

Part 2
Ko Ana: I pēhea tō hararei? I haere koutou ki Ahitereiria, nē rā?
Ko Rāhera: Āe, i noho mātou i reira mō te katoa o ngā hararei. 
	Kōrero kia whai kiko i te reo o tōna ao.
The student uses te reo Māori in an oral presentation and conversation to develop key information/ideas.

· Most of the key ideas/opinions that are expressed are relevant to the topic.
· There is evidence of a range of vocabulary and language structures. 
· The student uses correct pronunciation, stress, rhythm and intonation.
· Communication is achieved overall; minor errors do not hinder understanding.
Indicative example:
Part 1
Ki tōku whakaaro he pai atu tōku tīma nā te mea he kaha mātou ki te ārai i te hoariri.

Part 2
Ko Ana: He aha āu mahi i reira?

Ko Rāhera: Auē! He ātaahua te wāhi rā. I haere ai mātau ki ngā momo pārekareka, he rawe katoa ēnā! 
	Kōrero kia whai hua i te reo o tōna ao.
The student uses te reo Māori effectively and confidently in an oral presentation and conversation to communicate and develop key information/ideas in a manner that engages others.
· All the key ideas/opinions that are expressed are relevant to the topic and further described for understanding and detail.
· The range of vocabulary and language structures is extensive, and may include the appropriate use of kīwaha or whakataukī.
· The student confidently uses correct pronunciation, stress, rhythm and intonation. 
· Communication is confident, accurate and fluid.
Indicative example:

Part 1
Ahakoa kāore mātou i wikitoria i tēnei tau, ka hoki atu anō mātau ā te tau e heke mai nei. Rawe te tūtakitaki i ngā tāngata me ngā tīma hou. 
Part 2
Ko Ana: I te kāinga kē ahau mō ngā hararei, engari i tae mai a Wiremu mā, mai i Tamaki. E kare, he purotu tonu taua tama rā!  
Ko Rāhera: Nē! Ko wai mā rātau i tae mai? I konā hoki a Tama?


Final grades will be decided using professional judgment based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
