Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are designed to ensure that teachers can carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource. 

This resource has been provided in English because it is envisaged that most students assessed against this standard will be second language learners who would not yet understand a task written completely in te reo Māori.  However, if you feel that your students may be disadvantaged by an English task, you are encouraged to provide a Māori version.  The language of the ‘Student Instructions Sheet’ is at the discretion of the teacher and should be considered in accordance with the needs of your students.
Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Te Reo Māori 91284. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Context/setting

This activity requires students to provide three pieces of evidence of their listening skills in te reo Māori during the course of the year in a listening portfolio.  The evidence must come from a variety of different pieces from a wide range of contexts gathered through the year. Students will demonstrate their ability to listen to spoken te reo Māori from a context beyond the familiar world. 

Each listening activity should have a clear purpose.  For example they may watch video and summarise the main ideas, or listen to a spoken text and answer questions to show their understanding of what they have heard. Students will be assessed on how well they understand what they listen to in order to fulfil the purpose of the listening task.

Students need to be given written notification about the parts. This may be done at the beginning of the year with an overall generic activity that outlines how evidence will be collected over the year. You need to consider all pieces of the student provided responses in making a holistic judgment and determine a final grade.

The activities provided are examples to show how listening evidence can be collected. You will need to select a context that will engage your students and meet the requirements of the standard.

Before using it, you will need to select / finalise or negotiate a context that will engage your students, work out exactly how the framework will be applied to this context, create or finalise any student pages that are needed, and ensure that the assessment schedule aligns with the final activity.

Throughout the year, students are required to gather evidence of their learning to listen to, and understand spoken Māori.  This evidence will come from a range of assessment activities. These will be marked once completed so students are able to receive feedback and feed forward help from the teacher.

You will need to give your students guidance on the way evidence could be collated, examples could include;

· Folder containing print or electronic copies

· Electronic form (website, Blog, Wikispace, Mahara e-portfolio, Glogster etc)

Students will gather and submit three pieces of evidence.  Final grades will be decided by the teacher using professional judgment based on a holistic examination of all three pieces of student evidence.

Conditions

The theme of the spoken text should be a topic of study prior to this assessment and students will have been exposed to a range of vocabulary and language structures specific to the chosen theme and a range of question types and language features.

A series of text passages up to approximately 300 words in length each, containing vocabulary and language structures from Level 7 of Te Aho Arataki Marau mō te Ako i Te Reo Māori – Kura Auraki, Te Pou Taki Kōrero, Te Tāhuhu o te Mātauranga, 2009. The level of difficulty will be similar to typical passages from Toi Te Kupu, Te Wharekura or Te Tautoko.  Consider the following when choosing your passages of text:

· You may decide to write your own passages of text

· All passages need to have a different context 

· Ensure the passages are scaffolded to ensure the quality of student understanding is able to be appropriately assessed for achieved, achieved with merit and achieved with excellence

A video clip up to approximately 5-7 minutes in duration, containing vocabulary and language structures from Level 7 of Te Aho Arataki Marau mō te Ako i Te Reo Māori – Kura Auraki, Te Pou Taki Kōrero, Te Tāhuhu o te Mātauranga, 2009

Teacher resource sheet 
Part 1 

This requires students to listen to a passage about a gathering on a marae and complete a series of responses. The passage has been divided into paragraphs. Each paragraph will be read four times: The first time, students will hear the paragraph as a whole. The second and third times students will hear the passage in sections, with a pause after each. The fourth time, they will hear the paragraph again and there will be 2 minutes to complete their responses. As students listen, they may make listening notes. 

Teacher note: You may choose to provide preformatted sheets for students to use when making their listening notes.

Part 2 – Ngā wawata

This requires students to listen to three passages on future plans and answer questions. The passage is read by the teacher. The questions can be answered in te reo Māori or English. However, answers given in te reo Māori must not be just lifted directly (word for word) from the passage. Comprehension of information must be seen. One word responses would not be enough evidence to show comprehension.

