Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are designed to ensure that teachers can carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource. 

This resource has been provided in English because it is envisaged that most students assessed against this standard will be second language learners who would not yet understand a task written completely in te reo Māori.  However, if you feel that your students may be disadvantaged by an English task, you are encouraged to provide a Māori version.  The language of the ‘Student Instructions Sheet’ is at the discretion of the teacher and should be considered in accordance with the needs of your students.
Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Te Reo Māori 91285. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Context/setting

This activity requires students to record evidence of their speaking in te reo Māori throughout the year. A minimum of three examples of speaking is required for the portfolio. Evidence is collected from a range of different parts throughout the year. Students will select the three best pieces to be submitted as a portfolio.

The teacher will decide contexts from the explorative world, which can be both familiar and less familiar. Examples of speaking could include a conversation, commentary, bulletin, formal speech, narrative tale or debate.

Teachers need to consider the responses to all three parts in order to make a holistic judgement against the standard to determine a final grade for this standard. To achieve a specific grade, students need to show that they can work consciously and reasonably consistently at that level, rather than accidentally and occasionally.
Conditions

Students need to be given written notification about listening parts before the assessment.  This may be at the beginning of the year when students are given a generic assessment activity that lists the possible range of listening parts. Throughout the year, give your students information about the criteria for success for each of the parts. Once marked they can be discussed and feedback and feed forward information can be given. Teachers are able to indicate the grade range for each part. Teachers need to consider the responses to all three parts in order to make a holistic judgement against the standard to determine a final grade for this standard. To achieve a specific grade, students need to show that they can work consciously and reasonably consistently at that level, rather than accidentally and occasionally.

Students need to have a body of spoken evidence from which to select their three best pieces for their portfolio as the final assessment.  Students may begin collecting evidence from as early as Term One.

Provide opportunities for students to demonstrate understanding of language across a range of contexts and for a range of purposes, and enable achievement at all levels. 

Student evidence of speaking could be collected in an individual, pair or group activity as long as each student’s contribution can be recorded.  Assessment activities undertaken within group settings must allow individual students sufficient opportunity to meet the requirements of the standard. Each student must be assessed separately. 

Information needs to be given to students about how they manage work in their portfolio.  It needs to be labelled, dated and logged in an appropriate way. 

If a student shows they can speak purposely, is appropriate to the situation and audience and meets the communicative purpose of a range of activities, how well they communicate in te reo Māori is the focus.  Quality is more important than length.

Resource requirements

Students may need access to suitable video recording devices and a school computer. A tripod may also be needed.

Additional information

Decide on a suitable method of storing students’ spoken evidence at the beginning of the year, for example:

· in a named file in a teacher-managed environment, e.g. on the teacher’s laptop (or a suitable school computer) or Moodle page for digital entries

· in a named file in a student-managed digital portfolio tool.

It is also possible to have students as part of a panel discussion. This would allow for students to debate ideas and opinions in a group situation as long as there was an equal opportunity for students to participate and/or contribute. 

A sample activity has been provided. This activity is not ready to use.  It provides a clearly structured framework for assessing whether a student’s skills and understanding meet the specified standard, a sample context and suggestions of other contexts that might be appropriate, and an assessment schedule.  

Before using it, you will need to select/finalise or negotiate a context that will engage your students, work out exactly how the framework will be applied to this context, create or finalise any student pages that are needed, and ensure that the assessment schedule aligns with the activity in its final form.

Introduction 
Tēnā koe e te ākonga

This assessment activity requires you to record evidence of your speaking in te reo Māori across a range of situations throughout the year, and to select the three best pieces to be submitted as a portfolio. 

The recorded evidence of your speaking in te reo Māori across all three samples should be at least 6 minutes in total. Your teacher will tell you which particular in-class speaking parts you will need to record.
You will be assessed on how well you communicate information, ideas and opinions in te reo Māori, through speaking.  Your speaking will be based on the topics in the learning programme.

Your teacher will discuss the requirements of the standard and what you need to show for the assessment.  The teacher may also give you feedback to help you improve your speaking.

