Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are designed to ensure that teachers can carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource. 

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Te Reo Māori 91288. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Context/setting 

This activity requires students to develop a writing portfolio in which they gather evidence of their ability to craft expressive writing from the exploratory world in te reo Māori. The students will keep examples of their writing throughout the year and then select three pieces of writing that they decide are the best and most effective. 

For this portfolio, a variety of contexts and scenarios for writing are possible and the selection will depend on individual teaching programmes, and the interests and needs of your students. It is important that you set a range of writing that allows students to show their mastery of language. As students move up through the curriculum levels, students gain control of the language forms - words, sentence structures, text features - they need to use to communicate real information in te reo Māori for authentic reasons. Te Aho Arataki Marau mō te Ako i Te Reo Māori - Kura Auraki Curriculum Guidelines for Teaching and learning Te Reo Māori in English-medium Schools: Years 1-13 page 23.

This is an individual assessment that involves the student crafting, re-working and writing in Te Reo Māori with the support of resources. 

During the year give students the opportunities to practice the skills required for crafted writing. The skills of resource gathering (if applicable), planning, developing and structuring ideas, drafting, editing and re-working writing to complete a piece of writing to be submitted for assessment.  

They would be familiar with using dictionaries and other resources, reviewing their writing for accuracy and using appropriate writing conventions such as paragraphing and punctuation. 

Assessment activities need to be derived from the teaching programme of individual schools. Factors such as location, language experience and student ability are also important in determining the most suitable assessment activity. These activities could be modified to better suit the topics or units being taught at your school or geographical location. 

Possible writing tasks could include, but are not limited to:

· Writing a imaginative narrative

· Plan or review an event in the community
Researching a historical event and adapting the material for a children’s book

· Give an opinion on the importance of celebrating Māori Language Week each year

· Present an agreement on an issue such the compulsory learning of te reo Māori

Write a piece for a community magazine or newspaper, for example, news story, review, or a feature article
· Summarise the arguments for and against an issue such as smoking 

· Using pictures to write a narrative

· Write an article 

· creating promotional material, for example, a brochure, a poster, a DVD, and/or a website.

The requirements of the task will determine the presentation format, e.g.

· static image

· brochure

· PowerPoint (script)

· podcast (script).

Note: While presentation might be an integral part of the assessment activity only writing will be assessed.

A sample activity has been provided. This activity is not ready to use.  It provides a clearly structured framework for assessing whether a student’s skills and understanding meet the specified standard, a sample context and suggestions of other contexts that might be appropriate, and an assessment schedule.  Before using it, you will need to select/finalise or negotiate a context that will engage your students, work out exactly how the framework will be applied to this context, create or finalise any student pages that are needed, and ensure that the assessment schedule aligns with the activity in its final form.

Conditions

Even though students will select a variety of texts for final assessment at the end of the year, they need to begin gathering evidence from the beginning of the assessment process, which could be as early as Term One.

The ability of the student to select text types that suit the purpose of the writing.

Examples of text type include reports, narratives, instructions, persuasive texts, explanations (on why and how things happen), biography, responses, descriptions, recounting past events etc.

The context of the writing is referred to in the title of the standard and it is the expectation that the student is able to write outside of their own personal experiences.

Writing should be for a purpose. Purposes of writing include - to entertain, to argue, to inform, to explain, to express a personal point of view, to provoke, to review, to recount etc.

The writing tasks you give the students should provide opportunities for them to demonstrate language use across a range of contexts and for a range of purposes and should enable achievement at all levels. The writing tasks could be in both free (spontaneous) and controlled (prepared) situations.

Before the students begin the portfolio, and while they are collecting samples of their writing, ensure that they understand all of the requirements of the standard and the success criteria for the assessment. 
Each piece of writing, including drafts, must be signed and dated, (even though not all pieces will be included in the final portfolio). If a student changes schools within the school year, the portfolio work can be transferred.

Extracts from external sources should not be included without acknowledging the sources. Any extracts from external sources will not be considered in the final achievement judgement.

