Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are designed to ensure that teachers can carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource. 

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Physical Education 91333. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Context/setting

This activity requires students to apply risk management strategies to a camp and the associated challenging outdoor activities. Students engage in ongoing reflection throughout the unit of work and during the camp, and are expected to adapt their risk management strategies as a result. Strategies must be relevant to the identified risks.

A challenging activity is one in which a student is required to demonstrate personal competence in a risky situation. This may include but is not limited to kayaking, rock climbing, mountain biking, orienteering, rafting caving, etc. A range of such activities is likely to be offered in an outdoor education camp experience.

Conditions 

Evidence of students’ application of risk management strategies will come from your observations and your validation of logs for the preparatory activities described in Resource A.

Student instructions 

Introduction

Your school wishes to improve its risk management systems for school camps. It is seeking your input into improving these systems.

For this assessment you are required to complete a written report in which you analyse the application of selected risk management strategies to the outdoor camping situation and the challenging outdoor activities that students engage in while at camp. 

You will be assessed on depth and comprehensiveness of your analysis and on how fully and clearly you support it with examples.

As part of this activity, though not directly assessed, you are required to:

· complete a pre-camp risk management analysis
· participate in the camp

· maintain an on-site safety behaviour log.
These activities are to be completed before your start writing your report. The risk management analysis and the safety behaviour log, described in Resource A, are to be submitted to your teacher for validation. These preparatory activities will provide the basis and supporting evidence for your analysis and evaluation.

Task
Complete the preparatory activities described in Resource A and then write a report in which you analyse the application of risk management strategies during your outdoor camping experience. 
In your report, you should:

· identify the risk management strategies you consider appropriate and explain how these strategies should be applied.
· explain why you chose these particular strategies, and how and why they are relevant to the risks identified.
· evaluate the application of your risk management strategies to your outdoor camping experience. 

· Were they the most appropriate strategies for this activity at this site? Why or why not?

· What were the positive and negative effects of the application of the chosen strategies?

· Could you modify the chosen strategies to minimise any negative effects.

When explaining and evaluating the application of your risk management strategies:

· consider their impact on your physical, emotional, and cultural safety

· support your analysis with evidence from your own and others’ experiences (refer to your risk management analysis and safety behaviour log [Resource A]).
It is the quality of your analysis, not the length of your report that will be assessed. 

Submit your report at the specified time.

Resource A: Preparatory activities
These activities are not directly assessed, but they demonstrate and support your understanding of risk management analysis. 
Submit your risk management analysis to your teacher before the camp, and your safety behaviour log to your teacher following the camp. Use details from your log to support the analysis in your report.

Risk management analysis

The context is an overnight school camp.

Draw up a three-column table for the categories of people, environment, and equipment. Identify at least three risk factors under each category. For each of these factors, address the following questions:

· What could go wrong?
· What would cause it to go wrong?

· How could we prevent it from going wrong? 

· Who is responsible for preventing this risk factor?

· When/where will the prevention take place?

Teacher note: The table could just as easily take the form of three Safety Management Concept Stars, where students log their ideas for each question in a five-point star shape around the risk factor identified for each of the categories People, Environment, Equipment.

Safety behaviour log

Participate in a school outdoor overnight camp. Throughout the camp, keep a safety behaviour log outlining how you selected and applied risk management strategies to the activities that took place. 

For each activity, list the risk management strategies that you selected, describe how you implemented them, and explain whether you would use them again in future (with reasons why or why not). In each case, consider people, equipment, and environmental factors.

Example for the “Navigation Skills” risk management strategy.
Being able to read a map gave me the confidence to know that we weren’t lost. I learnt how to orient the map and use it in conjunction with a compass. I was also able to estimate how long we had to tramp for from the waterfall to the hut on the second day. This allowed both me and my group to feel emotionally safe in the environment.
	The student applied risk management strategies to the outdoor camping experience activities. 

They have considered the following factors when analysing risk:

· people

· equipment

· environment.

In their report, the student gives reasons for how and why they selected and applied risk management strategies that are relevant to the risk analysed This is supported by examples.
Example for the “Navigation Skills” risk management strategy.
We had lots of practice reading maps of our local area and then local walks in bush areas around our school. We practiced our navigation skills at school before we left on camp. We participated in and designed orienteering courses for each other, and I became confident in my ability to use a compass correctly. This resulted in me being able to apply these navigation skills on camp, which I really enjoyed.

I navigated our group around hills and to bridges across rivers that we may have otherwise had to cross. This kept us physically safe as it meant that our group did not have to experience fatigue or put ourselves in a potentially risky river-crossing situation. This allowed both me and my group to feel emotionally safe in the environment. I felt good that I knew where we were and could reassure others in the group that we weren’t lost. Being able to navigate properly in the bush meant that we made the risk of getting lost minimal. This is an important risk to minimise as we were navigating in areas that you did not have tracks. Also orienteering relies on people finding markers and they need to know how to navigate correctly to do this.
	The student has applied risk management strategies to the outdoor camping experience activities. 

They have considered the following factors when analysing risk:

· people

· equipment

· environment.

In their report, the student evaluates how the applied risk management strategies are relevant to the risk(s) analysed, and their evaluation is supported by clearly illustrated examples.

Example for the “Navigation Skills” risk management strategy. 

I developed my navigation skills, including map reading and using a compass. These skills gave me the confidence to know exactly where I was and that added to the enjoyment of the camp. Some of my classmates didn’t have the same confidence in their skills and so were worried about being lost all the time.

(Student gives an example here). 

Learning navigational skills I believe is the most relevant risk management strategy. If you can navigate properly using a map then you will reduce your chances of getting lost and minimise this risk. With orienteering you often had to leave known tracks to get markers and so a risk management strategy of staying on tracks so you don’t get lost is not really relevant to this activity.

Applying risk-management strategies to the activities on camp meant that I could enjoy the activities because I was confident that I could participate safely.

(Student adds in more specific examples of how/why.)

I could improve on my safety behaviour by showing others how to use the compass and read a map correctly as this would have resulted in more of the class becoming confident with their skills to know their whereabouts in relation to the tracks and hut. Practicing on local walks that we were familiar with could have been improved by putting us instead in unfamiliar environments as many of us cheated and pretended we found our way by using navigation skills but actually we simply knew the walk. 

In future, I would change this, and I would also put us in a mock situation of what we would do if we did actually become lost. This would ensure we were confident in our ability to use the safety management procedure but also in our ability to cope in an emergency situation, maintaining the safety of our group.


Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
