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Teacher Guidelines:

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Context/setting:
Work for the standard should be spread throughout the year. 

There should be at least two performance opportunities. Each performance should comprise a selection of short pieces or an extended piece or pieces.
The student will be expected to be performing at a level which reflects the technical and musical demands equivalent to a fourth year of study through itinerant teachers.
Contrasting performances refers to aspects such as style, era, tempo, genre, culture, iwi/tribe and instrument. It needs to be noted that if students are performers on more than one instrument they should choose to perform on their best instrument – grades are not awarded for diversity.

The performances should show evidence of:

· Technical skills specific to the instrument

· Accuracy, with the understanding that with the understanding that performances are seldom completely accurate and some mistakes can occur that do not seriously affect the flow of the music

· Musicianship, which includes understanding of the stylistic features of the music including phrasing, articulation, dynamics, rhythm, feel etc

· Presentation refers to the appropriateness of the performance to the genre and style of the music, as well as rapport and communication with the audience, preparation, posture and stagecraft.
Improvisation is a valid assessment skill where appropriate to the musical style

The performance should reflect the technical and musical demands equivalent to a fourth year of study through itinerant lessons.

Conditions:

· There must be a quality audio-visual recording of each performance.

· If the featured soloist is performing as part of a small group the student being assessed must play a separate or uniquely identifiable part.
· The student must be clearly identifiable and individually audible on the audio- visual recording of the performances.

· The performances must be in front of an audience. The performances may be based in the classroom, school or community.

Resource requirements:

· Access to an accompanist (if required).
· An audience.
· Audio-visual recording facilities.
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Student Instruction Sheet

· You are to present at least two contrasting performances of music during the year. ‘Contrasting performances’ refers to aspects such as style, genre, tempo, culture, iwi/tribe and instrument.
· Your performances must show evidence of technical skills, accuracy, musicianship and presentation appropriate to a fourth year of study through lessons from itinerant teachers.
· Each performance should comprise a selection of short pieces or an extended piece or pieces.

· Each performance will take place in front of an audience and will be recorded audio-visually. You must be clearly identifiable and individually audible on the audio-visual recording of the performances.
· If you perform as a soloist you may be accompanied or unaccompanied.

· If you perform as a featured soloist in a small group situation you must play a separate or uniquely identifiable part.
· Improvisation skills are assessed where appropriate to the musical style.

· musicianship appropriate to the style of the music including phrasing, dynamics, rhythm and feel
· appropriate presentation skills for the genre and style, including  rapport and communication with the audience, preparation, posture and stagecraft.

	The student demonstrates:

· contrasting performances that are fluent and mostly accurate as communicated from the written score or aural transcription
· a wide range of technical skills appropriate to the instrument

· effective musicianship appropriate to the style of the music including phrasing, dynamics, rhythm and feel
· effective presentation skills for the genre and style; effective  rapport and communication with the audience, preparation, posture and stagecraft.
	The student demonstrates:

· contrasting performances that are fluent and highly accurate as communicated from the written score or aural transcription
· secure techniques appropriate to the instrument

· convincing musicianship appropriate to the style of the music including phrasing, dynamics, rhythm and feel
· convincing presentation skills for the genre and style; convincing rapport and communication with the audience, preparation, posture and stagecraft.
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
