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Teacher Guidelines:

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Context/setting:

This Assessment resource is based on the theme of A Sense of Place through the study of Landscape Photography.

This assessment resource uses ‘A Sense of Place’ as motivation for research into the methods, conventions and ideas of Landscape Photography.

The tasks will require the study of a selected Landscape and the investigation of works by a variety of photographic artists who have dealt with similar problems.  

Conditions:

This Assessment will take approximately 35 hours = 8 weeks of teaching time supported by homework.

This achievement standard requires researching and documenting methods and ideas relating to art and artworks, and applying them in the context of a drawing study in photography. It involves the use of drawing materials, tools, techniques and processes appropriate to purpose in that context.

There are 4 Tasks within this Assessment. Each task can be completed in the classroom and local environment, supported by homework.

Task 1:  
Research and Collect Information on Landscape Photography 

You have approximately 6 hours of classroom and homework time to complete this task.

Your Teacher will provide:

· A brief overview of Landscape Photography

· Relevant written and visual resources

· Opportunities for discussion – What is Landscape Photography?

· Opportunities to visit relevant sites/ exhibitions where appropriate

You are to produce a timeline chart of the History of Landscape Photography starting from 1880 - present (min. 2 x A3 pages). Your information can be recorded using bullet points. Your timeline chart will include:

· Camera styles and types

· Different photograph making processes

· Different styles and ideas of Landscape Photography -select a range of artists (approximately 15) that give you a time spread and offer the possibilities of being artist models to your own photography). Include photocopies of some of the photographs and diagrams

(Your teacher will supply you with examples, however you can research your

own).

Task 2: 
Research Methods and Ideas 

You have approximately 8 hours of classroom and homework time to complete this task.

In your A4 visual diary select two photographers/artists, each from a different time period. Refer back to your timeline in Task 1 for photographers.  For each photographer outline:

(a) The ideas and pictorial issues that each Photographer has used in their approach to Landscape. 

Pictorial Issues could include:

Line, shape, depth, contrast, tone, colour, perspective, balance, positive/negative space, composition, viewpoint, light, pattern and texture

Ideas could include: 

3-Dimensions – flattening to 2-Dimensions, Repetition, Political, Social and Environmental

(b) Their working methods.  

Working methods could include information about: 

Technical: Camera, paper type, toning, technical manipulations such as solarisation, double exposure, photogram

Use of light and its effects

The style/type of Landscape that they convey – mood, effects

Recommended 4 x A3 pages for a) and b) 

Task 3: 
Explore Methods and Ideas through Drawing

You have approximately 10 hours of classroom and homework time to complete this task.

Using the information you have gained in Tasks 1 & 2, and with specific reference to at least ONE of the photographer(s) researched in Task 1 & 2, you are to take 24 black and white or colour or digital photographs in the style of your chosen photographer(s), showing how he/she approached and responded to Landscape. Consider the following when photographing: perspective, framing, effects of light, compositional devices and the grid. Produce a contact sheet of your images and stick into your visual diary.

Select 3 of your most successful photographs and print to approximately 6x4” in size. Next to each photograph briefly annotate the methods and ideas of your artist model that you have used in your own work.

Task 4:
Apply Research of Methods and Ideas to Photography

You have approximately 11 hours of classroom and homework time to complete this task.

You are to take another 24 photographs that reflect the style of more than 1 photographer (artist models) that you have researched. Consider the compositional devices that your photographers use including format – (landscape, portrait or panoramic). Consider the time of day best to photograph as well as film speed to use. You are to generate your own ideas on conveying the theme ‘A Sense of Place’.

Produce a contact sheet and in 2 paragraphs briefly evaluate your film. State what has worked and what has been less successful.

You are to print 4 photographs that represent your artist models along with your own ideas on ‘A Sense of Place’. Under each photograph state briefly why you selected that particular image.
