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Teacher Guidelines:

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Context/setting:

The assessment resource is based on the theme of identity through the study of the portrait. The idea of identity is used as motivation for exploring ideas through drawing.

The tasks will require the study of portrait images by artists and the investigation of the conventions of Portraiture.

Conditions:

This Assessment will take approximately 35 hours = 8 weeks of teaching time supported by homework.

There are 4 Tasks within this Assessment. 

Task 1: 
Research and Collect Information on Portraiture.
(6 hours)

Task 2: 
Research Methods and Ideas on Identity and Self.  (8 hours)

Task 3: 
Explore Methods and Ideas through Drawing  
 (10 hours)

Task 4: 
Apply Research of Methods and Ideas to Painting
 (11 hours)

(timelines are to be considered as a guide only)

Other Resources may include: Books, slides, photocopies, artist works, Websites etc

This achievement standard requires researching and documenting methods and ideas relating to art and artworks, and applying them in the context of a drawing study in painting. It involves the use of drawing materials, tools, techniques and processes appropriate to purpose in that context.
There are 4 Tasks to be completed in this Achievement Standard.

Task 1: 
Research and Collect Information on Portraiture. (6 hours)

Task 2: 
Research Methods and Ideas on Identity and Self.  (8 hours)

Task 3: 
Explore Methods and Ideas through Drawing   (10 hours)

Task 4: 
Apply Research of Methods and Ideas to Painting (11 hours)

Task 1:  
Research and Collect Information on Portraiture (6 hours)

This task will take approximately 6 hours to complete including homework time.

Your Teacher will provide

· A brief overview of Portraiture

· relevant written and visual resources;

· opportunities for discussion – What is a Portrait?

· opportunities to visit relevant sites/exhibitions where appropriate.

Complete the following activities on A3 paper:  

Gathered information could take the form of notes, sketches, writing or diagrams;

a) From the information, discussion and resources provided use at least 1 x A3 page to describe ‘What is a Portrait?’, ‘What do Portraits say about People/Person?’ and ‘What are the different types/styles of Portraiture?’ e.g. documentation, narrative, historic, family. You are to include examples (photocopies) of portraits to support your written research. 

b) Using the provided resources, select two different portraits, each by different artists and time periods. (e.g. Expressionist, Renaissance, Realist). These artists that you choose, will be your artist models and used in Task 3 for your painting. For each art work identify and document on at least 1x A3 page:

· The title

· The name of the artist

· Techniques and media used (explain thoroughly)

· Composition

· Themes, Symbolism and Ideas

c) For each of the portraits explain how the artist’s choice of media, techniques, and formal properties communicate the character of the sitter(s).

d) Following teacher facilitated discussion complete at least 1 x A4 page of brainstorming/ mind mapping relating to the following terms: ( Note: Brainstorming could be in the form of but not exclusive to writing, drawing notes, sketches, collage). 

· Identity (Whakapapa, family, genealogy, locality)

and

· Your self (e.g. appearance, interests, beliefs) 

e) Collect the following items (or copies) that have personal significance for you.  Make sure that your collection is informed in your brainstorming in task 1d) 

· A least two photocopies of documents such as school reports, Plunket book, Passport, Birth Certificate, Drivers Licence, Family Tree/ Whakapapa, Letters, Envelopes, Postcards, Newspaper clippings

· At least 2 photographs

(Of yourself or whanau/ family)

· At least 2 3D Objects 

e.g. medals, clothing, jewellery, taonga, treasure box

Task 2:
Research Methods and Ideas on Identity and Self

This task will take approximately 8 hours work.

a) Complete 2 x A4 self portrait drawings from 2 different view points. E.g. Full Frontal, Profile, Three Quarter view  These should acknowledge portrait drawing conventions such as proportion, perspective, tonal modelling and fore shortening. Your teacher will demonstrate and show examples of these drawing conventions. 

b) Complete 1 x A3 pages of drawings based on the research/collected items from Task 1.

Each page should contain drawings of the individual items and these may be arranged and grouped to suggest relationships between your Identity (family history/tree, Whakapapa) and Your Self (your interests, hobbies, beliefs)

Drawings may be completed in a variety of media – pencil, graphite, ink, shellac, white paint and charcoal.

Task 3:

Explore Methods and Ideas through Drawing   
This task will take approximately 10 hours work.

a) Complete a series of 6 compositional studies – A5 size that develop ideas for painting using painting methods and application from the artists that you researched in Task 1b).

· 3 studies that show an understanding of your selected model/s use of paint application and colour mixing

· 3 studies that show an understanding of selected compositional devices.

Task 4: 
Apply Research of Methods and Ideas to Painting
This task will take approximately 11 hours work.
(a) Complete at least 3 compositional studies (use wet and dry media) that combine ideas from Task 2a) and Task 2b) and any of the other research you have completed on an A3 page.

These drawings should show evidence of the research undertaken in Tasks 1 and 2.  Consider the different ways you can arrange the portrait and object(s) to influence the reading of the subject and convey an idea of Identity and Self.  Select media appropriate to artists studied in Task 1.

(b) Select 2 compositions from your drawings to produce 2 x A4 Paintings. 

These painting are to be completed in the colour palette of your artist model.
