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Teacher Guidelines:

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Context/setting:

This Assessment Resource is based on the study of Photomontage relating to the use of Surrealist Ideas and based on the theme of “Truths and Fictions”.  The tasks will require research and analysis of photographers who use Photomontage to produce Surrealist images.  The tasks will also require exploration of subject matter which can be combined using Photomontage methods, conventions and ideas based on the theme of “Truths and Fictions”.

This Assessment Resource is suitable for students who have already studied Photography as a subject in Year 11.

Teachers would need to introduce the Concepts and Ideas of Surrealism as an Art Movement and appropriate teaching about complex camera and darkroom manipulation techniques.

Conditions:

Approximately 35 hours = 8 weeks of teaching time supported by homework.

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Student Instructions Sheet

This achievement standard requires researching and documenting methods and ideas relating to art and artworks, and applying them in the context of a drawing study in photography. It involves the use of drawing materials, tools, techniques and processes appropriate to purpose in that context.

There are 4 Tasks within this Assessment.  Each task can be completed in the classroom, darkroom and local environment supported by homework.

Task 1:
Research and Collect Information on Surrealist Ideas and Photomontage
You have 4 hours of classroom and homework time to complete this task.

Your teacher will provide:

· Relevant written and visual resources (notes on Photomontage and Manipulated Techniques
· Internet access

· Access to department photographic library

· Opportunity for discussion – Surrealist ideas and Photomontage
You will also have had prior learning (or be given a brief overview) about Dada and Surrealism as Art Movements and about Photomontage Techniques that you will use.

In your visual diary, collect 2 examples of Surrealist Photography (Photomontage) and write in note form using bullet points about the following:

· composition (juxtaposition of subject matter)

· technique(s) that have been used

· Make a list of as many artists you can find that use Photomontage and Surrealist ideas. 

Task 2:
Research Methods, Ideas And Analyse Images Which Use Surrealist Ideas & Photomontage Techniques.
You have 6 hours of classroom and homework time to complete this task. 
This task will involve analysing images which use Surrealist ideas and Photomontage techniques and applying that research to your own drawing study.
· Select 3 photographers who use Surrealist Ideas and Photomontage techniques to manipulate their images in the following ways:  one digitally, one in the darkroom and one in the camera.

· Select 1 image by each photographer that you have chosen, photocopy it (black and white or colour) and stick onto separate pages in your visual diary. Then, analyse each image according to the guidelines on the separate sheet provided. You may write in note form using bullet points.

Manipulation Techniques
	Camera Manipulations

	· Double/Triple Exposures – on manual cameras take 1 photograph and push in the button to rewind film before taking the second photograph. Wind on film as normal. Auto and Digital cameras will require a button set to create this technique.


	Darkroom Manipulations

	· Mirror image – make a photograph of your selected image and remove negative from enlarger and place back with emulsion side facing up. Print the photograph. Join together for mirror image

	· Texture change/Masking areas – using card (cut to shape and size) mask areas you may want textured or positive/negative effects

	· Scale change – expose the negative to photo paper, mask area(s) and raise/lower enlarger to increase/decrease scale of subject matter. You can use montage techniques to create scale shift effects too.

	· Sandwiched Negatives – place two negatives together carefully and open aperture to 2.8 and expose to photo paper. (Manual options for double exposure).

	· Solarisation- expose an image for half the expose time and develop for half the development time, repeat process again to achieve solarised effect, then fix image and wash.

	· Photogram technique – placing found object/images directly onto photographic paper


Task 3:
Explore Photomontage Ideas Through Drawing.
You will have 12 hours of classroom and homework time to complete this task.

To set up the premise of your own ideas, you are to select 2-3 images (has to be at least 1 of the artists/images from Task 1 or 2 Research).

a) Stick onto an A3 page the photocopies of your selected images. You are to complete 1 x A3 page of brainstorming by using bullet points under each image discussing the following:

· Subject matter – composition
· Lighting

· Techniques used

· Pictorial Issues

b) Brainstorm investigations – produce a minimum of 2 x A4 pages of thumbnail sketches exploring a variety of possible subjects and ideas for the 4 techniques based on your selected artists.
c) Select your most successful ideas – produce a minimum of 1 x A4 pages of detailed drawing/notes of your chosen ideas ready to photograph.

d) Take 1 x 24 photographic images of your ideas based on artist(s) researched and surrealist ideas. Produce 1 proof sheet and state clearly how your chosen artist model(s) has informed your work. (Write at least 2 paragraphs).

Task 4:
Apply Research of Methods and Ideas to Photography
You will have 13 hours of darkroom and homework time to complete this task. 
You will be exploring photomontage techniques through camera and darkroom manipulation and developing your ideas in Photography.
You are to take another 1 x 24 photographic images (black and white or colour) which applies the research of ideas and methods from previous tasks to develop your own ideas. You should continue to experiment with the manipulation techniques stated in Task 3.

a) Produce a proof sheet and glue into your visual diary. Indicate (by highlighting) your most successful images and why (briefly).
b) Select and print 4 photographs that best reflect the theme TRUTHS AND FICTIONS and demonstrate links between your research, artist models and Surrealist ideas. Present mounted on black paper. Use double sided tape to attach works NOT glue or adhesive spray. Consider the photomontage techniques you are going to use.
