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The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Context / setting:

This assessment resource is based on developing an understanding of Design as a means of Visual Communication and introduces the student to working within the confines of a given brief, using the design process as a method of working.

Within these tasks the student will research information and ideas relating to the topic and apply this in the context of a drawing study in Design.

The drawing studies involved in this unit will include research, analysis, recording, and concept visualisation through thumbnail sketches, evaluative notes, refinements and solutions. 

The use of drawing materials, tools, techniques and processes appropriate to the purposes of the tasks will be investigated, including hand manipulated and computer, digital and static photographic processes.

Emphasis will be placed on thinking laterally around a problem and on developing a systematic approach to the development of ideas. (Design process).

Conditions: 

Approximately 36 hours = 8 weeks of teaching time supported by homework.

Presentation: 

Research will be presented in an A4 diary format.

Application of this research will be presented on A3 paper in a flip file 

format.

Task 2: 
Practical Investigation of Contemporary Logo Design.

You will have approximately 10 hours for this task, plus homework. 

This task is divided into TWO parts.  The intention of this task is to acquire a working knowledge of logo construction and basic Photoshop tools.
Part One - Drawing (two hours)
Select FOUR black and white and FOUR colour logos and copy these faithfully onto an A3 page.  The designs should include graphic (object and symbols) and typographic (letterform) elements. 

Outcome:

· 1x A3 page of drawing with at least eight logos

Part Two – Digital (eight hours)
Select TWO black and white and TWO colour logos and reproduce these faithfully using Photoshop tools.  Print two logos per A4 page. 
You will cover the following areas in your tutorials: 

· File management, Image size and Resolution.
· Short-cut keys.

· Selecting.

· Transformation.

· Style effects (stroke, emboss, drop shadow).

· Using layers.

· Scanning.

· Text - effects and warp functions.

· Saving.

· Printing.

Outcome:

· 2x A4 printouts with at least four digital logos
Application
Having chosen the (animal) that you will work with, experiment and develop your ideas in response to the following brief.

Task 3: 
Research and Generate Ideas in Creating a Logo

You will have approximately 10 hours for this task, plus homework. 

This task asks you to create a graphic image, which reads as an identity logo for a particular animal, insect, bird or reptile.

	Brief: 

	Combine the initial letter of the (animal) you have chosen, with an image of that (animal). The combined image must work as a logo, i.e. a strong graphic image that communicates its intent well. Use black and white and one other colour if preferred.


Part 1 - Research (four hours)
i) Your choice of animal, insect, birds or reptile is very important. Research images from books, the internet, stuffed animals, photographs to be able to record information that offers a range of ideas for graphic images.

You will choose at least 2 possibilities and investigate them further through drawing and collating information from various sources.

You must be certain that your final selection, which you will use in response to the brief, has been well researched for its visual potential.

Complete one A3 page of drawings that includes at least four different accurately drawn views of the same animal.  

ii) Research different types of letterforms, looking for appropriate fonts and styles to integrate with your image. You could print these from the computer, or carefully hand-draw them. Complete at least one A3 page of printed or drawn letterforms that are appropriate to the animal selected. 

Outcome:

· At least 1 x A3 page of research into (animals).

· At least 1x A3 page of research into letterforms.

Part 2 – Conceptual Development (six hours)
i) On an A3 page make at least 20 stylised versions of your animal.  Use your research in tasks one and two to inform your work.  You should give consideration to complexity, symmetry, positive/negative balance, and ease of identification.  You should use black and white only for half the designs. 
ii) On a second page you should select the TEN most promising design and combine these with upper and lower case typographic elements.  The text elements should support the particular characteristics of the animal and be consistent with the aesthetic properties of the graphic element. (weight, style)
Outcome: 

· At least 1x A3 page of ideas developing a graphic image.

· At least 1x A3 page combining graphic with typographic elements 
Task 4: 
Digital Resolution of Logo
You will have approximately 10 class hours plus homework for this task.

This task asks you to digital develop and resolve the logo concept generated in task three. 

Instructions:

1- Recreate the FOUR best designs generated in task 3 on the computer.  At this stage you should limit yourself to black and white and only ONE additional colour. Apply the skills acquired in task two to complete this activity. You may scan your drawings or digitally create the graphic elements.  You must use the text function for typographic elements. (four hours)
2- Use separate page to make at least FOUR new versions of each selected design trying different proportions, colours, text styles, arrangements, and levels of detail/complexity. (four hours)
3- Select and resolve the best concept.  Enlarge this to fill an A4 page.  Note that parts or all of the design may need to be rebuilt as it may get “pixelated” when enlarged.  Print a final version of your logo onto high resolution or photo-glossy paper.(two hours)
Outcome:

· At least 5x A4 pages of digital developments (four logos per page).
