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Teacher Guidelines:

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Context /Setting:

This Assessment is based on researching the techniques and ideas of selected artists and applying these ideas to a still life set up in the classroom. It is intended that students employ these techniques and ideas in a series of Drawings and Paintings.

Students will engage in research to explore the methods, materials, still life conventions and ideas of various contemporary American and New Zealand artists. The grid will be used as a pictorial device to generate ideas and inform a drawing study. 

Conditions:

This assessment will take approximately 35 hours = 8 weeks of teaching time supported by homework.

Task 1:  
Research and Collect Information




You will have 6 hours of classroom and homework time to complete this task.

You teacher will provide:

· Introduction to Still Life – What are Still Life Ideas? What is Still Life?

· Relevant written and visual resources 

· Internet Access

· Access to Department Library and appropriate Still Life books

· Opportunity for discussion about Still Life Examples and Conventions.

From the list provided in Task 2, select and Photocopy 3 examples of Still Life artworks. Analyse each image according to the guidelines on the separate sheet provided. This should be 1 x A4 sheet of observations per page. Present each photocopy and analysis in your Visual Diary. You may write in note form using bullet points.

Task 2:
Research Methods and Ideas

This task will take approximately 10 hours.

This task requires you to choose an artist model to investigate their methods and ideas.
A Still Life arrangement will be set up in the classroom.

a) Choose an Artist Model or school to base your work on. You could pick from the list below or source your own artist model: 

Giacometti, Vanitas Still Life, Pat Steir, Jim Dine, John Drawbridge, Wayne Theibaud, Janet Fish, Dutch Still life, Jude Rae

b) On 1 x A3 page, rule up 9 even squares in a grid and in each, draw an aspect of the still life in pencil. Rework each square using a variety of media, experimenting with wet and dry and various mark making applications that your artist model uses Look at Pat Steirs work for examples (Vase Still Life Grid Paintings –where different painting techniques and styles make up each square of the grid)

c) Complete 2 x A4 drawings from the Still Life that record two different viewpoints and block in the negative space. Use wet and dry media (from previous task) in your drawings. Continue to experiment with application and mark making.

d) On 1 x A3 page, draw up an A4 format in the middle of the page (portrait or landscape) and select an area or viewpoint of the still life set up in the classroom. Your drawing investigation will include exploration of wet and dry mediums that are used/applicable to the artist you have chosen. Consider the marks and effects that your artist achieves in their paintings/drawings. Annotate around your drawing the media used and links between what you have tried to achieve that your artist does.   
Materials could include - Black ink, white crayon, black and white pencils, paint and shellac applied with brush/card and sticks, charcoal, graphite, rubbers, pencils, black pen.

Task 3:
Explore Methods and Ideas through Drawing  

This task will take approximately 11 hours.

a) From the annotations and research in Tasks 1 and 2, you are to produce 2 x A4 preparatory studies that incorporate Still Life conventions of at least one or a combination of the artist models you have chosen.  Work through the Still Life compositional devices exploring painting materials, surfaces and techniques.  You will need to consider the formal issues of image making such as size, texture, colour, style and the treatment of space. 

b) Produce another 1 x A4 painting study on an A3 page that incorporates another artist model or elements of the studied Still Life conventions (e.g.: Gestural mark making, mixed media, grid, volume, interior space, format, space and depth, balance and repetition to your work. Annotate clearly around the painting how your Artist Model(s) have informed your work. 

c) Class critique: Discuss with your class the decisions you have made and the artist model(s) that you have referenced within your preparatory studies.  State how you intend to employ the above works to inform your next Paintings.

Task 4:
Apply Research of Methods and Ideas to Painting  

This task will take approximately 8 hours.

Complete 1 x A3 page of preparatory drawings/plans for your painting.
Complete 1 x A3 painting that shows the incorporation of the research, methods, techniques, and ideas of your chosen artist model(s).  

This painting should demonstrate the Research you completed in Tasks 1 & 2.

You may use oil or acrylic paint depending on what your artist(s) use. 

Consider the following when planning:

· Composition

· Space

· Paint Application and Palette

· Format (portrait, landscape, square, panoramic).
