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Teacher Guidelines:

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Context /Setting:

This Assessment Resource is based on the study of sculptors who use casting as a method of making objects. Students need to research the work of Barbara Hepworth, Rachel Whiteread and Eva Hesse in order to discover the processes and procedures that they employ to produce Sculpture.  Students then apply this knowledge to their own casting projects. 

Conditions:

This Assessment will take approximately 35 hours = 8 weeks of teaching time supported by homework

There are 4 Tasks within this Assessment. Each task can be completed in the classroom environment and should be supported by homework.

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Student Instructions Sheet

This achievement standard requires researching and documenting methods and ideas relating to art and artworks, and applying them in the context of a drawing study in sculpture. It involves the use of drawing materials, tools, techniques and processes appropriate to purpose in that context.

This assignment requires you to research and apply the work of selected artist models ideas and processes to your own work. You will experiment with casting processes and materials used by the artist model exploring negative and positive space. You will document through drawing your ideas and processes.

Task 1: 
Research and Collect Information
You have approximately 8 hours of class and homework time to complete this task.

Your teacher will provide:

· Overview of key works by artist models stated

· Opportunity to discuss – What activates positive and negative space? Discussions and information on Materials and Techniques that the artists use

a) Research the work of Barbara Hepworth in your visual diary. Photocopy 2 examples of her work and stick onto separate pages (in the centre) in your visual diary. Write in note form using mind map/bullet points about the following:

· How does the artist use negative space to describe form in her work’s

· Scale

· Media and Materials used

· Techniques used to make the work

· Idea(s) about the work

b) Research the work of Rachel Whiteread in your visual diary. Photocopy 2 examples of her work and stick onto separate pages (in the centre) in your visual diary. Write in note form using mind map/bullet points about the following:

· Scale

· The relationship between the positive and negative space

· Media and Materials

· Techniques used to make the work

· Idea(s) about the work

c) Research the work of Eva Hesse in your visual diary. Photocopy 2 examples of her work and stick onto separate pages (in the centre) in your visual diary. Write in note form using mind map/bullet points (layout) about the following:

· Media and Materials

· Scale

· Techniques used to make the work

· How the artist shows fragility/form/repetition/negative and positive space.

Outcome: 6 x A3 pages of artist model research

Task 2:
Research Methods and Ideas

You have approximately 9 hours of class and homework time to complete this task.

This task will involve experimenting with the processes and techniques that your artist models use and developing some drawings that establish your ideas based on the artists.

All the experimenting with materials should be recorded with notes and samples in your visual diary
a) You are going to make a negative cast with a cavity. Using the ‘Negative Casting’ worksheet, mix a quantity of plaster, (it is better to mix small amounts at a time). You should pair up for the mixing process.

Using the bowls/cardboard boxes etc pour the plaster to fill the negative space. Use Vaseline or packing tape to grease the mould first to ensure its release. During the pouring process insert a greased object (that can be removed) into the plaster to create a negative space (cavity) within the structure.

b) Using the ‘Negative Casting’ worksheet, mix small quantities of plaster.

Using the Ziplock bags, fill the bag with plaster (do not overfill!), and seal the bag. This plaster filled bag is now the mould in two ways, it has taken a cast from the inside of the bag and it can be manipulated to take impressions from other objects.

Experiment with pushing the bag into negative spaces and resting objects against the surface to create negative/positive impressions.

Remove the plastic bag when the plaster is completely set.

c) Using the tissue casting worksheet, create one tissue balloon cast. (Do not blow up balloon fully, keep it small).

Experiment with different thicknesses of tissue. Explore different surface treatments e.g. shellac, gloss paint, charcoal on sample pieces of tissue and decide on your preferred look. Apply the surface treatment when the cast is dry and remove the balloon.

Using the same methods as in above, replace the tissue with string soaked in PVA glue to wrap around the balloon. Create one string balloon cast. Explore different surface treatments and apply to the cast. Remove the balloon once dry.

Outcome: 3 x sculptural experiments including recorded notes and samples in your visual diary.

Task 3: 
Explore Methods and Ideas through Drawing

You have approximately 6 hours of class and homework time to complete this task.
You are going to create your own work in response to one of the artist models you have researched and experimented with technically. (Hepworth, Whiteread or Hesse) using any of the casting methods. Complete a series of 6 drawings (using wet and dry media that is applicable to your artist model) on 2 x A3 pages accompanied with notes of Media, Materials and Technique(s) and your own ideas. You drawings should consider the following:

· Object(s) or Form(s) that you will use

· Media, Materials and Technique(s)

· Scale and Repetition

· Positive and Negative Space

Outcome: 2 x A3 pages of 6 drawings accompanied with notes
Task 4: 
Apply Research of Methods and Ideas in Sculpture

You have approximately 12 hours of class and homework time to complete this task.
· Complete on 1 x A3 page a series of preparatory ideas for the sculpture you are going to make. Consider in your drawings appropriate drawing media, scale, repetition and spatial context (wall, floor, or ceiling) and the research you have completed in Tasks 1 & 2.

· Complete the making of 1 Sculpture. The Artist Model should be clearly evident in the work you create.

· Record your sculpture through drawing and photography. The drawing should show the work in space using appropriate media and techniques. 

· Photograph (auto, manual or digital camera) your sculpture in a suitable space (think about a particular spatial context (environment) for your work) with good light and stick the photograph(s) into your visual diary.
