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Teacher Guidelines:

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Context /Setting:

This Assessment resource is based on a study of Contemporary American Printmakers, Jasper Johns and Jim Dine.  The term symbolic icons refers to a mode of working that both these artists have adopted, especially their use of particular symbols, that are now readily identifiable as icons in their work.  For example, Dine includes such images as a bathrobe, gates, hearts and tools while Johns consistently reworks images of the targets, numbers, map of America and the American flag.

This activity is designed to use the ideas of Jim Dine and Jasper Johns as a starting point for students to identify their own appropriate and personal icons, and to develop this into a Drawing and Printmaking study.

Conditions:

This Assessment will take place over approximately 35 hours = 8 weeks of teaching time supported by homework

Resource requirements:

The teacher will provide resources on the artworks of key artists Jasper Johns and Jim Dine and other International/New Zealand Artists.

Resources on artists who use the grid as a compositional device will be provided. (Shane Cotton, Robin White, John Pule, Richard Killeen, Allen Maddox are all good examples that are relevant to New Zealand). 

Student will require an A3 Art Diary

Additional information:

Teachers should be aware of the cultural significance of certain objects and taonga in New Zealand, and take into account cultural protocol when using cultural property.

This achievement standard requires researching and documenting methods and ideas relating to art and artworks, and applying them in the context of a drawing study in printmaking. It involves the use of drawing materials, tools, techniques and processes appropriate to purpose in that context.

Task One: 
Research and Collect Information

You have approximately 7 hours of class and homework time to complete this task.

Your teacher will provide:

· Relevant written and visual resources on Jim Dine and Jasper Johns

· Access to department library

· Opportunities for discussion – What is a symbolic icon? How have artists used popular icons? How have artists used the grid and repetition?

You will also be given a brief overview of Pop Art as an Art Movement and Pop Culture – the use of everyday objects and images

· In your A3 visual diary, collect 1 example of Jim Dines works and 1 example of Jasper Johns. Stick each example in the middle of the page on separate pages

· Write in note form using mind map/bullet points about the following – 

- Composition (juxtaposition of subject matter)

- Describe the mark making and technique(s) that have been used

- Ideas.

· Complete 1 x A3 page of developmental drawing experimenting with mark making and media of a chosen symbol(s). Refer to the artist models for their techniques and methods of working. You symbol could be: heart, number, alphabet letter, gates or a symbol of your choice.

TASK 2:  

Research Methods and Ideas

You have approximately 8 hours of classroom and homework time to complete this task. 

· Select 2 images by two different artists from the list below. Make your choice based on what you like as these two artists will become your Artist Models.

· Photocopy each image and stick onto separate pages in your visual diary. Analyse each image according to the guidelines on the separate sheet provided.  You may write in note form using bullet points.

You are to generate 3 x A5 drawings that experiment with the methods of mark making and colour that your two artist models used. Decide on what symbols you are going to use in your drawing.

Develop drawings using a range of wet, dry and mix media in both black and white and colour. 

Remember to work the background and foreground up to the same strength.

Consider how the: 

· symbol fills the pictorial space

· symbol floats in pictorial space

· background and foreground shift according to tone

· positive and negative spatial relationships relate to each other

· repetition of symbol(s) – overlapping to create depth and layering

Task Three:

Explore Methods and Ideas through Drawing

You have approximately 10 hours of classroom and homework time to complete this task.

You are to produce a series of 4 x A5 drawing studies using printmaking techniques that reflect the styles of your artist models. You can use either Mono printing techniques and/or Intaglio techniques. You may also re-work back into your prints with other techniques (if applicable to your artist models). These may be: Photo Release, Collage, and Stencilling

Your teacher will provide:

· Notes and Examples of Mono-printing techniques – Wipe away, Rolled Slab and Paint on

· Notes on Intaglio Printing Techniques – dry point, etching, aquatinting, mezzotint

Consider the following in your drawing studies:

Repetition, rotation, mirror sequence

Divisions of the picture plane

Tone, Line (Mark Making) and Colour

Task Four:

Apply Research of Methods and Ideas to Printmaking

You will take approximately 10 hours of classroom and homework time to complete this task.

You are to produce 2 x A4 prints that incorporate the ideas from your artist models with the incorporation of your own personal response to what you have learnt and researched.

Consider how you will use the printmaking techniques you have learnt in each work (intaglio and mono-printing techniques, photo release and stencilling techniques if applicable to your ideas and artist models)

Complete 4 compositional drawings/plans on 1 x A3 page before you begin printing. Annotate around each drawing what printing techniques, colour and mark making and compositional ideas you are going to use and link it with you artist models.

Consider the following when planning your prints:

· Pictorial Ideas in you composition

· How are you going to use the grid and/or repetition

· Format – diptych, triptych, landscape, portrait, panoramic

· Scale and Overlapping

· Techniques and Application of Ink

· Colour selection
