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Teacher Guidelines:

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this Internal Assessment resource.

Context/setting:
This Assessment resource seeks to explore and expand students understanding of Modernist and Post-Modernist painting practice, based on the theme of Identity and Self. 

This activity uses artist’s works and research as motivation for the exploration of drawing and painting processes and procedures, and will encourage the student to extend their ideas about picture making.

Work carried out on a related study for Achievement Standard 2.1 may provide information for this activity.

Conditions:

This Assessment will take approximately 35 hours = 8 weeks of teaching and homework time.

Task 1:
Research and Generating Ideas

You have approximately 6 hours of class and homework time.

Your teacher will provide discussions on Artists that will focus on:

· conventions used to describe space 

· the relationship established between the artist and subject matter 

· how the artist has used formal elements/pictorial devices to enhance viewers understanding of this relationship

a) Select and photocopy 2 images from 2 artists from the above list. Be selective in your choice as these artists will be your artist models.

Stick each photocopy to an A3 page and label each work with the Artists name, title of work, date, dimensions and media.  

b) By writing around the artwork (bullet points) comment on:

· how the artist treats space/perspective,  viewpoint and composition

· how the artist has used colour – to what effect? Naturalistically, symbolically etc

· describe the paint application in the work

· analyse each work and describe how the treatment of the subject (description of space, techniques and processes) influence the way the artwork could be interpreted.

· the relationship between the artist and the subject

e.g. domestic, formal, intimate, voyeuristic etc

Task 2: 
Generating and Developing Ideas

You have approximately 10 hours of class and homework time.
a)  Select and produce 1 x A4 drawing of an area of the class room from an oblique view. Consider the perspective and your viewpoint. The drawing should use tone to describe form and lighting. Drawing is to be monochromatic and wet and/or dry media can be used.
b)  Select and produce 1 x A4 drawing of an interior of a room or site that has some significance to you e.g. bedroom, church, wharenui. Consider the perspective and your viewpoint. Drawings are to be monochromatic focussing on tone to describe form and lighting. You may find it useful to supplement your drawing with a photographic record.
c) Complete the following self portrait pencil drawings:


1 x A4 page full frontal view


1 x A4 page three-quarter view

These drawings should emphasise tone to describe form.  Photographic resources may be useful to work from.
d) For Homework: 

Gather photographic information on yourself and your family, for example: collect family portraits, passport photos, school photos etc. (photocopies are acceptable) and secure in your Visual Diary.

Task 3: 
Techniques and Processes of Artists
You have approximately 6 hours of class and homework time to complete this task.

a) Using drawings and materials collected in Task 2d) continue to develop your ideas in 2 related A4 paintings. 

· Analyse your work to date and identify the success of it in your Visual Diary. Use the materials you collected in Task 2d) and the drawings you completed in Task 2 as the basis for these works relating to Identity and Self. 

· Optional: you may find it useful to complete 1 x A3 page of compositional plans for your paintings. Use painting techniques and materials that your artist model(s) uses.
Task 4: 
Analysing and Clarifying Ideas
You have approximately 13 hours of class and homework time.

a) This task requires you to analyse all your work to date and clarify your ideas through drawing. Complete 1 x A3 page of pencil or pen preparatory sketches clarifying your ideas relating to Identity and Self.  Refer to the work you have completed in Tasks 1, 2 and 3. 

· Consider the ideas, processes and techniques that your artist model(s) use in their work.

b) Complete 3 x A4 paintings that clarify your ideas based on your preparatory sketches. These studies must include painting materials but may also combine mixed media and/or collage techniques applicable to your artist model(s). Use wet strength paper or canvas.
