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Teacher Guidelines:

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Context/setting:

This Assessment resource is based in the study of landscape to inform a drawing study in Printmaking.

The title Local Landscape refers to an aspect or feature within the local landscape that has particular significance.  This might include either historical, cultural, geographical, social and/or political foci.

The activity uses Landscape as motivation for the exploration of Drawing and Printmaking processes and procedures, and should encourage the student to extend their ideas.

The tasks will require the study of selected Landscape and the investigation of works by a variety of artists who have dealt with similar themes.  Work carried out on a related study for achievement standard 2.1 may provide information for this activity.

Conditions:

This Assessment will take approximately 35 hours = 8 weeks of teaching and homework time.

Task 1:  
Research and Generating Ideas

You have approximately 6 hours of classroom and homework time to complete this task.

In this task, you will be required to select a landscape feature that has significance to you.  It would be best if this landscape is familiar to you, preferably from your local area and has some importance for you personally.  

a) Select your landscape and produce two research sheets with small drawings, photographs, maps and notes relevant to your purpose - minimum of 2 x A3 sheet of paper.

Your selected landform should have visual significance in the area that surrounds it. Your research should:

· Include drawings, photographs, or maps that show /explain the significance of the site. You could access these from the internet or local map

· Show the geology of the feature, explained through diagrams and drawings.

· Show where there are historical signifiers in the Landscape you have chosen. This may include history of human activity in both Maori and European times or maybe through geographical or environmental change. This may be noted or sketched. Early images of your site maybe useful, sources from maps, history reference books or internet.

b) In addition your research will include Digital images or colour film that you have taken of your selected site. You may wish to record the site from different viewpoints, close up studies of detail, surfaces and any specific features.

Task 2:  
Generating and Developing Ideas

You have approximately 10 hours of classroom and homework time to complete this task.

This task involves selecting an artist model(s) and completing a series of related Landscape drawings.

a) Produce 4 x A5 developmental landscape studies generating a range of approaches (through different compositions e.g. viewpoint, lighting) using a variety of wet and dry media.

b) From the list below select a minimum of 1 artist model. Be selective and spend time looking through books and other additional resources.

c) Produce 4 x A5 developmental drawings to extend into prints (woodcuts, mono prints, collagraphs or drypoints) using your artist model/s to inform the decisions you make about your own work. Use appropriate wet and/or dry media and colour if applicable to your artists.

You need to consider the following:

· Mark-making appropriate to the kind of prints you are going to make. If preparing ideas for woodcuts, a variety of marks and some solid areas of black would be appropriate and for drypoint prepare studies in black pen building tone with hatching or cross hatching. Ideas for mono-printing and collagraphs can be linear, tonal and/or expressive.

· Perspective and Scale

· Application of media

· Style of chosen artists

Task 3:
Techniques and Processes of Artist Models

You have approximately 6 hours of classroom and homework time to complete this task.

In this task your teacher will provide:

· Notes and Examples of Woodcut, Drypoint, Stencilling/Photo Release, Collagraph and Mono-printing techniques. These should be put into or written in your Art Diary to refer to in Task 4.
a) Produce 2 x A5 working prints that experiment with any one/combination of printing techniques (this needs to be negotiated with your teacher). Base your prints on previous drawings completed in Task 2 and your artist model(s) e.g. mark making, colour, composition. Use the same colour palette as used in Task 2c) drawings

Task 4:  
Analysing and Clarifying Ideas

You have approximately 13 hours of classroom and homework time to complete this task.

Using the research, drawing and prints you have completed in Tasks 1, 2 & 3 and the Landscape as selected in Task 1, complete the following:

a) 1 to 2 A3 pages of preparatory drawings to clarify your ideas about the Landscape you have chosen. Ideas will refer back to the information gathered in Task 1 -  historical significance/information. Use media appropriate to print processes to be used.

b) Complete 2 - 3 prints, either A5 or/and A4 using any one/combination of techniques from the list below. (to be negotiated with your teacher- the number of prints may vary depending on selected processes)

· lino/wood cut  

· dry point engraving

· collagraph

· mono-print (rolled slab or paint on methods)

· stencilling/photo release

Each print composition must show:

· Your selected landscape or feature

· How other artists have informed your work

· How you have clarified your response to Landscape
