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Teacher Guidelines:

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Context/setting:

This Assessment requires students to research the various forms of Documentary Photography and apply these ideas to their own work. They can select their own subject matter for study but must use the photographic conventions that they have studied to inform their ideas.

Conditions: 

This Assessment will take approximately 35 hours = 8 weeks of teaching and homework time.

b) Choose 2 images from each of your selected photographers (6 in total).

· Glue the photocopies two to an A3 page by the same artist in your visual diary. 

· Annotate around each photocopy to show your analysis of composition, techniques and processes and pictorial ideas used by each photographer.

Comment on the following:

· Subject matter used

· Lighting

· Comment on the use of pictorial issues used e.g.: line, tone, structure, balance, contrast, light, composition, movement

· The artistic intention

· Manipulation techniques (if applicable)

· Colour (if applicable)

Task 2: 

Generating and Developing Ideas

You have approximately 10 hours of class and homework time to complete this task.

Shoot 12 photographs (colour or black and white) that reflect the styles of your 2 artist models researched in Task 1. Refer to the notes you made about the artworks. 

Consider the following when taking your photographic images (if applicable to your models):

· isolation of subject

· relationship of subject and environment

· analytical approach

· an emotional approach

Present as a proof sheet and stick to an A3 page in your visual diary.

Annotate around the proof sheet, notes on how your artist models have informed your work.

a) Select a subject that includes person/place/event.  From your initial investigation, and considering what you have learnt from the previous tasks, present a written brief/proposal on 1 x A3 page in your visual diary on how you would approach that selected subject matter and generate your ideas.

Identify in your brief/proposal what you will use from your artist model and what else you would like to include in your work. Be as specific as possible.

Consider the following when writing your brief/proposal:

· Lighting

· Pictorial elements

· Film speed 
Camera type

· Concepts/ideas.

· Manipulation techniques (camera)

· Subject/Props

· Accessibility of subject matter/site

Task 3: 
Techniques and Processes of Artist Models

You have approximately 6 hours of class and homework time to complete this task.

This task will involve taking photographs and using techniques and processes that your artist models use.

a) Produce 24 photographic images that link to your artist models and reflect your brief/proposal written in Task 2. Complete one contact proof sheet.  Annotate around your contact proof sheet identifying the links between your ideas and the techniques and processes your artist models use.

Task 4:
Analysing and Clarifying Ideas

You have approximately 13 hours of class and homework time to complete this task.

a) Analyse all the work you have completed in Tasks 1, 2 and 3.  On 1 x A3 page write in note form (bullet points) what has been successful and unsuccessful in your work and why.

b) Using this analysis you will need to shoot a second film, that builds on the features of your successful works.  Print up 10 of your photographs from this film that best demonstrates how you have clarified your ideas, to a size of your choice (discuss this with your teacher).

Consider the following when choosing your 10 photographs:

· Photographs that show understanding of the artists studied

· Evidence of Pictorial elements used in your work

· Clarification of your ideas in a related series based on established practice.
