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Teacher Guidelines:

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

The suggested lists of models for the samples of type are Bauhaus, Illuminated manuscript, Contemporary typographers e.g. Brody and Carson. Teachers could insert other typographical styles or designers and maintain the integrity of the task.

Context/setting:


Students will research and analyse approaches to how designers have used text, image and layout to solve design problems. The activity uses a range of historical and contemporary models and exemplars to inform the practical investigation. The aim of this assessment task is to research and analyse approaches to the way text, image and layout are used to convey meaning within a particular historical, traditional and/or contemporary context. You will look at a range of typographical styles (text) to understand their development, the influences on that development and how manipulation of type informs particular interpretations.

Conditions:

This assessment will take place during teaching and homework time of approximately six weeks. There are three Tasks within this Assessment. 

Task 1: Researching and Analysing Information (3 weeks)

Task 2: Practical Investigation into Typography (1 week)

Task 3: Critically Analysing Relationships between selected approaches

(2 weeks)

Resource requirements:
Teachers will need to have books available on Illuminated manuscripts, the Bauhaus, Art Nouveau and Contemporary Typographers such as Neville Brody and David Carson. For the practical investigation, students will need a range of design materials e.g. Indian ink, paper, and appropriate computer software.

Explanatory Notes

1 This achievement standard is derived from The Arts in the New Zealand Curriculum, Learning Media, Ministry of Education, 2000; Level 8 strands, p. 81, Developing Practical Knowledge in the Visual Arts, Developing Ideas in the Visual Arts, Communicating and Interpreting in the Visual Arts, and Understanding the Visual Arts in Context.
2 Evidence provided for assessment of this standard should inform the development and extension of work/ideas in 3.2, 3.3 and scholarship.

3 Students are encouraged to focus research projects on work relating to their own cultural milieu and interests. Where relevant research will include examples/approaches from contemporary established New Zealand and international practice.

4 Approaches refers to designers and design solutions.  Approaches taken may be derived from responses to design problems, technical processes, subject matter, concepts, ideas, and historical, cultural, geographic, or physical locations.

5 Relationships may include similarities and differences, links, both implicit and explicit, between design problems, ideas, methods, techniques, influences, theories and contexts, for example environmental, technological, social, political, cultural, historical.

6 For analysis, students would need to investigate the features of selected approaches and/or examples of art works/design solutions.  For critical analysis, students would need to investigate the key features of selected approaches and explain the significance of relationships.

7 Established practice refers to designers and design solutions that are recognised as belonging to a particular, style, genre or type.

8 Research includes:  
· locating, gathering and analysing of information relevant to the selected design approaches and/or examples of design solutions.

· student’s own analysis and reflection on design solutions.

· practical investigation includes, research, analysis, recording, concept and visualisation, worksheets, roughs, mock-ups, models and evaluative notes, refinements and solutions in response to the brief or design situation.  Computer, digital and static photographic processes are evidence of drawing when used to plan, test and refine ideas.  For three-dimensional design, investigation of materials and techniques to understand their formal and expressive properties should also be considered as drawing.

9 Evidence for this standard may be in the form of: visual diaries or data files with reports, annotated bibliographies, interviews, notes, visual maps, diagrams; slide talks with notes; seminar presentations.

Sources for research information could include relevant publications (eg books, journals, magazines, catalogues), internet, video, films, slide library, the artists’ works.
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Extended Title: This Achievement Standard involves researching and analysing approaches, within established design practice. Relationships between approaches will be discussed to consider the influences, methods and ideas in context.

(2 weeks)

The purpose of this activity is to research and analyse the way text, image and layout are used to convey meaning within a particular genre. 

You will look at a range of Typographic styles to understand their development, the influences on that development and how methods and manipulation of type informs particular interpretations and ideas.
Task 1: Researching and Analysing Information



(3 weeks)
Introduction into different kinds of Typography by teacher supported with visuals and notes.

a) From the notes and visual resources provided, select an example of text and image for each of the following:

· Illuminated manuscript 

· Art Nouveau (e.g. Beardsley) 

· Bauhaus

· Contemporary typography (e.g. Brody, Carson)

Photocopy these and put them in your Art Diary. Respond to the following questions for each of the samples collected. You could use notes, diagrams, sketches etc to document your answers.

1. Describe the type in terms of layout, font, size, composition, tonal variation, colour, clarity, fill, relationship between positive and negative space.

2. How is the text generated and what are the effects of this (hand-drawn, letterpress, typewritten, computer-generated, etc)?

3. What is the function of the piece of text? For example, promotional, instructional, narrative.

4. How has the text been related to the image? Has the text been used as an image?

5. How is the function conveyed through the treatment of layout or its style?

6. How does the way the type has been made relate to its socio-historical context?

In your answers use keywords such as: weight, kerning, serif/san serif, angle, uppercase, lower case, typeface style, point.

b) Locate some real examples of the listed typographic styles e.g. you could find business cards, pamphlets, magazines or postcards where you can identify the influence of Bauhaus or Brody.

c) Find two examples from books/magazines/artworks where text and layout are used to convey meaning. Comment about the following in your response:

· Structure & effectiveness of layout

· Typefaces that are used

· Methods and techniques that have been used e.g. layering, transparency

· Choice and effectiveness of colour.

Task 2: Practical Investigation into Typography



(1 week)

a) From the following list of keywords, select one word and research its meaning using written and/or oral resources (e.g. dictionaries, encyclopaedias. internet, kaumatua, etc.). Brainstorm all possible meanings or interpretations in your art diary. (1 hour)

· Tapu

· Whakapapa

· Heritage

· Bi-cultural

· Immigration

· Taonga

· Turangawaiwai

· Ethnicity

b) Using your research from Task 1, select a traditional or contemporary typographic style that you have studied that will be the stylistic influence on the presentation of the meaning of your word. 

Create a series of small square format typographic layouts that describe the meaning of your word. The use of text and type must be within the selected style that you have studied in Task 1 and must also convey the meaning of the word. Use methods appropriate to the typographic style you have researched to produce a minimum of 8 thumbnail sketches with a minimum scale of 3cm x 3cm. (2 hours)

Use wet and dry drawing media. Consider the effects you want to achieve.

c) Make an A4 presentation page of your best idea. This needs to be sufficiently resolved to show understanding of the methods and ideas studied in your research. (1 hour)

Task 3: Critically Analysing Relationships between selected approaches  (2 weeks)

Discuss the relationship between the approaches taken by Illuminated Manuscript, Art Nouveau, Bauhaus, and contemporary designers in the examples you have researched 

Complete your analysis in written form or as a mind map diagram using bullet points/arrows etc.

Comment on the following in your response:

· Influences – for example who has inspired/motivated the designers/artists.

· Methods – for example what processes and techniques have been used? Eg layering, transparency, approaches to layout.

· Ideas – for example what is the message/meaning being conveyed? How do typefaces and layout influence communication?

Identify means to pick out and make a list of specific features that are similar or different between the approaches investigated.

Analyse means that you must explain why these features are similar of different.  Possible reasons for this include environmental, political, social, personal, or technological changes.

Critical analysis places the work in a much wider context.  You could broaden and deepen the discussion by examining other works by the artists or introducing other new artists and art works that have influenced to the development between selected approaches.  A personal summary of the influences, significance and intentions of the selected approaches helps to show a greater depth of understanding. 

Use your research from Task 1 as well as any additional research you have done 

to inform your responses.
