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The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Context/setting:


This design project allows for students to work with established design drawing practices and procedures.  It allows for the use of computer software if available and appropriate, but does not rely on Visual Art Departments having computers available to every student.

Conditions:

This assessment will take place during teaching and homework time of approximately nine weeks. There are four Tasks within this Assessment. 

This nine week activity could be used in conjunction with AS 90515 (3.1) “Text, Image and Layout” or as an independent activity. It could also be an introduction to 3.3 Design.

Task 1: Investigating ideas and methods about bookmaking

Task 2: Techniques and Media – generating ideas


3 weeks

Task 3: Practical Investigation – generating and analysing ideas
2 weeks

Task 4: Practical Investigation – analysing and clarifying ideas
3 weeks

Resource requirements:
In order to complete this activity, students will need to have access to a range of Typographic Design and paper art resources. In addition a range of NZ art and NZ poetry books (War poetry and/or Anzac theme) and NZ song lyrics are suggested.

Students will require an A3 Visual Art Diary.

Suggested titles include:

Countless Signs: The New Zealand landscape in literature. An anthology compiled by Trudie McNaughton

An Anthology of Twentieth Century New Zealand Poetry. Selected by Vincent O’Sullivan

Realia by Kate Camp

Pen and Mouse – Commercial Art and Digital Illustration

All Messed Up: Unpredictable Graphics

Additional information:
This activity follows the process of book-making including binding, text and page layout which could easily be adapted to other genres of books and content/subject matter. 

The poems and poets given are indicators to teachers only. Other poets and poems could easily be included while still maintaining the integrity of this assessment activity.

Further translation into other book forms could also be readily made (Scientific text, Biography, Fiction, Non Fiction, Magazine, Periodicals etc).

It is recommended that teachers compile a list of local resources and web-sites to assist learners with this activity and review/revise the list regularly.

Explanatory Notes

1 This achievement standard is derived from The Arts in the New Zealand Curriculum, Learning Media, Ministry of Education, 2000; Level 8 strands, p. 81, Developing Practical Knowledge in the Visual Arts, Developing Ideas in the Visual Arts, and Communicating and Interpreting in the Visual Arts.
2 Evidence provided for assessment of this standard should inform the development and extension of work/ideas in 3.1, 3.3 and scholarship.

3 Processes refers to the use of particular techniques with tools, technologies and materials.

4 Procedures refers to the order and nature of steps taken in getting from the beginning to the end of the problem.

5 The term synthesise refers to the ability to bring together ideas and methods from different sources, to integrate them in the development of the student’s own work.

6 Evidence of the ability to generate, analyse and clarify ideas will be identified in a range of work within the selected field. 

7 Systematically means to reflect critically on the each step in the development of work. Information generated from this reflection will be used to inform and clarify ideas.

8 Clarifying ideas requires students to specify parameters for investigation, it does not imply that these ideas will be resolved

· This may involve different processes, procedures, materials and techniques, all of which can be understood as drawing.  This practice is dependent upon recognising and using drawing as a thinking and working process.

· Drawing is an ongoing decision-making process that enables a continuum to be established and maintained.  Aspects of drawing are also identifiable in finished work. 

· Design drawing may include research, analysis, recording, concept and visualisation, worksheets, roughs, mock-ups, models and evaluative notes, refinements and solutions in response to the brief or design situation.  Computer, digital and static photographic processes are evidence of drawing when used to plan, test and refine ideas.  For three-dimensional design, investigation of materials and techniques to understand their formal and expressive properties should also be considered as drawing.

· Design drawing should be used as central means of practical investigation. Where it is appropriate, students may include processes, procedures, methods and techniques from other art fields.

9 The drawing study should include work belonging to the cultural milieu and interests of the student and involve the study of work and ideas from recent and established practice. Where relevant, this evidence could also take account of the work of contemporary New Zealand designers and design solutions. 

10 Digital processes may be used as part of the drawing process.  Teachers and candidates may choose to combine traditional practice with other processes such as digital image-making.  Successful Visual Arts teaching programmes will ensure that candidates maintain control of the processes, both digital and traditional, used in the production of their work.

11 The evidence may be based on a design problem or situation, and must be related to established practice.
Note: Learning from established practice is the use and investigation of designers and design solutions in the context within which they are made to inform the students own work. The evidence will be critically edited, ordered and related to show the nature and order of steps taken.
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Extended Title: This Achievement Standard involves investigating ideas and methods relating to art and artworks in the context of the drawing study in design. It also involves using established drawing processes, procedures, materials and techniques appropriate to ideas and methods studied, and using drawing to generate, analyse and clarify ideas.

