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Teacher Guidelines:

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

The aim of the assignment is to explore aspects of performance/time based work, installation or a particular kind of Sculpture by referencing the work of various artists and/or sculptors. 
There should be a particular emphasis on the work of International and/or New Zealand artists and recent contemporary work that references the New Zealand environment and/or New Zealand culture.
Context/setting:



Students will investigate the work of many artists/sculptors to inform their own ideas about making a particular kind of Sculpture or Performance/Time piece.

Conditions:

This assessment task will take place during teaching and homework time of approximately 9 weeks. There are four tasks within this assessment. 
Task 1: Investigating ideas and methods

Task 2: Generating ideas

Task 3: Techniques and Media

Task 4: Practical Investigation – analysing and clarifying ideas

Resource requirements:
The teacher will provide access to resources, however where possible it is preferable for students to view artwork in its original form, e.g. galleries, private art collections, artists’ studios, etc.

Students will be required to have an A3 Art Diary.
Additional information:

Students and teachers must be aware that before commencing this activity, students should have gained the appropriate experience and basic skills using the relevant media and selected approach in Sculpture.
It is recommended that teachers compile a list of local resources and web-sites to assist learners with this activity and review/revise the list regularly.

Explanatory Notes

1 This achievement standard is derived from The Arts in the New Zealand Curriculum, Learning Media, Ministry of Education, 2000; Level 8 strands, p. 81, Developing Practical Knowledge in the Visual Arts, Developing Ideas in the Visual Arts, and Communicating and Interpreting in the Visual Arts.
2 Evidence provided for assessment of this standard should inform the development and extension of work/ideas in 3.1, 3.3 and scholarship.

3 Processes refers to the use of particular techniques with tools, technologies and materials.

4 Procedures refers to the order and nature of steps taken in getting from the beginning to the end of the problem.

5 The term synthesise refers to the ability to bring together ideas and methods from different sources, to integrate them in the development of the student’s own work.

6 Evidence of the ability to generate, analyse and clarify ideas will be identified in a range of work within the selected field.

7 Systematically means to reflect critically on each step in the development of work.  Information generated from this reflection will be used to inform and clarify ideas.

8 Clarifying ideas requires students to specify parameters for investigation, it does not imply that these ideas will be resolved

· This may involve different processes, procedures, materials and techniques, all of which can be understood as drawing. This practice is dependent upon recognising and using drawing as a thinking and working process.

· Drawing is an ongoing decision-making process that enables a continuum to be established and maintained.  Aspects of drawing are also identifiable in finished work.

· Sculpture drawing may include drawing in two, three and four dimensions.  Sketches, drawing notes, worksheets, plans, models, Marquette’s, photo collage, photo documentation of three dimensional drawing processes, digital processes, and finished sculpture may also be included.  Similarly, the investigation of materials and techniques to understand their formal and expressive properties may also be considered as drawing and can be an appropriate way to begin generating ideas.

· Sculpture drawing should be used as central means of practical investigation. Where it is appropriate, students may include processes, procedures, methods and techniques from other art fields.

· Four dimensional works in Sculpture refers to a range of processes that operate in time as well as space. This may include kinetics, performance, time based, mechanical works and natural processes.

9 The drawing study should include work belonging to the cultural milieu and interests of the student and involve the study of work and ideas from recent and established practice.  Where relevant, this evidence could also take account of the work of contemporary New Zealand artists.

10 Digital processes may be used as part of the drawing process.  Teachers and candidates may choose to combine traditional practice with other processes such as digital image-making.  Successful Visual Arts teaching programmes will ensure that candidates maintain control of the processes, both digital and traditional, used in the production of their work.
11 The evidence may be based on an idea, subject matter, problem or situation, and must be related to established practice.
Note: Learning from established practice is the use of; artists as models of practice; investigating the context within which art works are made to inform the students own work.  The evidence will be critically edited, ordered and related to show the nature and order of steps taken.
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Extended Title: This Achievement Standard involves investigating ideas and methods relating to art and artworks in the context of the drawing study in sculpture. It also involves using established drawing processes, procedures, materials and techniques appropriate to ideas and methods studied, and using drawing to generate, analyse and clarify ideas.

Outcome: 3x A3 page3 investigating the ideas of three artists

OPTION LIST
Option 1 Activated Space: Wall/Floor

· Look at how various artists activate particular kinds of spaces – do not just refer to your artist models (look at a range of artists), and create a dialogue between the objects/things that one artists uses compared to another. Analyse how these artists use the floor, wall and/or various combinations. Include information on techniques, media, ideas, sculptural elements and subject matter.
Option 2 Performance Art

· Look at how various artists perform/act as their artwork and create a discussion on what happens between the performance and audience. Describe props, objects and people are used in the performance. How are performances documented and how would you describe time. Include information on different types of performances, subject matter, media and techniques including digital technology processes.
Option 3 Containment/Vessel: Form and Scale

· Identify how artists use the ideas of containment/vessel in their work. Describe what ‘Form’ and ‘Scale’ mean in relation to Sculpture. Compile an in-depth list of organic and inorganic vessels/containers that artists have used. Incorporate information on subject matter, media, sculptural elements and techniques.
Option 4 Found Objects: Weight and Balance/Repetition

· Using found objects as your subject matter analyse how different artists use found objects in their work. Describe how artists use ‘Balance’ and ‘Repetition’ as sculptural concepts. Incorporate information on subject matter, techniques, sculptural elements and media.

Activation of Space: Wall/Floor

Make at least 2 Marquette’s that set up a conservation between objects using materials such as: wood, balsa wood, thin cardboard, wire, string, plaster, perspecs, coloured card, and plastics, anything you consider appropriate.
Containment/Vessel: Form/Scale

Using various combinations of found vessels and containers, produce at least 2 3D drawing Marquette that experiment with ideas based around Form and Scale.
Use materials such as: plaster, clay, paper, thin cardboard, straw, anything you consider appropriate. Document through photography.
Found Object: Balance, Weight and Repetition

Using a range of different materials and media and found objects, produce a least 2 drawing Marquette’s that deal with Balance, Weight and Repetition and your chosen artist models combined and individually ensure that your ideas relate strongly to your written investigation. Experiment with different media and techniques.

Performance Art

Task 4 Practical Investigation – analysing and clarifying ideas
4 weeks

Analysing – choosing, considering, evaluating, decision making, breaking down

Write a statement of intent describing what you intend to pursue in this activity. Make clear the concept(s)/elements/and artist models that you are interested in exploring.

Use an analytical and evaluative approach.
Select specific and appropriate ideas that provide options for development. 

Clarifying – focusing, consolidating, editing, proofing

Produce an A3 page of evaluative drawings/written notes that extend and clarify your ideas that are based upon your series of 2 Marquette’s or performance. This page is intended to help you inform your final page of folio drawings.
Produce an A3 page of drawing that presents a new sculptural solution to your chosen conceptual option.  This work should build upon the successes identified in the previous tasks and may include new ideas from additional artists.  You should also be clarifying your ideas and using media and techniques that are reflective of your models and own ideas.

Produce at least one sculpture of either performance/installation or a particular kind of sculptural making) that consolidates/clarifies the ideas that you have explored in your journey. Ensure that it is developed on from ideas in you drawings. Document your work through photographs.
Complete the documentary drawing study – Systematically present the documentation (drawings, photographs, planning etc) of your work on at least one A3 page. Engage in regular discussion with your teacher regarding your work in progress.
The selected processes, procedures, materials and techniques should reflect those of the artist models experimented with in task 3. You should now be attempting to use these with understanding to systematically synthesise and extend ideas.
