Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Education for Sustainability 90813. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it. 

Context/setting 

Before beginning this activity, ensure students have an in-depth understanding of sustainability. The Education for Sustainability community on TKI provides useful material to support this resource. 

This assessment activity is designed to follow classroom activities about the values and associated behaviours that contribute to or inhibit a sustainable future. The values identified in The New Zealand Curriculum (2007) could provide a starting point for this dialogue.

In this activity, students review a range of resources to identify the values and associated behaviours that support a sustainable future. Then they write a two-part report discussing and analysing their own and others’ values and associated behaviours in regard to a sustainable future.

Conditions 

This is an individual task. Students will submit an individual logbook, a report, and a bibliography that is required but not assessed.

It is suggested that this assessment task will take place over <teacher to insert time frame here> weeks of in- and out-of-class time. Meet with students on a regular basis to monitor progress.

Student instructions 
Introduction 
This assessment activity requires you to review a range of resources and identify the values and associated behaviours that support a sustainable future. Then you will write a two-part report in which you discuss and analyse your own and others’ values and associated behaviours in regard to a sustainable future.

Teacher note: Adapt this task to meet the needs and interests of your students.

This is an individual task. As well as your report, submit your research notes and an individual logbook that documents your learning. Meet regularly with your teacher to discuss your progress. 
You will be assessed on how well you discuss values and associated behaviours in relation to a sustainable future, and how well you identify and analyse your own values and associated behaviours and their implications for a sustainable future.

Task 
The issue 
As part of this assessment task, you will review a range of resources about sustainability. 

Teacher note: You may wish to provide these resources or support students to find them on the Internet or in the library. Include resources from a range of media. It may be appropriate to invite a key stakeholder, such as a scientist or someone from the local council, to speak to your class.

As you conduct your review, you will need to identify your own and others’ values and associated behaviours related to sustainability. Make notes in your logbook about how these values and behaviours impact on a sustainable future.

A sustainable future requires the development of ways of thinking and acting to meet the needs of the present generation without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs.

The report

Write a report that discusses and analyses your findings. 

In the first section of the report, choose three values that support a sustainable future and illustrate the associated behaviours that could occur in response to each value. Use your notes from the resources you reviewed to discuss actual examples of the values and associated behaviours. 

In the second section, discuss and analyse the values and associated behaviours you hold that you believe will support a sustainable future. Note also any values you hold that do not support a sustainable future.

Hand in your completed logbook, research notes, and report. Include a bibliography of the sources you have used. The bibliography is required but not assessed.

You may wish to present your findings in another format, for example, a multimedia presentation, web page, or poster. Discuss this with your teacher before beginning. Note that you are being assessed on the planning, implementation, and evaluation of the project, not the presentation of your information.

	The student:

If there were no fences, the water quality would be degraded and there would be bank erosion, downstream effects on water, and loss of biota such as …
· explains the values they believe they hold that have an implication for a sustainable future. They demonstrate a clear link between their values and behaviours and a sustainable future. The student may also comment on any values and/or behaviours that do not support sustainability outcomes.
	The student: 

· discusses the values and associated behaviours and the implications of these values and behaviours for a sustainable future
· discusses the links between each value and associated behaviour
· identifies and analyses the values they believe they hold that have an implication for a sustainable future. They demonstrate a clear link between their values and behaviours and a sustainable future. The student may also comment on any values and/or behaviours that do not support sustainability outcomes.


Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
