Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Geography 91432.The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it. 

Context/setting 

This assessment task requires students to analyse aspects of a geographic topic at a global scale and present their findings. 
Before using this resource you will need to select or negotiate a context that will engage your students and ensure that the assessment schedule aligns with the activity in its final form.

Students will need to have some background information about the particular context used and an understanding of relevant geographic concepts such as patterns and processes. 
The final outcome of this assessment is a computer-aided presentation. However, other ways in which students present their work could be used instead, such as a magazine article or a website.

Conditions 

This is an individual task and is to be completed over a period of two weeks in- and out-of-class time. 

Resource requirements 
Students will need to have access to relevant data and/or maps, which show the global pattern chosen. The pattern may be spatial or temporal. World maps that show global patterns are available from the Worldmapper website http://www.worldmapper.org/. The PDF of each map contains extra information, which can be printed. If using these maps, students need to be familiar with cartograms.

Student instructions 
Introduction 
This assessment task requires you to analyse aspects of a geographic topic on a global scale and present your findings. 
Teacher note: Choose a context for this assessment with your students. Examples of appropriate contexts include: poverty, life expectancy, access to mobile phones, greenhouse gas emissions, oil production and consumption, urbanisation, conflict, or disease. Identify relevant concepts that will help students to analyse the context. 
This is an individual task and is to be completed over a period of two weeks of in-class and out-of-class time. 

Teacher note: Adjust the allocated timeframe and format of the presentation to suit your context and your students.

Your presentation will be a computer-aided presentation with attached explanatory notes. Include visual media such as diagrams, maps, and/or pictures.

You will be assessed on how comprehensively you analyse the topic. This includes:

· describing the global pattern, which may be spatial or temporal
· fully explaining the factors and/or processes that contributed to the pattern 
· explaining and evaluating the social and economic significance of the topic for people on a global scale, showing insight
· use of geographic terminology and concepts. 
It is important to remember that your analysis of aspects of a geographic topic at a global scale is being assessed, not the presentation.

Task

Research

Research your topic. Make use of the resources and maps provided by your teacher, as well as your own additional research. 

Refer to regions or nations across different continents or hemispheres throughout your presentation and include maps, graphs, diagrams, and/or pictures. 
Analyse your data and create your presentation 

Include in your presentation: 

· a description of a global pattern related to your geographic topic. This could be presented as an annotated map or graph. The pattern must be clearly described using appropriate geographic terminology.

· a full explanation, including supporting evidence, of the factors and/or processes that contribute to the global pattern of your topic. This could be presented as a diagram with added explanatory notes of sufficient depth to show your complete understanding of this aspect of the topic.

· a detailed explanation and evaluation of the significance of the global topic for people, with insightful linking of ideas
· use of appropriate geographic terminology and concepts

· reference to regions or nations across different continents or hemispheres throughout your analysis.

For example [partial indicative extract]:

Poverty is significant for people because it directly affects the quality of their lives. In different parts of the world people experience poverty in various ways. For some, poverty will mean they have limited or no access to health care, education, or adequate food. If there is limited access to health care then people will have lower life expectancy and may be more susceptible to diseases, which could be easily vaccinated against or treated with medicines. This occurs in regions such as Africa and Southern Asia. When people have limited access to education they will have higher rates of illiteracy. This will mean that people have no or limited participation in a range of activities, such as employment and politics. These factors mean that it is not possible for people to escape the cycle of poverty.

The examples above relate to only part of what is required, and are just indicative.

Poverty is significant for people because it directly affects the quality of their lives. In different parts of the world people experience poverty in various ways. For some, poverty will mean they have limited or no access to health care, education, or adequate food. If there is limited access to health care, then people will have lower life expectancy and may be more susceptible to diseases such as measles and malaria, which could be easily vaccinated against or treated with medicines. The five countries with the lowest life expectancies are all located in Africa, and include Swaziland, Mozambique, and Zambia. 

When people have limited access to education they will have higher rates of illiteracy. This will mean that people have no or limited participation in a range of activities such as employment and politics. In countries where there are low poverty rates, there are high rates of literacy and this indicates that the vast majority of the population have access to education. Some countries in Scandinavia have very high levels of literacy; for example, in Finland 100% of the population is literate and only 2% of the population is below the poverty line. These factors mean that, in countries and regions where there are high levels of poverty, people become trapped in the cycle of poverty.

	The student has analysed comprehensively aspects of a geographic topic at a global scale. This means the student:

· describes a global pattern of the geographic topic using geographic terminology 

· fully explains the factors and/or processes that contribute to the global pattern

· explains in detail and evaluates the significance of the global topic for people 

· refers to regions or nations across different continents or hemispheres throughout their presentation

· shows insight in their analysis, for example by linking ideas in context.

For example [partial indicative extract]:

Poverty is significant for people because it directly affects the quality of their lives. Poverty is extremely significant because it affects the vast majority of people in the world. In 2008 the World Bank estimated that at least 80% of the world’s population were living on less than $US10 per day. In different parts of the world people experience poverty in various ways. In more economically developed countries, poverty is measured or perceived differently; for example, in New Zealand 22% of children are living in poverty, that is, in households with incomes below the 60% median income poverty line, after taking housing costs into account (Office of the Children’s Commissioner). Whereas, for less economically developed countries such as Nigeria, poverty can be defined as those living on less than $1.25 per day. In Nigeria poverty will mean people have limited or no access to health care, education, or adequate food. If there is limited access to health care, people will have lower life expectancy and may be more susceptible to diseases such as measles and malaria, which could be easily vaccinated against or treated with medicines. Every year there are 350–500 million cases of malaria, with 1 million fatalities. Africa accounts for 90% of malarial deaths and African children account for over 80% of malaria victims worldwide (2007 Human Development Report, United Nations Development Program). The five countries with the lowest life expectancies are all located in Africa, and include Swaziland, Mozambique, and Zambia. When people have limited access to education they will have higher rates of illiteracy. This means that people have no or limited participation in a range of activities such as employment and politics. In countries where there are low poverty rates, there are high rates of literacy. This indicates that the vast majority of the population have access to education. Some countries in Scandinavia have very high levels of literacy; for example, in Finland 100% of the population is literate and only 2% of the population is below the poverty line.
