Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Latin 91509. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.
Context/setting

This activity requires students to prepare a research dossier that analyses thoroughly the Roman attitude to slaves and slavery. They are to find 10 pieces of evidence from primary sources that illustrate the Roman view of slaves, as well as the related subjects of freedmen and manumission. 

You may choose the texts to study, but the following are recommended as useful primary sources of evidence:

· Pliny: Letters III. 14, V. 19, VIII. 16

· Cicero: Letters – to Tiro (selected), Letters – to Atticus (selected).

Non-literary evidence may also be studied.

Before using this resource, you will need to select or negotiate a context that will engage your students, work out exactly how the assessment will be applied to this context, create or finalise any student pages that are needed, and ensure that the assessment schedule aligns with the activity in its final form.

Each source should be annotated with a short paragraph in the student’s own words, evaluating what the source tells us about the Roman view of slaves. The dossier should include a concluding paragraph in which the student makes perceptive judgements about the Roman view of slaves based on the evidence discovered. Students will be assessed holistically on both the suitability of their evidence and on the analytical and evaluative quality of their annotations and conclusion.

Conditions

This assessment task will take place over three weeks of in-class and out-of-class time.

Students should conduct their research and analysis individually, although it may be useful to facilitate a class discussion about the general view of slaves and slavery and provide background secondary sources on Roman slavery for students to read.

Resource requirements
In addition to the recommended Latin texts for study, further resources may include classroom notes, grammar references, word lists, dictionaries, and material from the Internet, media, or libraries.

Student instructions 
Introduction
This assessment activity requires you to analyse the Roman view of slaves and slavery by preparing an annotated research dossier of primary-source evidence. You will use this evidence to draw perceptive conclusions about the Roman attitude to slavery (and related matters such as freedmen and manumission).

This assessment task will take place over three weeks of in-class and out-of-class time.

You will be assessed holistically on both the suitability of your evidence and on the analytical and evaluative quality of your annotations and conclusion.

Task

Find 10 pieces of evidence that illustrate Roman attitudes to slavery. Next to each item of evidence in the dossier, write a paragraph of 50–100 words, evaluating the information in the source about the Roman view of slaves.

The following texts are recommended as useful primary sources of evidence:

· Pliny: Letters III. 14, V. 19, VIII. 16

· Cicero: Letters – to Tiro (selected), Letters – to Atticus (selected).

All textual evidence should be presented in the original Latin, with an accurate and unambiguous English translation. All evidence should be properly referenced. The focus of the task is on exploring and drawing conclusions about the Roman viewpoint on slavery. 

Next, write a concluding paragraph in which you will use the evidence you have gathered to make perceptive judgments about the Roman attitude to slaves and slavery based on the evidence you discovered. Acknowledge the limitations of your evidence and analysis.

	The student has analysed a Roman viewpoint. To do this, the student has:

For example, the student includes the following quotation, translation, and paragraph:

“superbus alioqui dominus et saevus, et qui servisse patrem suum parum immo nimium meminisset”

“an altogether arrogant and cruel master, and who was too quick to forget his father had been a slave” Pliny Letters III. 14 1

Here, Pliny is being critical of Macedo’s normal behaviour towards his slaves and suggesting his cruelty towards them is hypocritical. In this way, we see that Pliny obviously believed that slaves were worthy of good treatment despite their lowly status and that ill treatment could often therefore lead to revolt.

· selected and referenced pieces of relevant evidence from previously studied and researched written and/or visual material

· applied linguistic and socio-cultural knowledge to extract and explore ideas about Roman attitudes to slaves and slavery

· expanded on particular selected points unambiguously in English 

· drawn reasoned conclusions about the Roman viewpoint on slaves and slavery. 

For example, the student includes the following quotation, translation, and paragraph:

“superbus alioqui dominus et saevus, et qui servisse patrem suum parum immo nimium meminisset ”

“an altogether arrogant and cruel master, and who was too quick to forget his father had been a slave” Pliny Letters III. 14 1

Here, Pliny is being critical of Macedo’s normal behaviour towards slaves, suggesting that his cruelty towards them is hypocritical given his father had been a slave. This is particularly inexcusable since it was very rare for the descendants of slaves to be allowed to reach the equestrian, let alone senatorial, class. 

Pliny is making a moral point here that Macedo’s contempt for slaves in his treatment of them and disregard for his own slave origins means that his murder at their hands is unfortunate but in some way justly deserved.

The examples above relate to only part of what is required, and are just indicative.


	The student has analysed a Roman viewpoint thoroughly. To do this, the student has:

· selected and referenced pieces of relevant evidence from previously studied and researched written and/or visual material

· applied linguistic and socio-cultural knowledge to extract and explore Roman attitudes to slaves and slavery

· expanded fully on particular selected points

· provided Latin quotations with accurate and unambiguous English translations

· drawn perceptive conclusions about the Roman viewpoint on slaves and slavery.

For example, the student includes the following quotation, translation, and paragraph:

“rem atrocem nec tantum epistula dignam Larcius Macedo vir praetorius a servis suis passus est, superbus alioqui dominus et saevus, et qui servisse patrem suum parum immo nimium meminisset”

“Larcius Macedo, a man of praetorian rank, has suffered a shocking crime (and one that merits more than a letter) at the hands of his own slaves, an altogether arrogant and cruel master, and who was too quick to forget his father had been a slave” Pliny Letters III. 14 1

In this extract, Pliny betrays his conflicting emotions upon learning of the murder of Macedo by his own slaves. Pliny makes clear his disgust by placing rem atrocem in an emphatic position at the opening of the letter. However, his mentioning of Macedo’s reputed cruelty towards his slaves is intended to give a reason for the incident, and Pliny makes a moral point that it is hypocritical for the son of a former slave to maltreat slaves.

Pliny’s sense of moral panic here mirrors the feelings of most upper-class Romans, since the standard punishment for such a crime was the execution of every slave in the household, to act as a firm deterrent. By acknowledging Macedo’s poor treatment of his slaves, Pliny suggests that the slaves may even have been justified, though he does not condone the act. The incident underlines Pliny’s belief both that good treatment of slaves was sensible and that harsh punishment for slave disobedience was necessary for public order.
