Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Dance 91590. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it. 

Context/setting 

This activity requires students to perform a rehearsed duet that incorporates the dance skills and dance partnering techniques of the modern waltz. The students will demonstrate an understanding of the specific relationship required when partnering the modern waltz, including fluency of leading and following, contact, weight support and dance connection. They will also demonstrate safe dance practice. 

Conditions 

Although the modern waltz duet requires the students to perform with another person, each student in the dance will be assessed individually.
Preparation for the assessment will take six weeks of in-class and out-of-class time. You may vary this according to your students’ ability.
The duet can be taught by an expert, or by you if you are confident with the ballroom modern waltz technique. You should provide students with opportunities to view either a live performance or DVD exemplars of a modern waltz performance.

Assessment will occur at a live performance of the dance. Students should observe the performance protocols for dance. The dance will be filmed for moderation purposes.
Costumes are not required. However, for assessment students need to be dressed appropriately for the genre or style of dance (for example, appropriate footwear where available).
The choreography will be guided by the ballroom modern waltz syllabus (www.istd.org) and should be appropriate to Level 8, PK strand of the curriculum.

Additional information 

Students should participate in workshops involving ballroom dance partnering techniques, particularly the basic modern waltz. It is recommended that students should spend some of their own time rehearsing and refining their dance. 

Students should produce a reflective journal that includes:

· the name of the choreographer or modern waltz tutor

· the title of the dance, if any

· the name of the accompanying music/sound (title, composer, performers)

· an explanation of the partner dance relationship and the techniques of the modern waltz
· research on the history and progression of the modern waltz.
This is a guide only; it may be changed to suit your own purposes. The journal will not be assessed, but will help clarify the students’ understanding of the modern waltz in relation to their individual contribution to their duet performance.

Student instructions 
Introduction
This assessment activity requires you to perform a modern waltz duet. Your performance will be at least two minutes long. As you rehearse and refine your dance, you will keep a reflective journal. The journal will not be assessed, but will help to clarify your understanding of the modern waltz in relation to your individual contribution to your duet performance. 
You will be assessed on how skilfully you perform the modern waltz duet. 
Preparation for the assessment task will take place over six weeks of in-class and out-of-class time.

Preparatory activity
Participate in workshops in ballroom dance partnering techniques, particularly the basic modern waltz. 

Task
Rehearse the waltz

Learn, rehearse, and refine a modern waltz duet with your partner in a series of rehearsals that will take place in-class and out-of-class over six weeks. Appropriate music (3/4 beat) will be provided by your teacher, or chosen by you and your partner in consultation with your teacher. 

Your performance of the dance needs to demonstrate use of the partnering techniques of the modern waltz, including fluency of leading and following, contact, weight support, and dance connection. You will need to project an emotional rapport and connectedness with your dance partner. 
In preparation for the presentation of the dance:
· rehearse and refine the technical requirements of modern waltz

· incorporate your individual interpretation of the dynamic and expressive qualities of the dance

· consider your projection to and appropriate connection with the audience and your partner
· learn, rehearse, and refine your individual and partnering roles

· rehearse and refine your dance in the performance space

· rehearse and refine your partner role using dance attire that you will wear for the performance.
As you rehearse and refine your dance, you will keep a reflective journal. Include in it:

· the name of the choreographer or modern waltz tutor

· the title of the dance, if any

· the name of the accompanying music/sound (title, composer, performers)

· an explanation of the partner dance relationship and the techniques of the modern waltz
· research on the history and progression of the modern waltz.
Perform the waltz
In consultation with your teacher, and prior to rehearsing, decide with your partner on your performance space.
See Resource A for advice on presenting your dance with competence and skill.

