Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource. 

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Te Reo Māori 91086. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

This resource has been provided in English to ensure that all students, including second-language learners, understand the instructions. If you feel that your students should have the instructions in Māori, you may provide them in Māori. 

Context/setting

This activity requires students to record evidence of their speaking in te reo Māori in a range of situations throughout the year, and to submit the three best pieces from their portfolio for assessment. 
At this level, students are required to give short talks in familiar contexts on familiar topics that relate to the past and present, and to initiate and sustain conversations in both formal and informal contexts. 
Conditions

At the beginning of the year it should be clearly explained to students that, over a set period of time (for example, terms 1–3) they are going to be given a variety of speaking opportunities, and that some of these will be recorded and will be filed in a digital portfolio. From this recorded body of evidence they will select the three best examples and submit them for assessment.

The students should be given a schedule of formal speaking opportunities. They should also be given clear guidance on success criteria.
Speaking opportunities may involve individuals, pairs, or small groups. Where two or more students are involved, all students need to make a worthwhile contribution, and contributions are assessed individually. In conversation-type situations, the participants don’t necessarily all have to be students – one could be, for example, a teacher, a parent, or a kaumātua. 

If feasible, students can be given opportunities to redo and re-record.
Depending on the nature of the speaking opportunity, students may use cue cards, pictures, props or other visual prompts to support their speaking, but they may not read their contribution. Reading does not count as evidence of speaking. 
Selection of evidence for final assessment should be made in consultation with the teacher.

· Video recording equipment 

· A data projector, if required by students.

Student instructions 
Introduction
This assessment activity requires you to gather recorded evidence over time of your ability to speak te reo Māori. 
You will keep this evidence in a digital portfolio. Later in the year, in consultation with your teacher, you will select the three best examples and submit them for assessment. 

At this level, it is expected that you will give short talks in familiar contexts on familiar topics that relate to the past and present, and to initiate and sustain conversations in both formal and informal contexts. 
Your teacher will explain the requirements of the standard. They will also give you feedback designed to help you improve your speaking.

Submit your selection of three recorded examples by <<teacher to enter date>>.
Task
Over the course of the year you will be given a variety of opportunities to speak te reo Māori and be recorded. Take up as many of these opportunities as you can.

For example, you could:
· participate in a conversation with one or more classmates
· engage in a phone conversation 
· present information on a selected topic
· give instructions to a group on how to do something or get somewhere
· tell a story with the help of visual aids
· give a report on an event you have been to, or an issue or current event
· talk about what is happening in a picture or photograph

· talk about your plans, hopes and intentions for the future

· talk about a funny or difficult situation that you have experienced

· role play a situation with your teacher or another student.
In some of these situations, you may speak in front of an audience (i.e. your class); in others, without an audience.
Depending on the nature of the opportunity, you may use pictures, props or other visual prompts to support your contribution. Cue cards are permitted. However, you must not read your contribution. If you do, you will not achieve the standard. 

When speaking, aim to:
· present your information and ideas in a logical sequence 
· communicate key information and ideas 
· develop your ideas, for example, by giving explanations, opinions, and/or examples 

· use language and vocabulary appropriate for level 6 of the curriculum 

· speak clearly and audibly with accurate pronunciation and fluency (includes stress, rhythm, and intonation)
· engage the listener.
In a conversation ensure you:

· participate actively
· clarify meaning where necessary

· encourage the involvement of the person you are speaking to

· use a range of interactive strategies such as using fillers, questions, agreeing, disagreeing and prompting.
On each occasion, ensure that you safely store the recording in your digital portfolio for later retrieval.

Selection and submission

In consultation with your teacher, select the three recordings in your digital portfolio that best demonstrate your capability in spoken te reo Māori. The three recordings should represent a range of different purposes, for example, a conversation, a story, and a report. Assessment will focus on quality not quantity, but to ensure that there is adequate evidence on which to base a judgement, your total personal contribution should be a minimum of three minutes in length. 
Submit the three selected recordings in the required format, together with any accompanying documentation that your teacher has requested.

· Some key ideas/opinions that are expressed are relevant to the topic.
· There is evidence of a range of vocabulary and structures, at the appropriate level.

· The student uses mostly correct pronunciation, stress, rhythm and intonation.

· Communication is achieved overall, although errors in language hinder understanding in places.
Indicative example:

I te 17 o Poutū-te-rangi i te tau 2012 ka tū te whakataetae o Polyfest i Manukau. I tae mai ngā kura tuarua o Tāmaki. 
	Kōrero kia whai kiko i te reo o tōna ao.
The student submits a collection of three recordings of spoken te reo Māori in which the student’s total personal contribution is at least three minutes. The recordings represent a range of different purposes.

· Most of the key ideas/opinions that are expressed are relevant to the topic.

· There is evidence of a range of vocabulary and language structures. 
· The student uses correct pronunciation, stress, rhythm and intonation.

· Communication is achieved overall; minor errors do not hinder understanding.

Indicative example:
Ia tau ka tū tēnei whakataetae whakahirahira. Ka tae mai te nuinga o ngā kura puta noa i Tāmaki whānui. Neke atu i te rima tekau mano ngā tāngata ka tae atu ki te whakataetae.
	Kōrero kia whai hua i te reo o tōna ao.
The student submits a collection of three recordings of spoken te reo Māori in which the student’s total personal contribution is at least three minutes. The recordings represent a range of different purposes.
· All the key ideas/opinions that are expressed are relevant to the topic and further described for understanding and detail.
· The range of vocabulary and language structures is extensive, and may include the appropriate use of kīwaha or whakataukī.
· The student confidently uses correct pronunciation, stress, rhythm and intonation. 
· Communication is confident, accurate and fluid.

Indicative example:

Ki ahau nei, kāore he mahi i tua atu i te kapa haka! Ahakoa he poto rawa te wā hei whakarite mō te whakataetae, kua kaha kē mātau ki te whakaharatau kia tū kaha i mua i te minenga. Waimarie tātau kua kaha kē ō mātau whānau ki te tautoko i a mātau kia whakarite mō te whakataetae.


Final grades will be decided using professional judgment based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
