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Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.
Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Making Music 91419. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it. 

Context/setting 

This activity requires students to compose original music for a school event. Students may choose to compose between one and three pieces based on this task design. The number of compositions students will compose should be negotiated with you before assessment begins.
Before using this resource, you will need to decide on an appropriate school event with your students. 

Conditions 

This assessment activity will take place over approximately 4-12 weeks of in-class and out-of-class time, depending on the number of compositions students will complete for this task. Students will either compose the music individually or work in groups of two to five. Collaborative work will be assessed individually. 

The assessment schedule can be adapted depending on whether students choose to compose one, two or three compositions for this task.
Resource requirements 

· Computer notation or sequencing software
· Musical instruments

· Access to audio recording equipment.

Student instructions 
Introduction 
This assessment activity requires you to compose original music for a school event. You may choose to complete one, two or three compositions based on this task. If you choose to compose one you will need to complete two further compositions based on other tasks set by your teacher. Similarly, if you choose to complete two compositions for this task you will need to complete one further composition to fulfil the requirements of the standard. 

Your final composition(s) should be substantial enough to reflect the credit weighting for this standard.
You will state your musical intention for your composition, make a visual representation of it, and submit it as an audio file. Visual representation of your composition should be detailed and appropriate to the genre of the music, e.g. in standard music notation or a lead sheet. Your audio file should be readable by a standard CD player or computer without specialised music software. 
You will be assessed on the extent to which you demonstrate impact, skill, and stylistic assurance and how well you realise the musical intentions you have for the piece.
You will be given 4-12 weeks of in-class and out-of-class time to complete your work, depending on whether you choose to compose one, two or three compositions.
Teacher note: You may wish to adjust the timeframe to meet the needs of your students.
Task 

In consultation with your teacher, choose an appropriate school event that you could compose music for. 

Possible occasions that would be suitable include:
· a rock band performance
· a student-produced scene in a drama, film, or dance production
· inter-school music competitions.
You may choose to compose the music individually, or you may work collaboratively in a group of between two and five students. It is essential that each member of the group submit an individual portfolio of work. You will be marked individually for this standard, and your final mark will be based on evidence of your own creative contribution to the original music.

If you are working in a group, keep a reflective log-book to provide a record of your ongoing involvement in the composition of your group piece. It will not be assessed, but your teacher will check it regularly. 

Think about how you intend the music to sound and what impact you want the music to have on the event and audience. This will help to determine the style and mood of your piece. 
Create a brief statement to include with your work that outlines your musical intentions.

Your composition should:

· show a credible and convincing correlation between the style and mood and the purpose you gave for writing it in your statement of intent

· capture, engage, and sustain the interest of the target audience 

· create and maintain a distinctive style by using musical elements and features accurately and confidently

· show skilful development and structuring of musical ideas by using a range of compositional techniques to achieve a sense of growth, direction, and coherency in the music 

· be represented accurately in a visual format appropriate to genre, e.g. standard music notation, a detailed lead sheet, tab with rhythmic indications, detailed graphic notation, a narrative description for electronic music, or a combination of these.

e.g. the music is in an appropriately bold, declamatory style and features loud dynamics, perfect fifths and octaves, brass, and percussion. The instruments in the concert band are used in different combinations, creating a variety of textures and suitable harmonies.

· demonstrated impact, skill, and stylistic assurance in the way they have developed and structured the piece:
e.g. the student uses techniques such as inversion, augmentation, diminution, imitation, sequence, and additive rhythm to shape the initial musical material and give a sense of coherence to the piece.

· presented the work in appropriate visual and audio formats:
e.g. the student presents an accurately notated score. The audio file is a recording of the concert band playing the piece.
The examples above relate to only part of what is required, and are just indicative.

To do this, they have:

· developed a statement outlining their musical intention:
e.g. the student’s musical intention is to create a fanfare as the opening piece in a programme of music performed by the school concert band at a music festival.

· composed original music that is well suited to the purposes outlined in the student’s statement of intent and is suitable for the event in terms of its style and mood:
e.g. the music is well suited to its stated purpose and captures the attention of the audience through its bold, declamatory style, manipulations of traditional fanfare-like intervals of the fifth and octave, and stylistic brass and percussion writing. 

· demonstrated impact, skill, and stylistic assurance in the way they have developed and structured musical elements and used appropriate composition tools to extend their ideas:
e.g. the student uses techniques such as inversion, augmentation, diminution, imitation, sequence, and additive rhythm to shape and extend musical material and give a sense of growth in the piece.

· presented the work visually in a way that clearly outlined the composer’s intentions appropriate to genre and provided an audio file that is a clear representation of the work:
e.g. the student presents a detailed score, clearly indicating performance directions. The audio file is a recording of the concert band playing the piece in a way consistent with how it is presented in the score. 
The examples above relate to only part of what is required, and are just indicative.


	The student has communicated musical intention convincingly by composing three original pieces of music. 
To do this, they have:

· developed a statement outlining their musical intention:
e.g. the student’s musical intention is to create a fanfare as the opening piece in a programme of music performed by the school concert band at a music festival.

· composed original music that is highly suitable for the purposes outlined in the student’s statement of intent and enhances the event, giving impact and character:
e.g. the music creates impact through the striking use of bold, declamatory musical language. Fanfare-like intervals of fifths and octaves are combined with other musical elements in creative new ways to sustain interest in the piece. 
· demonstrated assurance and flair consistently through skilful development and structuring of musical elements and features:
e.g. instruments are combined effectively to give textural variety and the full palate of tone-colour available is used, creating moments of contrast with the featured brass and percussion sections. The harmonic language of the piece progresses the music forward to a climax.

· presented the work visually in a way that is detailed, accurate, and appropriate to the genre and provided an audio file that is a clear representation of the work:
e.g. the student presents a highly detailed score, giving all necessary performance directions. The audio file is a recording of the concert band playing the piece in a way consistent with how it is presented in the score. 
The examples above relate to only part of what is required, and are just indicative.




This assessment schedule can be adapted for students who choose to compose only one composition for this task.
Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
