Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Te Reo Māori 91651. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it. 

This resource has been provided in English to ensure that all students, including second-language learners, understand the instructions. If you feel that your students should have the instructions in Māori, you may provide them in Māori.

Context/setting

This activity requires students to record evidence of their speaking in te reo Māori from a range of situations throughout the year, and to submit the three best recordings for assessment.

Conditions
A variety of tasks should be devised and assigned at various times during terms 1–3 so that students have ample opportunity to gather a body of evidence of their speaking skills. From this evidence they select their three best pieces and submit them for assessment. 
Students should demonstrate their skills across a range of contexts and for a range of purposes. 

Evidence can be collected through individual, pair or group activities as long as each student’s contribution is recorded and each student is assessed separately. Tasks should provide students with opportunities to achieve at all levels. Students should be shown how to label, date and log their work. 
As students complete speaking tasks, give them feedback so that they know what they are doing well and where they need to improve, but do not give them separate grades for individual tasks. In determining their final grade you must consider all three submitted pieces of evidence and make a holistic judgement against the standard. 

The emphasis is on how well students are able to communicate in te reo Māori.  Although a total time is suggested to ensure there is sufficient evidence to measure the quality of the spoken te reo, quality is more important than quantity.

Resource requirements 
Suitable video recording devices and a school computer. A tripod may also be needed.

Additional information

This standard is a speaking standard, so students must speak, not read, their contributions.
Nominate a suitable method of storing students’ spoken evidence, for example:

· in a named file in a teacher-managed environment, e.g. on the teacher’s laptop (or a suitable school computer) or Moodle page for digital entries

· in a named file in a student-managed digital portfolio application.
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Student instructions 
Introduction 
Tēnā koe e te ākonga.
This assessment activity requires you to record evidence of your speaking te reo Māori across a range of situations throughout the year, and to submit your three best recordings for assessment. 

Each speaking task will be based on a topic from the learning programme.

You will be assessed on how well you use spoken te reo Māori to communicate information, ideas, and opinions.  

Your speaking parts across the three recordings should total 5-6 minutes in length.

Your teacher may give you feedback to help you improve your speaking.

Task

Speaking opportunities

Your teacher will tell you which particular in-class speaking tasks you should record.  

Examples of tasks include:

· recounting events to inform, persuade or entertain

· initiating and sustaining a conversation 

· presenting information

· adapting information so it is suitable for different audiences (e.g. an account of an event that is suitable for children)
· expressing a point of view, giving reasons or supporting evidence

Props, notes/cue cards may be used if required. However, the standard cannot be met by reading.

Recording

Record your speaking. You could do this using a mobile phone with video recording capacity or the school/class video camera. Discuss options with your teacher.

Managing your portfolio

· Name and date each recording. You might need to set your phone, camera, or recording device so that this happens automatically.

· Keep a copy of each recording so it can potentially be included in your final submission.

Your teacher will tell you how recordings should be stored.

Submission for assessment

Select the three best pieces of evidence for submission. Your selection should show you can:

· communicate information, ideas and opinions relevant to the task and for a variety of purposes

· clearly sequence information, ideas and opinions so that your message is clear and your speaking flows
· use language and vocabulary at levels up to and including level 8 of Te Aho Arataki Marau mō te Ako i Te Reo Māori – Kura Auraki Curriculum Guidelines for Teaching and Learning Te Reo Māori in English-medium Schools: Years 1–13
· use appropriate visual language features (e.g. gesture, movement, eye contact) to support your speaking

· purposely select and use a range of spoken language features (e.g. metaphor, imagery, simile, personification, idiom, whakataukī and pepeha) to give your speaking impact

· use language appropriate to the purpose and audience
· develop ideas by adding comments, explanations, details and examples

· avoid inconsistencies that interfere with communication
· speak clearly and audibly with accurate pronunciation and fluency (includes stress, rhythm, and intonation).
You should have a total of 5-6 minutes of speaking across the three pieces of recorded evidence.

Taken across the three recordings, the student:
· uses te reo Māori in a way that is appropriate for the audience and the purpose

· communicates information/ideas that are relevant to the subject/theme

· makes appropriate use of language features such as metaphor, imagery, simile, personification, idiom, whakataukī and pepeha to support their communication
· supports their presentation by the use of appropriate body language such as actions, gestures, movements and intonation.

Communication is achieved overall, although understanding may be hindered in some places by inconsistencies.

The student submits a portfolio of three recorded pieces of spoken te reo Māori delivered for a range of purposes. 

The recorded evidence totals 5-6 minutes in length.

Taken across the three recordings, the student:
· uses te reo Māori with confidence to communicate ideas in a way that is appropriate for the audience and the purpose

· develops ideas, giving appropriate explanations and linking them logically to each other and the conclusion/climax

· makes appropriate use of language features such as metaphor, imagery, simile, personification, idiom, whakataukī and pepeha to enhance their communication
· enhances their presentation by the use of appropriate body language such as actions, gestures, movements and intonation

· captures the interest and attention of the audience.

Communication is achieved, and understanding is not significantly hindered by inconsistencies.

The student submits a portfolio of three recorded pieces of spoken te reo Māori delivered for a range of purposes. 

The recorded evidence totals 5-6 minutes in length.

Taken across the three recordings, the student:
· uses te reo Māori to effectively communicate ideas in a way that is appropriate for the audience and the purpose
· fully develops and logically structures their ideas, giving appropriate explanations and linking them logically to each other and the conclusion/climax
· uses language and language features such as metaphor, imagery, simile, personification, idiom, whakataukī and pepeha with flair and originality 

· delivers their presentation confidently and fluently, using appropriate body language such as actions, gestures, movements and intonation
· holds the full attention of the audience.

Communication is achieved, and understanding is not hindered by inconsistencies.

Hei tauira

He kōrero taki mō te hauora

Anei te āhuatanga ināianei. E ai ki te rangahau, neke atu i te rima tekau ōrau o ngā tāngata e momi paipa ana. Engari ko te hunga taitamariki kei te tino raru i tēnei momo āhuatanga. Mō ngā taitamariki Māori kua tāpara ngā Māori i ngā Pākehā ki te kai hikareti. Me mātua mōhio ngā taitamariki Māori katoa ki ērā tatauranga.
