Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Te Reo Māori 91654. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it. 
This resource has been provided in English to ensure that all students, including second-language learners, understand the instructions. If you feel that your students should have the instructions in Māori, you may provide them in Māori.

Context/setting 

This activity requires students to develop a portfolio of crafted writing in te reo Māori. From this portfolio they select 3 pieces to submit for assessment. 

The contexts for the writing may be regional, national or international. They should arise out of and draw on the programme of learning. 
Together, the submitted pieces should total approximately 750 words.

Conditions

Although students will not select texts for assessment until near the end of the year, they should begin their crafted writing as early as term 1.

The writing tasks you give the students should provide opportunities for them to demonstrate language use across a range of contexts and for a range of purposes and should enable achievement at all levels. Writing can be done in both free (spontaneous) and controlled (prepared) situations.
Because the standard calls for crafted writing, it is expected that students will come back to, and refine their drafts over time. Indeed, the various drafts are necessary evidence of the crafting process.
All writing, including drafts, should be signed and dated.

If a student changes schools during the school year, they can take their portfolio with them.

If students wish to include extracts from external sources they must acknowledge the sources. Extracts are not to be included in the word count, nor are they to be considered when determining the student’s final grade.

Give your students feedback throughout the year so that they can improve their writing and submit pieces that best show their capabilities. With guidance, they can also learn to critique each other’s work. 

The three pieces are not to be graded separately, rather they form a single body of evidence which provides the basis for a holistic judgement.

To attain Achieved, Achieved with Merit, or Achieved with Excellence, students need to show that they can work consciously and reasonably consistently at that level, rather than accidentally and occasionally.

Additional information 

Nominate a suitable method of storing student work, for example:

· in a named file in a teacher-managed environment, e.g. the teacher’s laptop (or suitable school computer) or Moodle page

· in a named file in a student-managed digital portfolio tool such as a class Mahara (https://mahara.org/) or Google Docs.
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Student instructions 
Introduction 
Tēnā koe e te ākonga.
This assessment activity requires you to create over time a portfolio of crafted writing in te reo Māori. The writing will be for different purposes and of different text types.
As you develop your portfolio, your teacher will give you feedback on your writing. You may also have opportunity for peer/class discussions to review or plan writing.
From time to time you should revisit your earlier work and further refine (craft) it. Name, date and keep all versions of each piece as evidence of the crafting process.
Towards the end of the year you will select the best 3 pieces of writing from your portfolio and submit them for assessment. The combined length of the selected pieces will be at least 750 words.
Task
Throughout the year, you will have various opportunities in class to craft pieces of writing in te reo Māori. 
Crafting involves planning, drafting, reworking, and editing writing to create text that is relevant for the purpose and audience and in keeping with the text type (type of writing). 
The writing you do will be based on topics and language that you are studying at the time and will include a variety of text types for a range of purposes. 

text types include reports, narratives, instructions, persuasive texts, explanations (on why and how things happen), biography, personal responses, descriptions, etc.

purposes of writing include to entertain, to argue, to inform, to explain, to express a personal point of view, to provoke, to review, to recount, etc.

Keep all versions (draft and finished) of your writing in a portfolio.

Teacher note: Add details here on process. For example, you may want students to handwrite their various drafts and file them in folders that you will keep. If you plan to use computers, you will need to specify a process by which drafts are filed systematically and kept secure until retrieved for another in-class writing period.

In your writing, you should aim to:

· link all ideas coherently

· develop ideas by adding comments, explanations, details and examples appropriate to the purpose and text type 

· use a variety of language structures
· follow writing conventions (grammar, paragraphing, spelling and punctuation)

· use appropriate language features (e.g. metaphor, imagery, simile, personification, idiom, whakataukī and pepeha)

· use language and vocabulary up to and including level 8 of Te Aho Arataki Marau mō te Ako i Te Reo Māori – Kura Auraki Curriculum Guidelines for Teaching and Learning Te Reo Māori in English-medium Schools: Years 1–13
· avoid inconsistencies that interfere with communication.

All work must be your own.
For assessment purposes, submit the 3 pieces that you think best demonstrate your ability to produce crafted, finished writing for a purpose.

Communication is achieved overall, although understanding may be hindered in some places by inconsistencies.

· The student selects and uses in a deliberate and controlled manner a range of language features (e.g. metaphor, imagery, simile, personification, idiom, whakataukī and pepeha) that are appropriate for the purpose and audience.
· Ideas are developed through the use of explanation, addition of relevant details or examples, or by the making of connections.
· The student uses appropriate vocabulary and language features up to and including level 8 of the Curriculum for Teaching and Learning Te Reo Māori in English-medium schools.

Communication is achieved, and understanding is not significantly hindered by inconsistencies.

· The student confidently and successfully selects and uses a range of language features (e.g. metaphor, imagery, simile, personification, idiom, whakataukī and pepeha) that are appropriate for the purpose and audience to create a desired effect and command attention.
· The student’s writing shows sustained development of ideas through the use of explanation, addition of relevant details or examples, or by the making of connections.
· The student uses appropriate vocabulary and language features up to and including level 8 of the Curriculum for Teaching and Learning Te Reo Māori in English-medium schools.
Communication is achieved, and understanding is not hindered by inconsistencies.
