Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Dance 90002. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Teachers are encouraged to adapt the activity to reflect the requirements of the actual dance sequences students have learnt and the assessment conditions of the specific school facilities. 

Context/setting

This assessment resource requires students to perform dance sequences from three different genres. Alternatives to using three different genres could include three different dances from the same genre (for example, three different contemporary dances) or three different styles of dance from one genre (for example, a poi dance, an action song, and a haka).

Conditions

This activity requires an ongoing collection of evidence approach over the three dance sequences. Students receive an indicative grade only for each sequence. The final grade judgment will be based on the overall weight of evidence across the best two sequences. 

Resource requirements

A video camera to record the work for formative feedback, moderation, and archival purposes.
Additional information

Costumes are not required but you may wish to specify appropriate clothing that will assist students to clearly show their movements and/or support and enhance the expression of the genre being performed.

Ideally, the video will capture the dancer/s in this space without camera movement.

The dance sequence may be choreographed by you, a guest choreographer, a student, or a group of students.

You will need to provide additional detail and modify the tasks outlined here to suit the specific dance sequence that has been taught to the students.

The context of one of these genres of dance may also be used to teach towards AS90005: Demonstrate knowledge of a dance genre or style.

Student instructions

Introduction

This activity requires you to perform three different dance sequences, each from a different genre of dance.

You will be assessed on your ability to perform these dance sequences with clarity, control, and accuracy. You will not receive a grade for each sequence. The final grade judgement will be based on the overall weight of evidence across two of the three sequences. 
Task

Perform each of the three following dance sequences.

Each sequence must be at least 45 seconds long. 
Aim to make movements clear, controlled and accurate, and show that your sequence has been well rehearsed. 

You will be given time in class to rehearse the sequence. 

Appropriate clothing to be worn for each performance is described in each sequence brief. 

Your performances will take place within normal class time in a designated performance space. 

Your performances will be videotaped.

See Student Resource A for further guidance about the requirements of each dance sequence. 

The three dance sequences

Waiata-ā-ringa

You will perform a Māori waiata-ā-ringa that has been taught to you by a student from Year 13. 

This waiata-ā-ringa is normally performed to welcome visitors and will require you to sing a waiata to accompany your movements. Although you will be expected to sing the waiata accurately and with clarity and volume, the quality of your singing will not be assessed.

You will perform the waiata-ā-ringa in half class groupings, but you will be assessed as an individual.
African Gumboot Dance

You will perform a gumboot dance sequence choreographed by you and your teacher. 

The complete work will be 1½ minutes long and will be performed by the whole class.  

The intention of the piece is to convey enjoyment, and to emphasise the rhythm through the sounds you produce with your feet, claps and slaps, and the rhythms you communicate with your voice.

There will be no musical accompaniment to this piece, so the percussive sounds that you make with your feet and body and the use of your voice will be important.

You will perform as a whole class with each row having a turn to perform at the front.
Bharata Natyam

You will perform a Bharata Natyam dance sequence, choreographed by a guest tutor from the community.

The sequence will include a variety of movements, shapes, and rhythms from this genre of Indian classical dance, and it will be at least 45 seconds long. 

The intention of the sequence is to convey the spiritual and story-telling aspects of the style using traditional hand and foot movements. 

The sequence will include an opening dance prayer acknowledging the earth, audience, and gods. 

The musical accompaniment will be pre-recorded music. The live percussion produced by your performance of traditional foot rhythms will enhance this.

You will perform in groups of three, but you will be assessed as an individual. 
Student Resource A: Further guidance

Waiata-ā-ringa

It is important in this dance genre/style to show that you are part of a unified group and to show the meaning and/or purpose of the waiata-ā-ringa through your gestures. 

Your performance will need to clearly demonstrate that you have rehearsed and remembered the waiata-ā-ringa. 

You should aim to make your movements clear and show control and accuracy in the following aspects:

· takahia – maintaining the underlying beat with takahia and other foot movements

· wiri/vibrating hand movements – maintaining this movement

· movements and gestures – performing them clearly, precisely, and the correct size

· timing – movements in time with the waiata and other group members 

· singing while moving

· focus – eyes directed out towards the front or following the gestures during the performance

· firmly held stillness at the beginning and end of the performance

· maintaining strong performance energy.

You will perform this waiata-ā-ringa twice, in half-class groups in two rows. Each row will have a turn at being at the front.

Females will wear skirts and tops; males will wear pants and shirts.

No shoes or socks are to be worn.

African Gumboot Dance

One of the important aspects of this style is the uniformity of movement. Attention to detail is important. You must remember and be able to perform the dance yourself without relying on looking at others for cues. Your performance should be clear, accurate, and controlled.

Your movements will need to be clear and you will need to show control and accuracy of the following features:

· uniform and accurate foot movements

· grounded stance with bent knees

· emphasis on strong percussion, for example, clapping, stomping, slapping

· rhythmic ostinato pattern maintained with your voice

· strong sense of rhythm and accurate timing

· focus generally up and out

· a very energised performance.

In the first section you will also focus in turn on the dancers on either side of you as you attempt to outdo their performance (as rehearsed).

