Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Dance 90859. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it. 

Context/Setting

This achievement standard requires students to perform in a choreographed group dance work (based on kowhaiwhai patterns) called Kowhaiwhai. It is intended that you and the students will collaborate to create this dance.

Conditions

Each student must be actively dancing for 1–2 minutes and must demonstrate the ensemble skills particular to this dance. The dance will require students to learn a variety of sequences representing kowhaiwhai patterns, which will be combined to make the dance. The students will also be invited to contribute their ideas and to make sections of the dance in small groups.

Material for this dance could be drawn from student choreography for AS90858 Compose dance sequences for given briefs and woven together by you.

You will need to ensure that all students have an equal opportunity to achieve at every level, even though they may be performing a variety of roles.

Resource requirements

A student instruction sheet that includes a description of the performance requirements and assessment information.

A video camera to record work for formative feedback and moderation purposes.

Student instructions

Introduction

This activity requires you to learn and perform a contemporary dance to demonstrate your ensemble skills. 

You will perform as a member of a whole class group for 1–2 minutes and you will be assessed on your individual performance. 

You will be assessed on your ability to:

· maintain spatial awareness (for example, formations)
· support the group focus
· maintain accurate timing with the accompaniment and other dancers (for example, unison)
· show sensitivity in performer interactions (for example, relationships)
· support the communication of the dance.
Task

You will perform a dance called Kowhaiwhai, based on interpretations of traditional kowhaiwhai patterns.

The idea of the dance is to show kowhaiwhai patterns through movement and to communicate figurative and emotional ideas related to some of the designs.

Your teacher will teach you some of the phrases of the dance. You and other students will work together to construct other sections of the dance. You will vary some of the phrases you have been taught and will develop new movements from doing structured improvisation and individual and group exploration related to kowhaiwhai designs. 

Your teacher will guide this process and structure the material the class has developed into a finished dance.

The dance will include large group, trio, and solo sections that overlap to communicate the overlapping nature of the kowhaiwhai designs. 

The dance will be fast paced and you will need high energy to perform the dance.

You will need to aim to use your ensemble skills to show clarity, accuracy, and control of the following:

· awareness of other performers and coordination of your movements with others in your group (for example, timing, pathways and formations)

· precise and accurately timed unison work

· smoothness of entrances and exits; matching the entry run with the group exiting

· consistent focus on the patterns being formed in the space

· support for the communication of ideas about the kowhaiwhai patterns

· strong performance energy.

Rehearsals will take place in class sessions, but once you have learnt your role, you could spend extra time out of class to think about the dance and practise to improve your performance. 

Your teacher will provide the music for the performance.

At various times during the rehearsal process you will be videotaped to allow you to observe and gather feedback about your performance.

The assessed performance will be in the dance room with the curtained mirrors in front.

In the performance, the student:

· recalls and reproduces the dance as required by the choreography and dance style 

· usually maintains accurately timed unison movements 

· mostly makes smooth entrances and exits that match with the group entering or exiting

· shows awareness of other performers and coordinates movements with others most of the time, e.g. timing, pathways, and formations 

· performs clear movements representing kowhaiwhai patterns 

· shows appropriate focus most of the time 

· shows performance energy some of the time.
	The student performs as a member of an ensemble (group) presenting Kowhaiwhai, a 1–2 minute dance based on kowhaiwhai designs.

In the performance, the student:

· recalls and reproduces the dance as required by the choreography and dance style 

· maintains accurately timed unison movements 

· makes smooth entrances and exits that match with other groups entering or exiting

· shows awareness of other performers and coordinates movements with others accurately and mostly consistently, e.g. timing, pathways, and formations 

· performs clear, clean, and strong movements representing kowhaiwhai patterns 

· shows appropriate focus

· shows strong performance energy throughout.




Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
