Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are designed to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource. 

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Art History 91017. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Context/Setting

This activity requires students to annotate two art works you select, linking the works with the contexts in which they were made. 

Possible contexts include social, historical, cultural, geographical, environmental, economic, political, religious, artistic (e.g. art historical, art movement), gender, class, philosophical. For example, art works produced in a context of political protest could include Picasso’s Guernica, Pat Hanly’s No Nuclear Fire for Amber, or Emare Karaka’s Race Relations Triptych. 

Students can present their annotations on paper or in a computer-assisted presentation, such as a PowerPoint presentation. 

You may wish to adapt this activity to require students to make their own selections. 

Conditions

This assessment will take place over 3 weeks of in- and out-of-class time. Students will work individually on this activity.

Resource requirements

Provide students with coloured copies of the selected art works, in sizes appropriate for annotation.

Additional information

Students could complete this activity independently at times when specific themes or topics are the focus of study. 

Art works selected for this task can derive from different contexts or can focus on different aspects of a single context.

Selected art works could illustrate aspects of a particular cultural context. The context chosen may expand an art history programme or knowledge of an art movement. 

It is advisable for students to complete this activity for one art work as a class activity, before they begin their assessment, so that they can become familiar with the process and content required.

Student instructions

Introduction

This activity requires you to describe the contexts for two art works and explain the links between the art works and their contexts. 

Your teacher will provide images of each of the art works and titles for their contexts, (for example, political, historical, artistic).

You will present your findings through an annotated image of each work, or in a computer-assisted presentation.

You will complete this assessment individually over 3 weeks of in- and out-of-class time.

Teacher note: Give students a specific deadline.

Task

Research each of the two art works to find out:

· how each work fits the contextual theme you have been given, for example the political climate of the time

· details of the specific context for each work, for example the escalation of nuclear arms or land confiscation 

· how each work reflects its context.

Place a copy of each art work in the centre of an A4 sheet of paper, leaving room around the image for annotation, or prepare a computer-assisted presentation of the art work that can be annotated.

Describe the context(s) for each art work.

Annotate each art work, explaining the links between features of the art work and its context(s).

	The student demonstrates understanding of the links between context(s) and at least two art works by describing context(s) relevant to the art works and identifying links between context(s) and each art work.

For example, a student may write:

Picasso: Guernica

Guernica was a small ancient town in the Basque area of Spain. During the Spanish Civil War, that area was associated with the Republicans who were fighting the Nationalist forces.

Germany supported the Nationalists. In 1937, German planes bombed the town until it was destroyed. 

Pablo Picasso, who was Spanish, painted the work as a response to this event. The painting shows the effect on the town and people of the bombing.
	The student demonstrates informed understanding of the links between context(s) and at least two art works by using evidence from each of two art works to support their descriptions. 

For example, a student may write:
There are flames from the top of a building on the right-hand side and the bull’s horns on the left also look like flames – this shows the burning of the town from the bombing.

This picture is very crowded – people and animals fitted into shallow space so that if feels like panic and confusion.

The painting is Cubist so forms are sometimes confusing – like the mixed-up ones in the lighter triangle in the middle. It would have been confusing when the bombing was happening.
	The student demonstrates in-depth understanding of the links between context(s) and at least two art works by explaining the links between context(s) and each art work using supporting evidence. 

For example, a student may write:

Everything is broken up into pieces – the soldier lying on the ground and his sword, and we often see only pieces of people and buildings. This shows the huge destruction of the attack.

On both sides of the work there are people with their heads thrown back as though they are screaming – one is holding a dead baby. Some of their tongues are like daggers which could also mean they are screaming.

The painting is in black and white and grey as though all the colour (life?) has gone from Guernica.


Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
