Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Art History 91018. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Context/setting

This activity requires students to produce wall charts about two works of art, with annotations explaining the media and methods used by the artists. 

Make sure there is specific focus on media and process during class discussion of art works to help students build confidence and vocabulary for their work.

Students’ knowledge about the media and methods used by artists will come from a variety of sources, including knowledge gained through analyses of media and processes in class.

This activity can focus on works you select. These might include, for example:

· an illumination from a medieval manuscript, e.g. the Wilton Triptych

· whakairo

· a painting by Vincent Van Gogh

· a digital work by Lisa Reihana.

Alternatively, it can focus on works selected by the student from within a particular range defined by the teacher, such as art from different cultures, protest art, or New Zealand landscapes.

Students work in groups to research and record information about different art media and methods from knowledge they have developed through learning experiences such as: class discussions; artists’ talks; gallery, marae and art-site visits; their own research. 

Their work can be recorded on a wiki, forum or Google document on the school intranet.

Conditions

The assessment will take place throughout a year, or over a specified period, such as three weeks of in-class and out-of-class time.

Additional information

Students could present their responses as written reports or visual reports, or in a combination of written/oral/visual formats.

During the information-gathering phase, each group could be given a different art work, with supporting material listing sources of information. Students could use a template to guide them through the range of information they need to record.

The responses could be collected on a range of specific dates spread through the year, rather than all at the same time. 

Material produced as part of the information gathering could be displayed as wall charts or on the intranet so that students can access it later as required.

Student instructions 

Introduction

This assessment activity requires you to create wall charts that demonstrate your knowledge of the media and the methods used to produce two different art works. The charts are intended as resources for art history students.

You will work collaboratively with a group to gather information and independently to create your own wall charts. 

This assessment will take place throughout the year, using both in-class and out-of-class time. 

Teacher note: Adapt these conditions to suit your context. For example, you might set a specific time period, such as four weeks.

Task

Information gathering

Working in a small group, research and record information about an art work selected by the teacher. 

Open a new wiki, forum, or Google document on your school intranet, with the name of the art work. Research and record the information, under the following headings, supporting any points you make with specific examples:

· the name of the work

· the name of the artist

· the date the work was created

· a detailed account of the medium/media used, including relevant information on the media. Include, for example, the special qualities of the medium/media that account for the artist’s use of them 

· A clear explanation of the steps the artist has gone through in the process of creating the work.
Swap your work with that of other groups and add more information where you can to their work, while they do the same to yours.

Check your work against the criteria for Art History AS91018 to ensure that you have provided sufficient evidence to succeed in this activity.

Share your information about useful resources for this task with the class.

Presentation

Working independently, create a wall chart for each of the two art works selected or approved by your teacher. For each wall chart:

· place an image of the work in the centre of an A3 sheet of paper

· at the top of the page, write the name of the art work, the artist who made it, the medium/media used and the date it was made

· in boxes around the image, write explanations of the medium/media used and the methods used to make the art work. You may use annotated drawings and diagrams to help you do this

· at the bottom of the page, use a series of numbered boxes to show the sequence of steps used to make the art works.

	The student demonstrates knowledge of media and methods used to produce at least two art works, by describing the media and methods used in each work of art.

(Notes: Methods need not include preliminary drawings, or pre-production planning, or preliminary preparation of materials.)

For example, the student may write:

Media:

Painting – Jackson Pollock – Blue Poles, 1952

Enamel and aluminium paint with glass on canvas

Method:

Pollock put the bare canvas on the floor and moved around the canvas flicking and splattering paint using dried up paintbrushes and sticks.

He used one colour at a time.

In this work the dark ‘poles’ were added last using pieces of timber.

He put the canvas on a stretcher at the end when he decided which was the top.
	The student demonstrates informed knowledge of media and methods used to produce at least two art works, by describing in detail the media and methods used in each work of art.

For example, the student may write:

Media:

Painting – Jackson Pollock – Blue Poles, 1952

Enamel and aluminium paint on unstretched canvas, broken glass fragments.

Method:

Pollock lay the canvas on the floor without doing any drawing first.

He moved around the canvas, flicking and splattering paint using dried up paintbrushes and sticks. He sometimes used a turkey baster to splatter the paint. In some places the paint is thinned and poured. He used one colour at a time.

For example, the student may write:

Media:

Painting – Jackson Pollock – Blue Poles, 1952

Enamel and aluminium paint on unstretched canvas, broken glass fragments.

Method: 

Pollock lay the canvas on the floor without doing any drawing first.

He moved around the canvas, flicking and splattering paint using dried up paintbrushes and sticks. He sometimes used a turkey baster to splatter the paint. In some places the paint is thinned and poured. He used one colour at a time.

The dark “poles” in this work have been painted last by dipping pieces of timber in blue paint and pressing them onto the surface.

The broken glass in the work fell in during the painting process. He put the canvas on a stretcher at the end when he decided which was the top.

When the painting is stretched at the end, it goes on around the edge. The acrylic paint can be thickened and thinned so that is can be poured or splattered quickly or slowly and the lines will be thicker or thinner too.

Acrylic dries fast so he could add other layers of paint in the same session without them bleeding into each other.

Also, as it dries quickly, the different colours can build up like a web on the surface.


Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
