Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are designed to ensure that teachers can carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Art History 91018. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Context/setting

This activity is not ready to use. It provides a clearly structured framework for assessing whether a student’s skills and understanding meet the specified standard, a sample context and suggestions for other contexts that might be appropriate, and an assessment schedule. 

Before using it, you will need to select or negotiate a context that will engage your students, decide how the framework will be applied to this context, create or adapt any student pages that are needed, and ensure that the assessment schedule aligns with the activity in its final form.

The group task, which is not assessed, requires students to draw on their knowledge of different art media and methods, which they have developed through learning experiences such as class discussions, artists’ talks, gallery and art site visits, and their own research. It also requires them to gather specific information on a field trip. Virtual field trips can be made where physical ones are not possible.

The individual task, which is assessed, requires students to demonstrate their knowledge of the art media and methods used to produce art works by creating a presentation in a particular format, for example, an essay, a brochure, a video documentary, a set of gallery wall texts, or a speech.

For example, students could create a map showing the location of public art works in a particular city and describing them. The map could be one of their own design or it could be a Google map (maps.google.com). Google maps can be uploaded onto the Internet and can then be downloaded as a podcast by, for example, someone wishing to know about Wellington art works. These maps provide the opportunity to create a map that includes work by more than one student and that can be easily shared with others.

The presentation should be intended for a specific purpose (for example, for a city walking tour encompassing a variety of types of art and providing details about them). Students and/or the teacher will decide the specific theme or purpose for the presentation.

Students will work individually on the assessment task, over three weeks of in-class and out-of-class time.

Student instructions

Introduction

This assessment activity requires you to research and create presentations that explain the media and methods used in two public art works, each of which has been produced in different media. 

The activity incorporates a field trip and a mixture of in-class and out-of-class time, completed over a four-week period. 

You will work with a group to gather information but you will complete your presentation independently.

Task

Information gathering

You will make a field trip to visit a range of public art works in a variety of media. 

Teacher note: Provide further specific details, such as: “We will make a field trip to the central business district of Wellington …”

During your site visit, work in groups to make notes on each art work. Record: 

· the titles and dates of each art work

· the address of the place where each art work is sited

· details of each artist

· information from discussions, observations, texts, and explanatory plaques on the work and on the media and methods used to make it

· details of the media is which the work was created

· details of the work’s appearance, for example, its texture

· an image or photograph of the work. 

Presentation

Working individually, choose two works of art and create a presentation in which you explain the media and methods used to produce them. 

Teacher note: Provide further specific details about the presentation you require, such as: “Present your information in the form of a map for visitors to Wellington. Create a basic map of Wellington online by going to Google Maps: http://maps.google.com/.” 

You could require students to produce your map in other formats, such as a chart to be hung on a wall or a page to be folded within a brochure.

As you create your presentation, imagine that it will be consulted by people looking for knowledgeable information about the art works.

Each art work must be in a different medium from the other works. 

Include in your presentation, an image of each art work and detailed information about each, under the following headings:

· title

· name of artist

· date completed

· address of the place where the art work is sited

· explanations of the medium/media used 

· explanations of the methods used.

For example, the student may write:

Neil Dawson Ferns 1998

Media: Aluminium sheets 3mm thick, stainless steel cables, metallic paint.

Method: Dawson tried out the idea by gluing a picture of a ball onto a photograph of Civic Square to see how it would look. Then he developed the design and made a small one first.

Eleven fern shapes were cut by machine from aluminium sheets 3mm thick. 

The fern shapes were painted using a car-painting system – the outside and the edges are painted metallic silver and the inside is painted gold. 

The ferns were then formed over a wooden mould into a ball shape and welded together. 

The ball was then suspended outside the City Gallery using 8 stainless steel cables.
	The student demonstrates in-depth knowledge of media and methods used to produce at least two art works, by explaining the media and methods used to produce each art work. The student discusses art works that each use a different medium or media.

For example, the student may write:

Neil Dawson Ferns 1998

Media: Aluminium sheets 3mm thick, stainless steel cables, metallic paint.

Method: Dawson tried out the idea by gluing a picture of a ball onto a photograph of Civic Square to see how it would look. Then he developed the design and made a small one first.

Eleven fern shapes were cut by machine from aluminium sheets 3mm thick. Aluminium can be shaped into many forms and will not rust.

The fern shapes were painted using a car-painting system – the outside and the edges are painted metallic silver and the inside is painted gold. It catches the light anyway because it is metal, but the painting makes it do this more.

The ferns were then formed over a wooden mould into a ball shape and welded together. 

The ball was then suspended outside the City Gallery using 8 stainless steel cables. The cables are fine so often the viewer doesn't see them.


Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard
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
