	Authenticity of evidence
	Teachers must manage authenticity for any assessment from a public source, because students may have access to the assessment schedule or student exemplar material.

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Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Visual Arts 90917. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Context/setting

This assessment activity requires students to research, plan, and produce a mural that expresses specific cultural techniques and conventions. The mural will draw on the culture of your school or local community. If possible, link this work to an existing project or to something specific to the geographic, cultural, or special character of your school. It is important that students demonstrate their awareness of cultural conventions and technical processes at all stages of this activity.

The example used for this unit is the production of a mural based on the Soul Sessions mural produced on Waitangi Day 2010 by the Cut Collective. This mural, along with images showing its production and other works by the Cut Collective, can be found on the Cut Collective website: http://cutcollective.co.nz/. (The specific mural referred to can be found at http://cutcollective.co.nz/2010/05/soul-sessions-2/ and a similar mural with additional information about its design can be found at http://cutcollective.co.nz/2010/07/cut-collective-video-ezy-wall/). 

Alternative examples include Te Waharoa o Aotea by Selwyn Muru in Auckland’s Aotea Square, the Neil Dawson work Chalice in Cathedral Square, Christchurch, or the whare whakairo on your local marae. 

Conditions

This assessment activity should take approximately six weeks of in- and out-of-class time. 

These activities may be completed individually or in groups. Students working in a group are assessed individually based on their research and planning pages, and by teacher observation/attestation of individual qualitative and quantitative contributions to the group project (for example, allocated portions of collaborative project, such as a particular area of a combined mural).

For moderation purposes, it is appropriate that the art works be photographed or filmed at varying stages of production.
Resource requirements

Access to the Internet will be required.

Additional information

Group approaches

These tasks may be completed individually or in groups.  

Where collaborative projects are undertaken, departments need to ensure (for assessment and external moderation purposes) that individual contributions are clear for each member of the group. Strategies to ensure that individual contributions can be discretely considered for assessment purposes include:

· individual research and planning pages

· personal work log or diary records of individual contributions to group project

· teacher observation/attestation of individual qualitative and quantitative contributions to the group project

· video evidence of individual levels of performance

· allocated portions of collaborative project (such as each student being given a particular area of a combined mural).

Student instructions

Introduction

This assessment activity requires you to research, plan, and produce a mural that expresses specific cultural techniques and conventions. 
Teacher note: Other possible art works for analysis and creation include:

· taiaha, patu, kowhaiwhai, tukutuku, kete, whakairo, bone carving

· stained glass, mosaic, tapestry, illuminated manuscript

· siapo, traditional costume, environmental or historical diorama

· installation, graffiti, outdoor sculpture.

Although research and planning should be evident in your finished work, you will be assessed solely on the extent to which you show control of skills appropriate to cultural conventions.

You will work in a group to complete this assessment, but you will be assessed individually.

Task

Follow the steps below to plan and produce a mural that expresses cultural techniques and conventions. 

Research murals that demonstrate cultural conventions

Select and research existing murals, using the library or the Internet or visiting murals in your community, for example, murals by the Cut Collective (http://cutcollective.co.nz/).
Take notes about the aspects of the murals that express cultural conventions.

Record these aspects as images and present your findings on at least two A3-size pages. Include 10–20 relevant images and your notes about the cultural conventions that have informed the murals. 

Develop ideas and plan for your mural

Brainstorm ideas for your own mural. 

Research aspects of existing murals that relate specifically to your own mural (for example media, symbols, patterns). 

Consider how you could include images and stories from the past and present that are relevant to your local area, your community, and the people who are involved in making the mural. These might include significant individuals, icons, native flora or fauna, or important symbols. 

Plan your mural, drawing on the findings from your research. Ensure the construction and processes you will use to create your mural will give you an opportunity to show control of skills appropriate to cultural conventions. For example, you might need to use the techniques and processes of street art (spray paint, stencilling, and so on). You need to work in a place where members of the community could interact with the mural, and you need to make some sort of social commentary through the production of your mural.

Conventions and skills appropriate to community murals in local public spaces include:

· the consideration of the relationship between the mural design and the physical environment (for example, scale, site conditions)

· the selection and use of paint applications, materials, and techniques appropriate to large-scale art works

· the collaborative process through which the artists agree upon a consistent thematic or narrative content and alignment of individual content and division of physical space

· the selection and redesign of subject matter that is appropriate to the local purpose, audience, cultural references, and context (for example, murals with local stories in Katikati)

· the management of client consultation, constraints, costs, and time frames.

Present your plan on at least two A3-size pages. Include at least 10 relevant images with notes that describe and illustrate the proposed construction process. Include notes about the technical requirements and cultural conventions that will inform your mural.  
Produce a finished mural that demonstrates skills appropriate to cultural conventions

Use your planning to produce your final art work. The completed work should represent: 

· the most resolved compositional outcome (of itself and in relation to the space around it) 

· the most effective communication of an idea or narrative

· the highest level of technical finish.

Cultural conventions and skills appropriate to community murals in local public spaces include:

· the consideration of the relationship between the mural design and the physical environment

· the selection and use of paint applications, materials, and techniques appropriate to large-scale art works

· the collaborative process through which the artists agree upon a consistent thematic or narrative content and alignment of individual content and division of physical space

· the selection and redesign of subject matter that is appropriate to the local purpose, audience, cultural references, and context (for example, murals with local stories in Katikati)

· the management of the client consultation, constraints, costs, and time frames.

For example:

The student fluently applies the skills needed to produce a mural that comments on issues relevant to a community – use of imagery that members of the community will identify with and presentation of this imagery in a public space in such a way that it engages and provokes thought in members of that community.
