Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are supplied to enable teachers to carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Visual Arts 90917. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Context/setting

This assessment activity requires students to demonstrate understanding of the cultural conventions of viral videos (video clips that gain widespread popularity through Internet sharing). Students produce a short video (designed to appeal to a wide audience) that relates to an issue of social injustice.

The use of this activity requires a high degree of Internet security awareness on your behalf to ensure that students are protected from objectionable material. It is suggested that you provide examples of viral videos for students to view rather than letting them search online for themselves.

Discuss with students copyright issues and the use of other people’s images or music in the students’ videos. You will also need to discuss getting people’s permission to be filmed.

You may wish to provide a template that structures the students’ planning for their video. This could include prompt questions about the key techniques and content to be used in the video, for example, narrative, language, dialogue, text, and sound effects.

The students are asked to choose a social injustice issue as the topic for their video.  Consider and be sensitive to your students’ interests and cultural background when setting the assessment task. 

Conditions

Students could complete some tasks in small groups, but in order to meet the requirements of the standard, it is important that each student produces their own video.

The preparatory activities and assessment task will take approximately six weeks to complete. Support students with their planning to ensure they complete the task in the time allowed. 
Resource requirements

Students can use any form of digital recording device, for example, a digital camera, a cell phone, webcam, or a video camera. Use your school’s digital editing software or search Software for Learning (http://softwareforlearning.tki.org.nz) for free programmes.

Additional information

Additional technical instruction may be required prior to and/or during the delivery of this assessment resource depending on the existing knowledge and skills of students.

Student instructions

Introduction

This assessment activity requires you to create a short video that appeals to a wide audience and raises people’s awareness of some form of social injustice. Your video should demonstrate your understanding of the cultural conventions of viral videos (video clips that gain widespread popularity through Internet sharing). 
Although research and planning should be evident in your finished work, you will be assessed solely on the extent to which you show control of skills appropriate to cultural conventions related to online videos.
You may work in a group to complete research and planning components of the task, but you must create your video individually.

You have <teacher to insert time frame here> weeks of in- and out-of-class time in which to complete this assessment.

Task

Follow the steps below to produce a 60–120 second video in a format (file type and length) that is suitable for sharing online. Your video needs to relate to a social injustice issue.

Video research

Research the phenomenon of viral videos. View a selection of videos from online video-sharing sites and discuss what makes them so popular. Identify elements of the content and ways of presenting the content (for example, by using humour) that contribute to their popularity. 

Take notes about the cultural conventions appropriate to viral videos, including hook, lighting, sound, special effects, viewpoint, narrative, and editing. (See Resource 1 for links to websites that give information about making videos for the Internet.)

Topic research

Choose and research a social injustice issue. (See Resource 2 for websites of organisations that concern themselves with issues of social injustice.) 

Make a video

Collect visual images (still and moving images) that relate to your issue.

In a series of sketches, develop a concept for an awareness-raising video suitable for online social-networking and video-sharing websites. Consider using humour and a good hook that will attract an audience. 
Record your ideas as a storyboard, considering the composition, lighting, sound, timing, special effects, and editing techniques you will use to produce the video.  Annotate the storyboard with instructions for the shoot, for example, shot content, timing, viewpoint, and transitions.

Guided by your storyboard, use a digital camera, a cell phone, webcam, or a video camera to record your footage. Then use digital editing software to produce a 60–120 second video in a format (file type and length) that is suitable for sharing online. The video should communicate specific ideas about your selected issue and seek to gain an emotive response from the viewer. It should use a range of moving-image conventions (such as type of shot and suitable background).

The work shows an ability to engage an audience and compel them to action.

The completed video is 60–120 seconds long and in a format suitable for uploading (H.264, MPEG-2, or MPEG-4 with 640 x 360 or 480 x 360 resolution). 
The video communicates specific ideas about the selected issue and uses a range of moving-image conventions (for example, composition and lighting) to elicit the intended emotive responses from the viewer. 


Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
