Teacher guidelines

The following guidelines are designed to ensure that teachers can carry out valid and consistent assessment using this internal assessment resource.

Teachers need to be very familiar with the outcome being assessed by Achievement Standard Latin 90865. The achievement criteria and the explanatory notes contain information, definitions, and requirements that are crucial when interpreting the standard and assessing students against it.

Context/setting
This activity requires students to use their knowledge of the careers of Julius Caesar and Augustus to plan a strategic campaign that will enable a young Roman named Marcus to rule the Roman Empire.

Students are expected to use their linguistic and socio-cultural knowledge of Latin and the Roman world to extract and express relevant information, ideas, and Latin references from previously studied material.

This plan may be presented orally and/or in writing, or as a computer-assisted presentation.

Conditions
This assessment activity is an individual task. 

Students will prepare their plan in their own time. 

Ensure the students have one week after completing their study of Julius Caesar and Augustus to submit their plan.

Resource requirements
Students can use the booklets on Caesar by J. Kirby and M. Farrell, and on Augustus by J. Barsby. These books are now out of print and may be photocopied.

Encourage students to find additional information, especially on the Internet. They may also use classroom notes, dictionaries, word lists, Roman artefacts, maps, encyclopaedias, and other relevant material.

Student instructions


Introduction
This assessment activity requires you to plan a campaign strategy for someone who wants to rule the Roman Empire. 

You can present your plan orally or in writing, or as a computer-assisted presentation.

You will have approximately one week of out-of-class time to complete this task. Your teacher will specify the due date.

You will be assessed on how well you are able to present a Roman viewpoint in your campaign strategy.

Task
Marcus, a young patrician friend in Rome, has asked you to help him. He wants you to devise a plan for him to rule the Roman Empire. 

Using your knowledge of the careers of Julius Caesar and Augustus, plan a strategic campaign that will enable Marcus to achieve his ambition.

Address these points in your plan:

· personal characteristics Marcus will need to show

· family and political connections he needs to have already, or make

· steps he needs to take to follow the cursus honorum (Roman political ladder)

· military experience he needs to gain

· ways he can keep power for a long period of time

· political pitfalls and traps that he should avoid.

For each point, show Marcus in detail why he should follow your plan, by relating it to the careers of Caesar and/or Augustus.

Include Latin quotes and references, making sure they have an explanation in English. 

Ensure your Latin evidence is appropriate and unambiguous.

The student applies linguistic and socio-cultural knowledge to expand unambiguously in English on particular selected information, ideas, and Latin references from previously studied material about Roman politics.

Marcus will have to follow the steps of the Roman cursus honorum, the Roman political ladder. When he is 29 years old, he should stand for the magistracy of quaestor, a junior finance official who assists the consuls. There are 20 quaestors elected every year. This will give Marcus automatic entry into the senate.
Caesar also launched his political rise up the cursus honorum by standing for the quaestorship in 68 BC.
Augustus bypassed the political ladder in an unconstitutional way. After the death of Julius Caesar, the Senate enrolled him into its ranks with consular precedence in allowing him to speak in the Senate and giving him the rank of praetor, a magistrate in charge of justice. Later, Augustus was made sole consul, again unconstitutionally, by the Senate, and also given imperium i.e., the right to preside over the Senate and to command armies. If Marcus can bypass the lower ranks of the cursus honorum as Augustus did, it would shorten the time it will take him to gain control of the Roman Empire.
	The student presents comprehensively a Roman viewpoint in a campaign strategy to assist a friend who wants to rule the Roman Empire.  

The student applies linguistic and socio-cultural knowledge to expand fully on particular selected information, ideas, and Latin references from previously studied material.

To support the answers the student uses Latin evidence that is appropriate and unambiguous, and could include mention of Roman artefacts; Latin terms, phrases or quotations; images, maps or other material. The Latin references/quotations are explained in English
For example: 

Plan for following the cursus honorum

Marcus will have to follow the steps of the Roman cursus honorum, the Roman political ladder. Being a patrician, he will not be eligible for a tribunate, but when he is 29 years old, he should stand for the magistracy of quaestor, a junior finance official who assists the consuls. There are 20 quaestors elected every year. This will give Marcus automatic entry into the senate.
Caesar also launched his political rise up the cursus honorum by standing for the quaestorship in 68 BC. Augustus bypassed the political ladder in an unconstitutional way. After the death of Julius Caesar, the Senate enrolled him into its ranks with consular precedence in allowing him to speak in the Senate and giving him the rank of praetor, one of four annually elected magistrates in charge of justice. Later, after the deaths of Pansa and Hirtius, the two consuls of 43 BC, at Mutina while trying to stop Antony from taking over the province of Cisalpine, Augustus was made sole consul, again unconstitutionally, by the Senate. He was also given imperium i.e., the right to preside over the Senate and to command armies. This was unconstitutional, firstly because Augustus had not been elected in the normal manner and, secondly, because he was far too young (Augustus was 19, when you had to be 43 to be a consul). If Marcus can bypass the lower ranks of the cursus honorum as Augustus did, it will shorten the time it will take him to gain control of the Roman Empire.


Final grades will be decided using professional judgement based on a holistic examination of the evidence provided against the criteria in the Achievement Standard.
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