Kōwae 2 – Hinemārie

Kōwae 3 – Hēnare

Contexts could include: rongoā Māori, pūrākau (he wahanga pea), Pāoho Māori, he take torangapū, he tangata rongonui, hauora. 

Part 3 – He whakarongo rīpene ataata

This requires students to view and listen to a video or audio clip. The Curriculum Guidelines give a range of possible topics on page 54. The whole clip would be no longer than 5 minutes. The number of times students listen to the clip would depend on the difficulty of the language. The chosen clip needs to have sufficient opportunity and challenge to allow students to achieve at every level. It may be necessary to gloss some difficult vocabulary depending on the context. If comprehension will be compromised by a word the students will not know it needs to be glossed. 

Students would be asked open-ended questions that will demonstrate their ability to comprehend spoken te reo Māori. Students should be able to distinguish facts from opinions and recognise intentions to persuade and influence (Level 7, Curriculum Guidelines). Questions should not ask students to go beyond the text, by asking them what they have learnt from it. 

Sample activity     

Listening text: Whakatairanga i te Reo, Te Tāhuhu o te Mātauranga, 1991, Nama take 99128

Te Kaikōreo, Margaret Mutu, Te Kaupapa: Te reo me ngā mahi, te roa 17’09

This listening text has been selected to give examples of possible approaches.

Students do not need to listen to the whole 17 minute recording to complete the task.

They can either be asked questions or given prompts to supply responses.

Teacher instructions

Students will listen to a recording of an interview with Margaret Mutu and complete a series of responses. These may be in te reo Māori or English. However, answers given in te reo Māori must not be just lifted directly (word for word) from the passage. Comprehension of information must be seen. You will need to answer in your own words. One word responses would not be enough evidence to show comprehension and give the detail required for higher grades.

You will hear EACH passage FOUR times:
The first time, you will hear the passage as a whole. 

The second and third times you will hear the passage in sections, with a pause after each. 

The fourth time, you will hear the passage again as a whole.

· Listening to a text read aloud by your teacher

· Listening to a text from a video / audio /podcast clip

Make sure your response shows that you:

· Understand the purpose, meaning and context of the listening text

· Identify main information / main ideas

· Demonstrate understanding of the finer points

A quality response will show that you:

· have a comprehensive understanding of the passage
· recognise and understand the meaning of a variety of suitable words and sentence  structures
· identify detailed information / ideas and finer points to provide accurate and detailed responses
This is an individual in-class assessment activity.

Student Resource 1

You will listen to a passage about a gathering on a marae and complete a series of responses. 

Kei te marae

Your teacher will read you a series of paragraphs about a gathering on a marae. 

You will hear EACH passage FOUR times:

· The first time, you will hear the passage as a whole. 

· The second and third times you will hear the passage in sections, with a pause after each. 

· The fourth time, you will hear the passage again as a whole.

· As you listen, you may make listening notes.

Tā te Ākonga – pepa pātai

For example: Kōwae 1

One word responses would not be enough evidence to show comprehension and give the detail required for higher grades.

· responses to questions in te reo Māori are rephrased in the student’s own language where appropriate (text is not just lifted from passage)
· is developing active listening strategies to process information to select the most appropriate response
· can distinguish between facts and opinions and recognise intentions to persuade and influence
· gaining confidence in being able to cope with listening to spoken te reo Māori for sustained lengths of time
· demonstrates understanding of Curriculum Guidelines level 7 language.

· can distinguish between facts and opinions and recognise intentions to persuade and influence
· gaining confidence in being able to cope with listening to spoken te reo Māori for sustained lengths of time
· demonstrates understanding of Curriculum Guidelines level 7 language.

Pānia’s father was only 16 years old when he left school and NZ to find work in Sydney, Australia. He left school without School Certificate and so has no formal qualification. He was able to get a job as a truck driver.


Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