Sample task

For this task you will prepare and present a speech on a well known traditional myth or legend retold in your own language.  Here are some examples of possible well known pūrākau: 

· Māui

· Tāwhaki

· Patupaiarehe

· Taniwha
You need to choose the form for your presentation or speech.   Forms could include:

· a speech with resources such as pictures, costumes, or puppets

· a PowerPoint with images 
· a static image

· cue cards
You need to finalise the form your presentation or speech will take with your teacher.
Make sure your presentation or speech:
· allows you to demonstrate knowledge and skills appropriate to students in their fourth year of studying te reo Māori

· uses language up to and including curriculum level 7 of the Curriculum Guidelines for Teaching and Learning Te Reo Māori in English-medium Schools
A quality presentation or speech allows you to:

· speak clearly and audibly

· display confidence and self assurance

· respond to the space in which you are speaking

· effectively use body language to support speaking

· develop ideas / information with the view to capturing the attention of the audience
· express opinions with relevant and detailed explanations, evidence or examples

· use language features successfully to communicate your message to your audience
· use language with accuracy
· effectively use visual aids to embellish presentation and engage the audience

· use some appropriate body language such as as actions, gestures, movements and intonation are used to enhance the speaking performance
· demonstrates use of Curriculum* level 7 communication skills, language, and cultural knowledge that are appropriate for the task and the intended audience.  *Teaching and Learning Te Reo Māori in English-medium schools.

Despite inconsistencies that may get in the way at times, the student is generally successful in communicating their ideas/message, using language that is generally fit for the purpose and the audience.

Inconsistencies may relate to language features, pronounciation, intonation, gesture, rhythm patterns, delivery speed, audibility, stress, tones, etc.

The student is able to use language convincingly to speak on topics from the exploratory world e.g. familiar and less familiar contexts.

The total speaking in te reo Māori is a minimum of six minutes long.

In their speaking, the student for example:

· speaks audable and understandable language
· fulfils the requirements of the task
· can sustain speaking on the topic without pauses that affect the fluency
· can express information that may be supported by a personal opinion or examples
· develops their ideas, opinions, and arguments in a way that is generally credible and connected
· uses language features such as imagery, comparisons, kīwaha, whakataukī that are relevant to the task
· looks for ways to extend conversations by using strategies, such as fillers, asking questions, interrupting, repeating,thanking inviting agreement or disagreement, and seeking clarification. Cultural conventions are used where appropriate
· use some appropriate body language such as as actions, gestures, movements and intonation are used to enhance the speaking performance
· demonstrates use of  Curriculum* level 7 communication skills, language, and cultural knowledge that are appropriate for the task and the intended audience. *Teaching and Learning Te Reo Māori in English-medium schools.

The student communicates their ideas/message using a range of language that is fit for the purpose and the audience. Inconsistencies do not significantly interfere with the meaning or the interaction.

Tērā tētahi huatangata whakamīharo ko _____ tōna ingoa. I tētahi rā i a ia e hikoi ana i te ngāhere ka kite ia i tētahi ........

Teachers need to consider the responses to all three tasks in order to make a holistic judgement against the the standard to determine a final grade for this standard.

The student is able to use language effectively to speak on topics from the exploratory world e.g. familiar and less familiar contexts.

The total speaking in te reo Māori is a minimum of six minutes long.

In their speaking, the student for example:

· speaks audable and understandable language
· fulfils the requirements of the task
· can sustain speaking on the topic without pauses that affect the fluency
· delivers a confident speech that captures the full attention of the listeners
· can express information that may be supported by a personal opinion or examples
· develops their ideas, opinions, and arguments in a way that is controlled and integrated
· can capably select from and effectively use a range of language and language features such as imagery, comparisons, kīwaha, whakataukī that are relevant to the task
· looks for ways to extend conversations by using strategies, such as fillers, asking questions, interrupting, repeating,thanking inviting agreement or disagreement, and seeking clarification. Cultural conventions are used where appropriate
· use some appropriate body language such as as actions, gestures, movements and intonation are used to enhance the speaking performance
· demonstrates use of  Curriculum* level 7 communication skills, language, and cultural knowledge that are appropriate for the task and the intended audience. *Teaching and Learning Te Reo Māori in English-medium schools.

Despite minor inconsistencies, the student successfully communicates their ideas/message, using a range of language that is consistently fit for the purpose and the audience

E hia kē ngā ingoa mō tēne autaia. Kei te mōhiotia whānuitia tōna ingoa puta noa i te motu nei. Ka kitea āna mahi whakahirahira......


Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