You will need to consider all of the writing a student submits before making a holistic judgement about their grade. Each piece will not be marked separately but considered in terms of how it contributes to the final portfolio.  

The feedback you give to students throughout the year is crucial in making sure students submit pieces, which give them the greatest opportunity for success. Throughout the year there should be an ongoing dialogue with the student to allow for feedback and feed forward comments to support their learning. There is also the opportunity for peer review as part of the formative process. Before the submission of the portfolio you might ask a student to change their selection if you think that it does not reflect their full ability.

Provided a student’s writing meets the communicative purposes of the tasks, the length may vary. The minimum length of 600 hundred words (as a combined total) is given. However, at all times quality is more important than length. 

Students need to show that they can work consciously and reasonably consistently at that level, rather than accidentally and occasionally.

Resource requirements 

If the glog or blog is included students will need access to a computer. 
Reference material such as dictionaries and grammar texts. 
Classroom notes if appropriate.

Additional information 

Decide on a suitable method of storing the recordings at the beginning of the year, for example:

· in a named file in a  teacher managed environment e.g. the teacher’s laptop (or suitable school computer) or Moodle page 

· in a named file in a student managed digital portfolio tool such as Mahara. Note: The resource requirements will be dependent on the assessment activity.

It is also possible in a multi-level classroom to adapt or write an assessment activity that allows for the valid assessment of the standard at two levels. A separate marking schedule for each standard would be needed.

Student instructions  
Introduction 

Tēnā koe e te ākonga

This assessment activity requires you to submit three pieces of crafted expressive writing in a writing portfolio. Throughout the year, you will keep a variety of written work in te reo Māori from which you will select your pieces of writing for assessment. 

Your three pieces of writing will add up to a combined total of at least six hundred words. Your ability to craft text in te reo Māori will be assessed from these pieces of writing. All of your writing must be your own work. 

Before you begin collecting your writing, your teacher will discuss the requirements of what you need to show in your writing portfolio. 

Teacher notes. The student instructions will need to be adapted to fit your individual teaching and learning practices. The assessment may run for a set number of periods or it may be more useful to develop a portfolio in which student evidence is gathered throughout the year. This would make it possible to collect evidence from a variety of activities. 

You will need to give your students guidance on what constitutes evidence; on what principles they are to organise and annotate the material they gather; and whether the portfolio is to be hard copy, digital, or a combination of the two.

Your teacher will also give you regular feedback about your writing. They will regularly give feedback and feed forward to support to support your learning. There may also be opportunity for peer/class discussions to review or plan your writing. For the final assessment, choose the pieces of writing that you think are the best and most effective and that show your writing ability. 

You will be assessed on the quality of your writing. Consider the following.

· Use language to communicate information, ideas and opinions effectively; 

· Use appropriate format and style;

· Use appropriate language to the task and intended audience

· Clear sequence in the context of the writing;

· Develop and connect ideas, information and opinions to produce an integrated whole;

· Give explanations and/or examples where appropriate, make comparisons to illustrate points;

· Write language that is easily understood with very few errors
· Communicate with correct grammar structures and accurate spelling.

Select one topic from the list below to complete a crafted piece of writing. 

1. What advice would you give to a Year 8 student who was considering learning te reo Māori at secondary school in the following year.

2. In your opinion what features of Māori culture make it unique in the world?

3. Suggest ways people living in Aotearoa could learn about Māori language and culture.

4. Give a brief historical account of the revitalisation of te reo Māori.

5. Write an account of your personal journey as a te reo Māori language student. 

6. Why are kapa haka and the Manukōrero important for young Māori people?

7. Can a language be learnt in isolation from a culture?

8. Who does te reo Māori belong to, and why?

Before you select the topic you will write on consider the following:

· Have you fully understood what is required of you?

· Is there a topic that inspires you?

Is there a topic you would like to find out more information on?

· What resources may you require?

· What experiences have you got that may be relevant?