This assessment will take place during teaching and homework time of approximately 9 weeks. There are four tasks within this assessment activity. 

Task 1: Investigating ideas and methods about bookmaking

Task 2: Techniques and Media – generating ideas


3 weeks

Task 3: Practical Investigation – generating and analysing ideas
2 weeks

Task 4: Practical Investigation – analysing and clarifying ideas
3 weeks

Situation: You have been asked to design a mock-up of a Pillow book that will be sold in design shops throughout NZ.  The book could be either a stitched or a concertina-style format or bound.  It will contain five love poems, one for each day of the working week. These are to be read by a loved one before they go to sleep.  The poems selected are by New Zealand poets.

Poems could include (but are not limited to):

Rain by Hone Tuwhare

To Hastings with Love by Linda Earle

Advice to a discarded lover by Fleur Adcock

My love late Walking by James K Baxter

A Love Song for Te Toko (Mahutu) Rihi Puhiwahine 

A Popular Romance by Kevin Ireland

Unfinished love theorem by Kate Camp

Porirua Friday Night by Sam Hunt

Task 1: Investigating ideas and methods about bookmaking – (1 week)
In order to complete this project you will need to research/investigate from the following sources: 

· The poetry of the selected poets

· Imagery represented by the words

· Calendars, lay-out and format

· New Zealand and international artists who combine text and imagery

· Book-making and paper-art conventions

· Traditional Pillow books

· At least two other sources that combine text and image e.g. magazines, children’s books, posters, billboards, moving image.

From these sources and following the class discussion, describe through notes, annotated photocopies and drawing, the following:

· How form changes according to function

· How selected designers/artists have combined text and image

· How designers and artists have combined different media and processes

· How elements (such as colour, shape, typography) and principles (such as contrast, scale, grid, layering) are used in the selected works and how they influence the viewer’s understanding of the work

· Devices designers use to achieve coherence between layouts in a book or related image format.

Analyse and evaluate your research to select key examples and identify the methods and ideas that will inform your work. Use this documentation to clearly establish the parameters for your study.
Outcome: 2x A3 pages of annotated examples of contemporary design practice
Task 2: Techniques and Media - generating ideas


(3 weeks)

Using selected drawing processes and ideas from your research in task 1, to generate ideas using appropriate techniques and media to complete a page layout for each of the five poems. For example you could:

· Make thumbnail sketches or compositional studies of layouts using wet and dry media and colour
· Collage text and images
· Use photographic processes to combine text and image

· Scan and manipulate text and images using a suitable software programme.

· Combine any of the above media and processes.

You will need to be making clear and purposeful decisions throughout the drawing study about layout options for each of the poems based on these developmental drawings. Each poem should be considered separately, however devices such as the repetition of font, unified colour scheme and repetition of motifs can enhance the coherence of the book and this will help maintain an integrated appearance.

Outcome: 5x A3 pages of compositional studies (One page for each poem)
Task 3: Practical Investigation – generating and analysing ideas (2 weeks)

Use the investigations you have made into book forms and graphic conventions to identify and clarify the ideas and methods you are going to use. Make decisions about the processes, procedures, techniques and materials that you will be using for your book.  Consider the overall integrated structure of the book.

· Complete at least 2 x A4 pages of investigative thumbnail drawings (one page on layout and one page construction), which visualise the book as a completed product. Use the research in Task 1 on design and artist models, to analyse your decisions about the layout/construction of the book. 

· Remember the book will be either stitched or concertina-style.  You will need to consider and generate ideas about the front and back cover that relate to the layout, colour and media choices you have selected for the inside pages.  The decisions about layout and materials you choose may impact on the construction of the book.

Outcome: 2x A4 pages exploring book structure options
Task 4: Practical Investigation - analysing and clarifying ideas
(3 weeks)

Carefully identify options for further exploration from the ideas you have for your book form and pages to further analyse and clarify. Make at least 2 mock-ups (visual roughs) pages that help you to clarify your ideas. These may be half the final intended size.
Review your work and consult with your teacher before you begin more making.

Use your investigations and research, understanding of drawing processes, and ideas that you have developed to analyse and clarify your ideas to enable you to complete the final page layouts of the five pages (poems) to a level that would make it a suitable mock-up for the client. 

To complete your book you will need to consider the following areas:

· Methods, materials and techniques you will use to make the final pages (this may be hand made or digital depending of the approach chosen)
· The final layout of each page
· The format, size and scale of the book

· The construction method for the book

Produce a full size prototype of your final design. 
Use appropriate techniques and media to construct the pages.

Outcome: 2x half sized mock-ups of pillow book
1x final prototype