Perform your waltz formally using performance protocols for ballroom modern dance. The dance will be filmed for moderation purposes.
Resource A 
Performance protocols

· you should wear appropriate attire that supports your performance
· your duet should begin from a still position or make an entrance from outside the performance space
· your duet should have a clear ending and an appropriate exit from the performance space 
· you will be assessed on your full use of the dance space as appropriate to the modern waltz ballroom dance style. 
Performance guidance

Skilful execution of the technical requirements includes:

· accurate reproduction of movements and sequences 
· correct waltz technique including, for example, appropriate ‘rise and fall’ and stepping through the heel
· fluent control and skill in the execution of movements, including modern waltz footwork

· clear and eloquent picture lines, using correct body posture and alignment and position of your head

· 3/4 timing and rhythm sustained throughout the dance

· intuitive use of the whole performance space
· partnering skills that demonstrate: 

· the role of leading or following

· appropriate contact with partner, weight support, and balancing in dips throughout the performance
· the ability to work as a connected dance unit (two people dancing as one) 

· interpretation of the dynamic and expressive qualities of the modern waltz, such as:
· a sustained ability to convey an emotional connection and rapport with your dance partner

· the use of time and energy variations 
· the ability to remain completely ‘in the moment’ throughout the dance.

	The student has performed a duet dance.

· spatial awareness, by making appropriate use of performance space

· a mostly accurate sense of rhythm and musicality in 3/4 timing 
· maintained focus
· partnering skills, including:

· the ability to generally work as a connected dance unit with their partner 

· the ability to perform partnering weight support and balance safely
· some differentiation in expression, including facial expression, which communicates some of the emotive qualities of the dance

· some dynamic qualities, including:
· some energy changes within the dance that are interpreted

· some movement that is timed correctly to enhance the dynamic qualities. 
The examples above relate to only part of what is required, and are just indicative.


	The student has performed a duet dance competently.

To do this, they have performed a modern waltz that demonstrates:

· competent control of technique and body co-ordination, including:
· accurate reproduction of movements, sequences, and shapes 

· control in the execution of movements

· consistent modern waltz footwork

· a good sense of spatial awareness, using the entire dance space in the execution of their sequences

· a clear sense of rhythm and 3/4 timing and use of music for effect for dips and picture lines
· effective focus to support communication of dance ideas
· a full understanding of the principles of partnering, including:
· the ability to work as a connected unit with their partner
· the ability to lead or follow, which demonstrates a clear and controlled dance partnership 

· the ability to perform partnering weight support and balance safely
· interpretation of expression through some sense of role within the dance, including facial expression, which at times communicates the emotive qualities and relationship between dancers

· dynamic qualities during moments of the dance, including:

· energy changes within the dance that are interpreted and expressed
· movement that is timed precisely and correctly to enhance the dynamic qualities.
The examples above relate to only part of what is required, and are just indicative.


	The student has performed a duet dance skilfully.

To do this, they have performed a modern waltz that demonstrates:

· adept execution of technical requirements, body co-ordination and perceptive expressive interpretation, including:
· consistently accurate reproduction of movements, sequences, and shapes 

· fluent control and skill in the execution of movements

· accurate, consistent, and graceful modern waltz footwork 
· perceptive spatial awareness, using the entire performance space intuitively to gain attention from and connection to the audience
· an innate sense of rhythm and 3/4 timing and perceptive use of music accents in their dips and picture lines to enhance the entire performance 

· a full and intuitive understanding of the principles of partnering, including:
· the ability to consistently work as a connected dance unit 

· the ability to lead or follow, which demonstrates a fluent, connected dance partnership enhanced by a clear emotional rapport with their partner 
· the ability to perform partnering weight support and balance safely
· an insightful interpretation of expression through a sense of role within the dance, including:

· facial expression, which consistently communicates the emotive qualities

· a clear sense of role and relationship between the dancers

· skilful interpretation of the phrasing and flow of the dance:
· energy changes within the dance that are interpreted and clearly expressed
· movement that is consistently timed precisely and correctly to enhance the dynamic qualities.
· projection and connection with partner and audience, where appropriate.
The examples above relate to only part of what is required, and are just indicative.




Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