You will wear gumboots or other heavy boots or shoes, jeans/overalls with T-shirts, and a bandana to help express the style of the dance.
Bharata Natyam

Attention to detail of your hands, face, and feet is important. Feet, hands, and eyes need to be shown clearly.

Your movements will need to be clear and you will need to show control and accuracy of the following features:

· clear and well-defined hand gestures and shapes 

· correct postural stance, i.e. an upright back, grounded bent legs, relaxed feet

· foot rhythms, at two different speeds

· co-ordinated flow and agility of the face, hands, body alignment, and foot rhythms

· horizontal and vertical movements of the eyes without moving the head, to enhance the story-telling aspects of the dance

· calm, composed concentration should be shown during the slow moments; bright and alert concentration during the fast moments.

You will perform in dance gear (loose clothing) and bare feet.

	The student recalls and reproduces two or more dance sequences.
For example:

In performing a Waiata-ā-ringa of at least 45 seconds, the student demonstrates the following:
· takahia is performed some of the time

· movements and gestures may lack clarity or appropriate size

· wiri may not be sustained

· timing may sometimes be unsynchronised 

· singing while moving may not be consistent

· eyes are generally focused, but wander occasionally to other performers.

In performing an African Gumboot Dance of at least 45 seconds, without music, the student demonstrates the following:
· stamping and other foot movements may sometimes lack clarity or appropriate size

· grounded stance with bent knees may not be evident all of the time

· percussive movements, e.g. clapping, stomping, and slapping may lack strength or sharpness

· movements and rhythms may be unsynchronised with other group members some of the time

· the dancer may need to watch others for cues. 

In performing a Bharata Natyam sequence of at least 45 seconds duration, the student demonstrates the following:
· hand gestures may lack clarity or the appropriate size 

· appropriate posture is demonstrated sometimes 

· foot rhythms may lack accuracy in performing the two speeds

· an overall sense of flow of movements may be lacking

· horizontal and vertical movements of the eyes may be demonstrated but not always without head movement.
	The student recalls and reproduces two or more dance sequences, which exhibit one or more of:

· clear shapes and movements

· appropriate size of movement

· concentration on the task (e.g. maintaining composure).

For example:

In performing a Waiata-ā-ringa of at least 45 seconds, the student demonstrates the following:

· takahia is maintained most of the time 

· movements and gestures are generally clear and controlled 

· wiri is sustained most of the time
· timing is generally accurate

· singing while moving is generally consistent

· eyes are directed out towards the front or following the gestures

· stillness is held at the beginning and end of the performance.

In performing an African Gumboot Dance of at least 45 seconds, without music, the student demonstrates the following:
· stamping and other foot movements are generally clear

· a grounded stance with bent knees is usually evident

· percussive movements, e.g. clapping, stomping, and slapping are generally strong and sharp

· movements and rhythms are synchronised with other group members most of the time

· timing is mostly accurate

· concentration is shown, e.g. the dancer can perform without needing to watch others.

In performing a Bharata Natyam sequence of at least 45 seconds duration, the student demonstrates the following: 
· hand gestures are clear and mostly accurate

· appropriate posture is mostly maintained 

· foot rhythms are clear in two different speeds 

· an overall sense of flow of movements is evident

· horizontal and vertical movements of the eyes are accurate and mostly without head movement 

· contrast between calm versus bright and alert is evident.
	The student recalls and reproduces two or more dance sequences, which exhibit one or more of:

· clear shapes and movements

· appropriate size of movement

· concentration on the task (e.g. maintaining composure)

and one or more of:

· appropriate posture

· skilled use of weight shifts and balance

· accurate use of space and timing

· appropriate energy.

For example: 

In performing a Waiata-ā-ringa of at least 45 seconds, the student demonstrates the following:

· takahia is consistently maintained

· movements, and gestures are always clear and controlled and performed with appropriate strength and flow 

· wiri is sustained

· timing is accurate 

· singing while moving is consistently maintained

· eyes are confidently directed out towards the front or following the gestures throughout

· stillness is firmly held at the beginning and end of the performance

· performance energy is strong.

In performing an African Gumboot Dance of at least 45 seconds, without music, the student demonstrates the following:

· stamping and other foot movements are strong, clear, and accurate

· a grounded stance with bent knees is evident throughout the dance

· percussive movements, e.g. clapping, stomping, and slapping are consistently strong, sharp, and performed with energy

· movements are consistently in time with other members in the group

· a strong sense of rhythm is evident throughout

· focus is consistently up and out; in the first section the focus includes the dancers on either side. 

In performing a Bharata Natyam sequence of at least 45 seconds duration, the student demonstrates the following:

· hand gestures are consistently clear and accurate

· appropriate posture is accurately maintained 

· foot rhythms are clear with correct use of spatial, timing, and dynamic elements in two different speeds 

· use of feet, hands, and rhythms coordinate to produce a sense of flow
· horizontal and vertical movements of the eyes are accurate, without head movement and used consistently

· strong contrast between calm, concentrated versus bright and alert is evident.


Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
